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India trade opens

Coonawarra vignerons are optimistic a new
trade deal signed with India may provide a
welcome turn around in demand for wine fol-
lowing the disappearance of China from the
market in the wake of Covid-19.

Last Saturday, Federal Minister for Trade,
Tourism and Investment Dan Tehan signed
an Australia-India Economic Cooperation
and Trade Agreement with India’s Minister of
Commerce and Industry, Consumer Affairs
and Food and Public Distribution and Textiles,
Piyush Goyal.

The trade agreement is expected to make
Australian exports to India more attractive to its
population of about 1.4 billion people through
the reduction or elimination of tariffs on a vari-
ety of Australian products, including wine.

Under the trade agreement, tariffs on wine
bottles with a minimum import price of US$15
per bottle will be reduced from 150 per cent to
75 per cent.

This is expected to fall further to 25 per cent
over 10 years.

Tariffs will also be reduced on bottles of
wine with a minimum import price of US$5
per bottle falling from 150 per cent to 100 per
cent in the first instance and to 50 per cent
over 10 years (based on the Indian wholesale
price index for wine).

President of the Coonawarra Vignerons As-
sociation, Pete Balnaves this week welcomed
the new trade agreement.

While acknowledging the agreement’s ef-
fects would not be felt immediately as it had
only just been announced, he hoped that it
might help arrest the situation the industry

Greenrise Recreational Reserve’s camping
area has become a popular destination with
travellers.

“Australia exports to just about every
country in the world but its how competi-
tive they can be in that market that really
determines what volume of wine goes into
a market.

“This tariff reduction will open up the
market for wine in India and allow for ex-
pansion of the market for Australian wine in
India.”

Mr Balnaves said despite the good news,
it might not be soon enough to arrest a con-
traction in production capability in Austra-
lia.

“The reality is the reduction of 10 per
cent demand across the Australian industry
[due to the hike in Chinese tariffs] is just be-
ing to show now,” said Mr Balnaves.

“In other wine regions in Australia, which
are further through harvest than we are,
there is fruit being picked onto the ground
because there is no market for it.

“That hasn't happened here yet because
we are later in the cycle but there is no rea-
son to think that it won’t happen here,” he
said, adding that he was aware of some
vines being pulled out in the Coonawarra
area in reaction to the market reduction.

However, Mr Balnaves said Coon-
awarra was well placed to be resilient

to market fluctuations.

“Coonwarra is well placed because we
are a cool climate; climate change is defi-
nitely something that is affecting us as an
industry.

“We have seen our peak harvest date
move forward by at least 10 days since the
1970’s and if you were comparing apples
with apples the target in the 1970’s was
probably 12 per cent alcohol content - the
target these days is more like 14 per cent.

“This is because of people’s changing
tastes; not necessarily because they want
high alcohol wines but because they want
character driven, earlier drinking wines.

“So if you put those two things together it
is probably more than 10 days that the har-
vest date has moved,” he said.

“We are a cool climate region and we
also have access to high quality water that is
sustainable provided that it continues to be
managed taking into account the compet-
ing demands of industries and the environ-
ment.”

The new trade agreement with India
also involves reductions in tariffs for other
products including sheep meat, wool, some
vegetables and fruits, pharmaceutical and
medical devices, and some mining sector
products.

The first round of finals were contested at
Island Park on Sunday and Penola found itself
up against Mundulla in the A elimination fi-
nal, with the winner to progress to the prelimi-
nary final the following week.

The Eagles were off to a strong start and
kicked truly on two occasions in the first quar-
ter to put themselves 10 points up at the first
change.

A behind from Kaylene Nuske had the Ti-
gers out to a nine-point lead with four min-
utes to play and the match appeared done.

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Wattle Range
grant boost

Wattle Range Council recently approved rec-
ommendations for 13 of 22 grant applications
received for council’s Financial Assistance and
Sport and Recreation Grants programs.

Annually council allocates $55,000 toward
the grants programs through two separate
funding rounds.

Due to substantial funds still available
within the program an extra round of funding
was offered in the 2021/22 financial year.

A total of 22 applications were submitted
with five Community Financial Assistance
Grants and eight Community Sport and Rec-
reation Grants endorsed.

The grants totalled $20,476 for various
Wattle Range Council community and sport-
ing groups.

Tree tackles blues

Millicent will soon be home to the first Blue
Tree to be painted in the Wattle Range Council
area to bring attention to mental health issues.

As an initiative of the Wattle Range Suicide
Prevention Network (WRSPN), the Millicent
tree will join more than 750 around Australia
which have been painted under the national
Blue Tree Project aimed at encouraging con-
versations about mental health.

The Millicent tree to be painted blue is the
trunk of a large gum tree which is near the old
tennis courts at the Williams Road end of the
Domain Parklands.

Originally from the grounds of the Millicent
Swimming Lake, where the tree had reached
the end of its life, the trunk was lain on its side
in the parklands about four years ago to create
a climbing feature for children.

Council also added a seat nearby.

Permission for WRSPN to paint the tree
blue was given at council’s meeting last month
where Mayor Des Noll and chief executive Ben
Gower excluded themselves from the discus-
sions, due to their membership of the WRSPN,
to allow the Council to consider a letter from
network Secretary Marg Chapple about the
proposal.

“This [the tree] is in a good location where
it will be seen; there already is a seat nearby
where people could just sit and contemplate,”
Mrs Chapple wrote.

“We would like to put a plaque either on
the tree stump or nearby explaining the mean-
ing of The Blue Tree.

“For some time, the Wattle Range Suicide

Prevention Network has wanted to paint a
significant tree blue to help spark conversa-
tions and encourage people to speak up when

battling mental health concerns; the Blue Tree
Project’s key message is that ‘it's OK to not be
OK.

“Other Networks in the Limestone Coast
have painted blue trees in their districts, and
we would like to have at least one in the Wattle
Range Council area.”

After the meeting, Mr Noll, who is the chair
of network, said the national Blue Tree Project
originated from a young man in Western Aus-
tralia who sadly took his own life.

“His friends established the blue tree initia-
tive that represents hope, love, strength, and
friendship, and is now recognised nationally,”
Mr Noll said.

“Working with council, members [of the
network] will paint the tree blue [with non-
toxic paint], and it will act as a talking point
for suicide prevention.

“It further represents awareness, preven-
tion and early intervention being extremely
important to reduce the stigma and promote
positive mental health.

“The blue tree initiative will continue to
encourage individuals and communities to
have the conversation around mental health
and suicide prevention and become more
educated around this silent killer.”

Another prominent Blue Tree in the Lime-
stone Coast is that which travellers between
Millicent and Kingston will see from the Princ-
es Highway.

On Conmurra Station, the tree was painted
by Member for MacKillop, Nick McBride and
several of his station employees.

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Funding support for art

Building and land owners in the Wattle Range
Council area wanting to undertake a public art
project on their property will soon have the
opportunity to apply to council for support in
achieving their aim.

Amendments to the Community Grants,
Scholarship and Sponsorship Programs
Guidelines will offer building and land own-
ers, with property that adjoins or faces highly
frequented public areas, an opportunity to ap-
ply for up to $5,000 to support public art out-
comes in Wattle Range Council towns.

Applicants will need to use an artist of re-
nown in their applications with Director of
council’s Development Services, Emma Clay
confirming: “This could include university
students with a large folio of work and local or
part-time artists with a history of producing
and delivering quality outcomes.”

Ms Clay said private residences in high
profile areas are eligible to apply for the Pub-
lic Art on Private Assets Program, and may be
considered, but preference is for commercial
business premises.

Applications will be assessed by an internal
cultural assessment team led by Manager Li-
braries and Cultural Services, Janice Nitschke,
and will need to encompass council’s Wind
and Water theme.

Additional advice and feedback on applica-
tions could be sought from local arts groups.

Ms Nitschke told the South Eastern Times:
“It’s areal opportunity for Millicent businesses
to work with artists and emerging artists in our
community through mentorships.

“Community and public art is proven to
have positive economic and community ben-
efits.”

Applicants are required to contribute 50
per cent of the project costs and ongoing
maintenance of the art installation is the re-
sponsibility of the applicant.

Arecent review undertaken of Wattle Range
Council’s program guidelines by council’s De-
velopment Services has The Public Art on Pri-
vate Assets Program replace the existing Arts
and Cultural Grant with extra funding now
available and clearer guidelines in place for
applicants.

Benson said they are staying for longer.

“We are finding that people are not just
checking in for one or two nights, they are
checking in for three or four or five nights,”
she said.

Ms Benson said the town has benefited
from slightly warmer weather after summer
which has helped encourage people to stick
around.

“Mother nature has been very kind to us

“Normally she does not play fair; Beach-
port is renowned for its wind.”

Ms Benson is starting to see it quieten a
little before it gets busy again at Easter.

“There is a bit of a lull, but we are prob-
ably still sitting at between a third to half a
park booked.

bathroom and small kitchenette at Wilson’s
Cottage in Petticoat Lane.

New technology will soon be used to tell the
story of the historic Glencoe Woolshed after
the Glencoe National Trust was successful
in its application for a $2,000 Wattle Range
Council Financial Assistance Grant.

The branch’s Secretary, Carol Grbich, was
pleased to hear of the group’s successful ap-
plication to assist in purchasing and installing
a projector inside the 1863 building.

Ms Grbich explained: “Surveys conducted
over the last few years found who was visit-
ing the woolshed, it was lots of older shearers,
farmers, grey nomads and families with young
children.

“We recognised the existing information
boards were dense with text and the woolshed
is quite dark making the boards difficult to
read.”

From this research the group decided a
video was the solution to communicating the
building’s history to visitors, with the previ-
ously whitewashed walls offering a suitable
surface for projections.

Planned to be securely attached on one of
the building’s large wooden uprights, the pro-
jector will be enclosed to protect it from the
elements and rogue possums.

A button installed on the pole will start the
video when pressed and visitors will be encour-
aged to pull up a hay bale and enjoy the pre-
sentation which will switch off when complete.

The committee spent much of last year
using their own voices to tell the story of the
woolshed and the seven minute video has al-
ready been created.

Invaluable assistance was given to the
group by volunteer, Charlie Furr, who used his
expertise to bring together and edit the video
which includes an excerpt of blade shearing
demonstrations.

Total project cost is expected to be around
$5,000 with the balance of the funds coming

The Limestone Coast Landscape Board (LC
Landscape Board) will undertake an aerial
monitoring program for the large abundance
of feral deer in the region.

Supported through funding from the South
Australian Government Landscape Priorities
Fund, the aerial survey will be held from April
11 to April 13 and will target areas where feral
deer are suspected to seek shelter.

Some places which will be monitored in-
clude conservation parks and private native
vegetation focused around Keilira, Taratap,
Tilley Swamp, Petherick, Bunbury, Deepwater,
Salt Creek, Martin Washpool, Bunbury, Gum
Lagoon, and Hanson Scrub.

LC Landscape Board feral deer project of-
ficer Aidan Laslett said the monitoring will
take place while every effort is made to avoid
disturbances to farm houses, working sheds,

horse yards and areas containing livestock.

The aerial monitoring operation will use
thermal-assisted technology and is the next
step towards the LC Landscape Board achiev-
ing eradication of feral deer in the Limestone
Coast.

LC Landscape Board general manager
Steve Bourne said the control programs have
been operating for over 15 years but the
spread of the feral deer has appeared to have
increased geographically.

“This monitoring program using innova-
tive technology will provide a greater under-
standing of the numbers of feral deer in the
landscape and the scale of effort required with
future programs,” Mr Bourne said.

“By working together, we can reduce the
impact of feral deer on the region’s agricul-
tural bottom line and environment.”

Funding applications have been opened
for cattle, sheep and goat producers across
Australia who are interested in running lo-
cal projects to demonstrate on-farm ben-
efits of research and development findings.

Meat and Livestock Australia (MLA) has

called for applications regarding its Pro-
ducer Demonstration Sites (PDS) program
- applications opened last week.

The applications will close on May 13
and for projects ranging from two to six
years, Levy and Co-Contributor funding
options will become available.

MLA general manager of research, de-
velopment and adoption Michael Crow-
ley said the PDS program aims to increase
the rate of adoption of key management
practices and technologies which improve
business profitability, productivity and
sustainability.

“Adoption of research outcomes is abso-
lutely critical for receiving the best return
on research investments we make on be-
half of levy payers,” Mr Crowley said.

“By addressing specific productivity pri-
orities, producers are able to implement
solutions which deliver direct benefits to
their business.”

MLAs PDS program delivered $168.8
million in total net benefits to participating
producers for completed projects between
2015 and 2021 according to an indepen-
dent evaluation.

There are two funding options available
for producer groups who wish to partici-
pate in the PDS program.

The first is for producer groups who
wish to engage in a Levy PDS project, of
