PIPERS OF PENOLA RESTAURANT

This building started life in 1908 when the
Methodist community in Penola purchased
the land and set out to build their church with
the help of Home Missioner Moses Gabb from
Kalangadoo, who raised money and built the
church himself with the help of carpenter, Mr
Charles Jackson.

By 1920 attendances had dwindled and the
building was sold to the newly-formed Penola
RSL who sadly had to relinquish it during the
Depression.

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In 1928 it became the property of the In-
dependent Order of Oddfellows Manchester
Unity Friendly Society, Penola Lodge No. 80.

This organisation was founded in Man-
chester in 1810 and set up to protect and care
for their members at a time when there was
no National Health Service. The aim was, and
still is, to provide help to members when they
need it.

With many sick and injured men returning
home from World War 11 a committee com-
prising Eric Kidman, Walter Rogers and Eric
Balnaves repurchased the building in 1942.

It was during this period of ownership that
the small kitchen area was added to the back
of the hall and ‘smoke socials’ were held, with
Frank Hinze and Paddy Mooney playing the
piano. In 1958, following the building of their
new establishment, they sold it to the Penola

There has always been a strong Scottish in-
fluence in the Penola district and for the next
ten years they shared the building with the Pe-
nola & District Caledonian Pipe Band that had
been formed in 1950.

A memorial to the Scottish pioneer fami-
lies of the Penola district, erected in 1988, was
later transferred to the St Andrew’s Church
grounds.

In 1998 the building was purchased by
Hugh Koch, who carried out extensive altera-
tions and opened Pipers of Penola Restaurant
in 2001.

The ownership was transferred to Simon
& Erica Bowen and has achieved outstanding
success.

Full steam ahead for station renovations

The restoration and upgrade of the heritage-
listed Tantanoola railway building can go
ahead after the Tantanoola Progress Associa-
tion (TPA) was approved to continue by the
state government.

Heritage South Australia has given the
green light for the work, which will maintain
the heritage value of the building and prevent
further vandalism of the site.

Conditions have been placed on the re-
pair work and include replicating the existing
structure when undertaking internal and ex-
ternal timber repairs, which involves replac-
ing a section of burnt floor.

The building will be secured by replac-
ing the missing external four-panel doors to

match profiles in Heritage SA early photo-
graphs.

Any painting undertaken is to match the
current colours and windows are to be se-
cured using timber-framed flyscreens with
vandal-proof security mesh.

TPA members Ian and Sue Lines are work-
ing closely on the project with Mr Lines taking
on the project manager role.

“Completion will take a number of years,
we've commenced it” he said. “The station is
basically project number one and plans are for
re-cladding, redoing up the timber work, the
windows, doors and painting.

“Then stage two we will move on to the
goods shed.”

Over the last 12 months, the TPA has suc-
cessfully received three grants towards the

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project from Iberdrola Australia Lake Bonney
Community Fund, the Federal Government’s
Stronger Communities Program and a Wattle
Range Council Community Financial Assis-
tance Grant.

These grants have allowed work to begin
on refurbishing the site but the wait on official
development approval has delayed progress.

Mr Lines said the grants would come close
to covering the cost of stage one but more
funds would be needed to complete the job.

The Tantanoola Railway Station and cor-
rugated iron barrel-vaulted goods shed are
among the oldest remaining railway buildings
in the south-east.

Both built in 1880 they became unattended

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Record triathlon for good

A Victorian athlete is set to tackle a record
triathlon across Australia for mental health,
passing through the South-East along the
way.

Athlete Tom Dunn is planning a mammoth
9000km triathlon, dubbed “Mental”, from the
westernmost part of the country to its eastern-
most point in the hope of raising $100,000 for
mental health charity Livin.

The trek will include a 6700km cycle, a
300km swim and a 2000km run over the course
of around four months from 20 February.

Mr Dunn said he hopes the journey will
let him meet all kinds of people to spread the
message “it ain't weak to speak”, with Kings-
ton, Robe, Millicent and Mount Gambier on
the list of places to visit.

“Part of what I really enjoy about this is ex-
ploring the different regions of Australia, get-
ting to know different people and seeing how
the people around Australia live,“ Mr Dunn
said.

“I think you learn so much by experienc-
ing and interacting with the people who live
in that area.

“When I've been out there on self-sup-
ported trips and pushing myself to breaking
point, quite often the thing that picks me up is
random strangers who may or may not know
what I'm doing, their willingness to pull over
and offer me some water on the side of the
road.”

He said he decided to undertake the chal-
lenge as the last few years especially have
highlighted the importance of trying to main-
tain your mental health.

“In the last couple of years, it seems every-
one has had a pretty rough go of it - obviously
with Covid, then also a number of things that
have happened throughout Australia,” he
said.

“When I realised I was going to do this trip,
there seemed no better option than to partner
with the mental health organisation purely to
get the message that it ain’t weak to speak out
there.

“I had the personal motivation to go and

complete this trip and it seems right to be sup-
porting mental health through this journey.”

Mr Dunn said he looks forward to pass-
ing through the South East as it will bring up
good memories of the times he has travelled
through and stayed in the region.

“I actually lived in Keith while I was in pri-
mary school, so not too far away, and when we
were in that region, we did a little bit of travel-

ling through that area,“ he said.

“We've spent plenty of time over there [in
Robe and Kingston].

“I look back on that fondly and will prob-
ably be a bit more relaxed in those memories
than what I will be when I pass through - I'll
probably be a little tuckered out.

“It’s a beautiful region and I'm looking for-
ward to kicking back on the beach on one or

Managers of the Wattle Range Council (WRC)
owned caravan park in Beachport have re-
quested to terminate their agreement, due to
expire April 2026, at the end of this April.

Dan and Heidi Prouse have been managing
the Southern Ocean Tourist Park (SOTP) since
April 2015 and recently announced via social
media this summer would be their last at the
park.

“All my kids, I'm going to miss you” Ms
Prouse said.

“I have watched you from babies or young
ones to teens, each year that bit taller to pay
for your lollies over the counter.

“This is my absolute favourite, the kids
growing up and the independence they have
coming in to get something from the kiosk
with their money.

“The people we have met along our eight
years, some have turned into great friend-
ships.

“There is so much I'm going to miss.”

Ms Prouse acknowledged the support re-
ceived from WRC and said it had been an
amazing experience for the couple but a dif-
ficult call to make when informing them of
their plans.

“We have taken the park from one level and
put our heart and soul into bringing it up to
the best park in Beachport.

“It's going to be even harder to let this

baby we have built go, but its time for

fresh new blood.

“I know who ever comes in will continue to
grow the park with great vision and direction.”

Mr Prouse has recently been offered an
opportunity to work for Millicent based com-
pany TRAC and as a family they decided it was
time to move on.

Last year the couple took ownership of two
Beachport holiday rental businesses, By the
sea and Coastal stays, which Ms Prouse will
run while she is studying real estate and coun-
selling.

The family will continue to live in Beach-
port and after eight years of being available
24/7 they are looking forward to family time
and free weekends.

Currently the couple oversee the day to day
operations of the park and are paid a manage-
ment fee for service.

They are responsible for cleaning, minor
garden maintenance and housekeeping with
other repairs, maintenance and consumables
the responsibility of WRC.

At council’s January 17 meeting the Chief
executive officer was authorised to commence
an expression of interest for submission of
proposals for the future management of the
park.

Council is unable to sell the Southern
Ocean Tourist Park land, as it is situated on
Crown land.

Federal police join forces to help break down barriers

The Australian Federal Police, with their state
counterparts and local emergency services
recently came together to break down barri-
ers with local migrant communities through
a fun and educational day out.

AFP Detective Leading Senior Constable
of the community liaison team Farid Nait-
Ladjemil said it was important for emer-
gency services to build positive relationships
with migrants.

“We have got lots of migrants that come
from third world countries, they escape the
conflict, like the Islamic state or the Taliban
and they come here as refugees, the experi-
ences they have there with the police on the
front line is corruption, theyre getting tor-
tured, and when they see us, the uniform,
they’re just scared,” he said.

He said the event, held at Noorla Yo-Long
Blue Light Camp on Saturday, February 4, fo-
cused on trust building, with a variety of ac-
tivities, like rock climbing, taking advantage
of the camps facilities.

Det Nait-Ladjemil said the event was
open to all migrant communities across the
Limestone Coast, and majority of people
who came were members of the Congolese
and Yazidi communities

One participant was Ei Plu, originally
from Thailand, who had been living in
Mount Gambier for 14 years, another was a
Yazidi migrant who had arrived in the region
only three days before the event.

“We come in, we don't talk about offences
or anything like that, our role is to basically
break down [barriers] and make that first
contact,” Det Nait-Ladjemil said.

As well as building trust, Det Nait-Lad-
jemil and his team also provided education
around the difference between state and fed-
eral police.

He said participants were educated on
big topics, like the different types of offences
they dealt with, and small ones, like how
their logos were different.

The day also included the opportunity for
migrants to meet volunteers from the Coun-
try Fire Service, State Emergency Service and
the Ambulance Services.

Det Nait-Ladjemil said meeting people
from different services gave migrants the
chance to understand what each service ac-
complished.

He also said it was great time for migrants
to think about volunteering in the commu-
nity and building relationships.

Reflecting on personal experience, Det

Beshara helped run the event.

Nait-Ladjemil said it could be hard to build a
resume as a migrant, but he said volunteer-
ing for the SES gave him an avenue and ref-
erences when he applied to the police force.

“We give back to the community, because
this country welcomed us and this the way to
give back to the community,” he said.

Det Nait-Ladjemil said though he was
scared the first time he interacted with the
police, he soon met an officer, built a rela-
tionship with them and found that there
were opportunities with the police.

“Living that experience, I want to show
the community the police is a multicultural
organisation... I'm an example of that, work-
ing with state police and working with fed-

eral police,” he said.

Limestone Coast Police superintendent
Campbell Hill said from a local perspective
the event was an important part of building
relationships with every community in the
region.

“At the local level it’s great because it al-
lows us to break through barriers, generate
the trust and create that comfort that can
then lend itself to us providing local crime
prevention and road safety advise and as-
sisting people in community just to under-
stand,” he said.

“Because we want them to flourish, that’s
the whole reason they came here.”

He said this event tied in with other small-

er events that SAPOL ran locally throughout
the year with help from migrant support ser-
vices.

“It allows us to get into a vulnerable co-
hort within community, so these are defi-
nitely gateway opportunities that are invalu-
able for us,” he said.

AFP Reserves member Ray Beshara said
bringing different migrant communities to-
gether would help them feel comfortable
around the emergency services.

“We want to make them feel comfortable
in approaching the authorities and say this is
what’s happening,” he said.
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Remembering Ralph 12 months on

Ralph built the south-east

Raffaele “Ralph” Zanello

20/07/1928 ~ 06/02/2022

When Raffaele (Ralph) Zanello died 12 months
ago he left behind a legacy of hundreds of
buildings throughout the Green Triangle re-
gion, particularly in Millicent where many
shops, banks, school buildings, halls and the
swimming lake were his creations.

As a partner in the building company
Zanello and Buffon, Ralph was responsible
for everything from homes to lighthouses
constructed over more than 40 years from the
1950s.

Ralph was born on July 20, 1928, to Santina
(nee Pradissitto) and Francesco in the small
town of Latisana in Udine, 90km north of Ven-
ice, Italy.

He was the sixth of seven children with
three brothers and three sisters.

Growing up, he worked many casual jobs
and, as a labourer, became familiar with con-
crete and building bricks.

He learnt how to work with terrazzo and til-
ing at a trades school in Udine.

In 1951, he decided to leave war-torn Italy
and applied to go to Australia where the gov-
ernment was offering migrants a two-year
directed-labour contract in return for passage
to Australia.

On January 24, 1952, the ship ‘Hellenic
Prince’ arrived in Melbourne with 1700 Italian
men including Ralph.

He was 23, spoke no English and his only
belongings of clothes and books filled two
suitcases.

Three weeks were spent at a migrant recep-
tion and training centre in Bonegilla, Victoria,
where there were classes in English and learn-
ing the Australian way of life.

He was then sent to Renmark to assist with
the grape harvest before coming to the South
East where he spent almost two years working
in the migrant scheme on bridge construction
along the Furner/Mt Hope drain.

He lived in a tent for a year at the Hather-
leigh E&WS Camp and then in a caravan.

On weekends he worked on small build-
ing jobs in the area, mainly terrazzo and tiling
bathrooms.

While at Hatherleigh, he was befriended by
the Skeer family and fondly referred to Frank
and Mary as his Australian parents.

Frank taught him how to work with lime-
stone (Mt Gambier Stone) and some basics in
building.

This sparked an interest and together with
fellow Italian migrant friend from Latisana,
Tony Buffon, they became Zanello & Buffon
Builders in 1954.

Their office and work yard were established
at Third Street, Millicent.

Another good friend, also from Latisana,
was Luigi Morutto who worked with them for
the next 20 years.

Their building business grew to be one of
the biggest in the South East.

Legacy of Zanello and Buffon Builders
Zanello and Buffon Builders were responsible
for building hundreds of houses in Millicent
and the surrounding area.

They are well recognised by their Mount
Gambier stone or brickwork.

The following list of building work by
Zanello and Buffon builders is completed to
the best of the Zanello family knowledge and
memory.

They constructed industrial and com-
mercial buildings in every town, particularly
in Millicent, where they were responsible for
erecting hundreds of homes.

They built many schools, motels, churches,
petrol stations, shops, supermarkets, banks,
sections of Apcel (now known as Kimberly
Clark), the swimming lake and even a light-
house (at Robe).

They supplied concrete to the Apcel site
and regularly for the local council.

Terrazzo floors and walling in homes and
businesses were created during the 1950’s and
1960’s by Ralph and Tony.

The imported Italian marble chips and ce-
ment from Denmark, along with their work-
manship, remain to this day and of note is the
St Alphonsus Church Hall foyer.

The Millicent Swimming Lake has a fall of
only millimetres from one side of the water
to the other. Continually taking ground level
measurements, Ralph tried so hard to get it
perfect.

At its busiest, Zanello & Buffon employed
50 men full-time and they would have de-
scribed him as a “hard, but fair man”.

He was a hard boss to work for, but it was
Ralph who had to worry about quotes, tenders
and completion deadlines.

He was the first one at work in the morning
and the last one to leave at night, rarely work-
ing less than 60-70 hours a week.

All this was managed with only a landline
telephone and desk calculator.

He never kept a diary, rarely used a calen-
dar and never carried a briefcase or owned an
alarm clock.

As Millicent continued to grow, Zanello &
Buffon played a big part in its progress.

They were responsible for the construction
of 37 commercial properties along George and
Davenport streets.

They changed the face of the main street by
removing the old shop verandah posts, some
with horse rings still attached, as Council had
opted for the new cantilever effect.

Zanello & Buffon were land developers in
their own right and realized the need for hous-
ing as the Millicent population soon doubled.

They created affordable housing in subdi-
visions in the Millicent North and High School
areas.

Pineview Estate was developed in 1969 on
42 acres with a plan for 146 homes.

Many years later, Ralph realised the need
for smaller homes which offered safe, secure
and low maintenance lifestyles.

Groups of homettes were built in Fifth,
Spehr and Third Streets.

One of the most challenging builds was the
Woolworths supermarket in 1970.

“You couldn’'t have had a more difficult
block to build on,” Ralph said.

With solid limestone at the front and mud
and water from a natural watercourse at the
rear, it was a difficult build during winter.

Ten feet of consolidated rock fill, 9700 bags
of cement, 200 tonnes of steel reinforcing
rods, 44000 concrete modular bricks for walls
and the supermarket was finished on time.

Despite overcoming many problems,
Ralph was more proud that the store was built
entirely with local labour and tradesmen.

Naracoorte Meatworks was one of the larg-

est building achievements.

On completion in 1974, after two years,
his workmen presented Ralph with a framed
pencil drawing of a pineapple with the Latin
phrase, ‘durus sed bonus’ as a crest, translat-
ing to “Hard on the outside, but good inside”.

In 1996, after a 42-year working partner-
ship, Ralph and Tony shut their building yard
gates for the last time. One of their last build-
ing projects was a group of homettes on their
original office and work yard site.

Their building partnership was to end
where it all began, at Third Street, Millicent.

In addition to building, Ralph always took
a keen interest in civic and sporting affairs in
Millicent.

This included being Apex Club founder and
president in 1956 and member for 12 years,
Rotary Club member and Social Director, Mil-
licent Italian Club founder and president, Ital-
ian bowling Club (Bocce) promoter and mem-
ber, early promoter of soccer in the south-east,
Millicent United Soccer Club president, and
South East Soccer Association president in the
early stages.

In 1967, Ralph received the award of Cava-
liere of the Order of the Star of Solidarity of
Italy.

This was awarded to him personally by the
President of Italy, Signor Giuseppe Saragat,
during a visit to Australia.

This knighthood was in recognition of his
services and help with Italian migrant settle-
ment and integration into the Millicent com-
munity by assisting people with translating,
business, employment and housing.

Ralph never forgot where he came from but
he always considered himself a proud Aus-
tralian having become naturalised to his new
country in 1957 at the age of 28.

He kept in contact with his family in Italy
and enjoyed three overseas holidays back to
the old country in 1964, 1974 and 1980.

In 1957 Ralph met Wilma O’Neil, they mar-
ried in 1959, had three children; David, Mary
and Peter and shared 62 happy years together.

At different times, Ralph and Wilma owned
farming land at Beachport, Penola, Furner
and Casterton.

Their farm at Mount Benson, Robe, was
purchased in 1967 and Woolmit in the 1970’s.

Ralph and Wilma moved to Robe in 1997.

At the age of 69 Ralph began to develop his
Kangaroo Hill Vineyard on his farming land,
15km north of Robe. Now known as the Robe
Bella Vista Vineyard, it was his pride and joy
for 25 years.

In 2020, Ralph moved into Boneham Aged
Care in Millicent and passed away on Febru-
ary 6, 2022 at the age of 93 years, and is buried
in the Millicent cemetery.

He is survived by his wife, three children
and four grandchildren.

He would have been so pleased that Milli-
cent is growing again.

A new generation now benefits from his
building legacy in the town that was once his
home.

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Fuel tax credit move fears

Farmers are calling on Treasurer Jim Chalm-
ers to urgently rule out changes to the Fuel Tax
Credits Scheme ahead of the federal budget.

National Farmers Federation (NFF) presi-
dent Fiona Simson warned that slashing the
scheme, as proposed by the Grattan Institute,
would be economically disastrous — lighting
the fuse on a multi-billion dollar tax bomb
that would send a cost of living shockwave
down the supply chain.

“Farmers are already battling a cost of farm-
ing crisis, with fuel, fertiliser and other inputs
at historically high levels. We're seeing this re-
flected in the food price inflation causing pain
for families at the supermarket checkout.

“Levelling billions in new taxes on the sup-
ply chain is a recipe for further inflation,” Ms
Simson said.

The NFF said that as a road tax, it made no
sense to extend fuel excise to off-road vehicles.

“Imposing a road tax on vehicles that don't
use roads just doesn't stack up. Tractors and
boats don't drive on roads, so they shouldn't
pay road tax. It’s pretty simple.

“Should we also start paying tolls on toll
roads we don't drive on?” Ms Simson asked.

Perhaps most alarming of all, the NFF said,
the Grattan Institute report released claims that
by increasing the cost of diesel for farmers, they
will simply use less or switch to alternatives —
lowering Australia’s greenhouse gas emissions.

“The Albanese Government has a climate
policy. It took a considered plan to the election
to ensure Australia meets its climate targets,”
Ms Simson said.

“The idea that we start levelling ad-hoc tax-
es on emissions sources is incredibly reckless.

“It shows us this proposal is driven by ide-
ology, with no regard for economic or practical
realities.”

No substitute for diesel
Ms Simson said that there is currently no viable

alternative to diesel when it comes to growing
and transporting food and fibre.

“Alternate fuels or even small electric trac-
tors are still years from commercial viability,”
Ms Simson warned.

“The idea that we'll simply switch away
from diesel is a dangerous fantasy. The only
way to use less diesel is to grow less food.

“The report released by the Grattan in-

stitute glosses over this inconvenient truth,
instead pointing to future technologies not
available at commercial scale.

“We have no idea what these might cost, so
the cost of living impacts modelled by Grat-
tan are clearly undercooked. We have no idea
what this dangerous proposal would cost Aus-
sie households in the long run.”

The NFF said its advocacy on this issue
would intensify in the lead up to the budget.

“We’ll be reaching out to all politicians on
this issue as the budget draws closer to ensure
the risks of this proposal are fully understood.
No politician who understands farming or ba-
sic economics could say this is the right thing
to do.

“The Treasurer would be wise to rule this
out today and give certainty to rural indus-
tries,” Ms Simson concluded.

MAN ARRESTED FOR EXTREME SPEED
IN BORDERTOWN

A man has been arrested for driving at ex-
treme speed in the south east.

Just after 8.00pm Tuesday 31 January
police from Limestone Coast Highway
patrols and Bordertown were conducting
speed detection duties on the Dukes High-
way near Bordertown when they detected
an orange Ford Focus hatchback travelling
east at 196km/h in a 110km/h zone.

The vehicle was stopped and the driver
returned a positive reading to a drug test
and also returned a positive breath test,
with a reading of 0.107.

Further checks revealed the driver was
also disqualified from driving.

Police are also investigating reports
that the vehicle was allegedly involved in
overtaking dangerously on double bar-
rier lines, almost having collisions with
oncoming vehicles in Keith a short time
earlier.

Extreme speeder caught

Investigation revealed the vehicle alleg-
edly travelled between Keith and Border-
town at speeds averaging over 200km/h.

The 38-year-old man from Modbury
Heights has been charged with two counts
of driving in a manner dangerous, extreme
speed, drive disqualified, drive with an ex-
cess blood alcohol and drive with a pre-
scribed drug in his system.

He was bailed to appear in the Border-
town Magistrates Court on 29 March.

He received two instant loss of licenses,
one for drink driving for 6 months and
one for driving at extreme speed for 12
months, which will take effect at the end
of his current disqualification period.

His vehicle was also impounded for 28
days.

Hatch ticks all the boxes

If ever there was a car that needed no intro-
duction it’s the Toyota Corolla.

First released in 1966 and arriving in Aus-
tralia the following year, it is the all-time
biggest-selling car worldwide, passing the
50-million mark in 2021.

The current (12th generation) Corolla has
been on sale here since 2019 with an upgrade
for the 2023 model year providing the latest
fifth-generation hybrid powertrain, the lat-
est version of the Toyota Connected Services
system as well as upgrades to the multimedia
system.

As before MY23 Corolla comes in three
grades: Ascent Sport, SX and ZR, each with the
choice of petrol-only or petrol/electric hybrid.

Toyota is very serious about electrification
and has put a lot of work into making all its
vehicles low polluters.

Since 2016 Corolla has come with the op-
tion of a petrol/electric hybrid and this week’s
review is on the entry-level hybrid Ascent
Sport hatch.

With the growth in SUVs, designers of tra-
ditional sedans and hatchbacks have tended
to towards lower, sleeker profiles as a point of
different to the boxier SUV shapes.

The Gen 12 Corolla is a good example.

It’slonger, lower and wider than before with
a more coupe-like silhouette which combine
to give a much bolder stronger road presence.

The front is quite low and the slim head-
lights are connected across the complete car
and run well up into the sides of the bonnet.

The lower grille is very large and makes a
nice styling statement.

Exterior changes for the upgraded model
include new 16-inch wheels for Ascent Sport
and SX grades, and a redesigned front grille for
both hatch and sedan variants.

The interior is neat and tidy with every-
thing in the right place.

Seats are wide, comfortable and support-
ive.

Headroom is fine in the front seats but
marginal for taller rear-seat passengers with
narrow rear doors making entry difficult for
larger occupants.

There’s no sunroof option which would
otherwise reduce space.

There is reasonable width for three adults
sitting in the rear seat although legroom is
limited even in the longer-wheelbase sedan.

At 217 litres with the rear seats in place
boot space is quite poor.

60/40 capacity with the rear seats folded
has not been listed.

The upgraded hybrid system uses a new-
ly-developed high-output motor generator,
power control unit and downsized hybrid
transaxle.

These provide a 13kW increase in peak
power to maximum combined petrol / hybrid
output of 103kW with the 1.8-litre engine.

Petrol hatch and sedan variants comes
with the ongoing 2.0-litre four-cylinder engine
producing 126kW / 202Nm for the hatch and
126kW / 203Nm for the sedan.

Both petrol and hybrid models are front-
wheel drive through a CVT with 10-speed se-
quential shift mode.

Corolla Hybrid has a 72kW/142Nm 1.8-litre
Atkinson Cycle and a 53kW/163Nm synchro-
nous permanent magnet electric motor.

They drive the front wheels by way of an e-
CVT automatic.

The Corolla hybrid has a five-star ANCAP
safety rating based on tests conducted in 2018.

In addition to standard safety features
(seven airbags, enhanced ABS brakes, stabil-
ity and traction control) all Corolla models
get the Toyota Safety System which includes
autonomous emergency braking, pre collision
system with pedestrian and cyclist detection,
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The Toyota Corolla Hybrid is stylish, affordable and has excellent fuel economy.

blind spot monitoring, active cruise control,
lane departure alert and steering assist,

There’s also automatic high/low beam,
reversing camera, hill-start assist and Isofix
child seat anchor points in the two outer rear
seats.

SX and ZR add rear cross traffic alert and
front/rear parking sensors.

These features can be added to the Ascent
Sport through an optional Convenience Pack.

Although all Corolla variants have a rela-
tively small 8.0-inch touchscreen it is very
functional and easy to reach to use.

We really appreciated the eight shortcut
buttons on the sides of the screen.

Ascent Sport and SX have a 7.0-inch colour
Multi Information Display with a digital in-
strument cluster.

ZR steps up to a 12.3-inch screen.

Apple CarPlay (wireless) and Android Auto
(wired) are also standard, as now is DAB+ digi-
tal radio while a USB-C port has been added
below the screen.

The SX and ZR get embedded satellite navi-
gation SUNA live traffic alerts as well as a wire-
less smartphone charging pad.

Sat Nav is also available in a $1000 Naviga-
tion Pack, although most users will be quite
happy to use smartphone mapping.

Ascent Sport and SX get six-speaker audio,
ZR steps up to an eight-speaker JBL premium
system.

Satellite navigation with is standard on SX
and ZR.

The 2023 upgrade added the Toyota Con-
nected Services app-based communications
system to all Corolla variants.

Owners can remotely check the status of
the doors and lights, access information such
as the vehicle’s last known location and recent
trips, or start the engine or climate control.

The system can also provide assistance in
the event of an emergency where the airbags
are deployed or if a collision is detected, by au-
tomatically notifying an emergency call centre
and allowing the driver to communicate with
the operator.

There’s height and reach steering wheel ad-
justment.

The driver’s seat has eight-way power ad-
justment.

The front seats are comfortable and pro-

vide good support in normal driving even
without side bolsters.

As with all Toyota hybrids, Corolla takes off
silently under battery power before transition-
ing smoothly to the when needed.

The same thing happens with the stop/
start system in slow traffic.

In gentle downhill cruising on the open
road the battery will again take over.

There’s excellent vision all round and sharp
acceleration for safe urban manoeuvring.

The steering responds promptly and gives
excellent feedback through the wheel.

Claimed fuel consumption for the Ascent
Sport hybrid is listed at 4.2 litres per 100 kilo-
metres.

We averaged around 4.8 L/100 km during

our week behind the wheel.

Tyre noise is low at slow speeds on very
smooth surfaces increasing quite a bit on
rougher surfaces.

Toyota Corolla Hybrid offers excellent val-
ue with hatch prices ranging from $30,630 to
$37,620.

For these prices you get a great looking
small car with a large range of both safety and
convenience features.

And one that’s now fun to drive.

Toyota Corolla has been one of the world’s
best-selling cars for many years, often the best
seller.

A decent weekend of weather across the
South-East was just what anglers were hoping
for.

After the seven-plus-metre swell and 30-
odd knots of wind we had mid-week, the sea
was just as stirred up as you would expect, and
that is just what we needed.

The offshore guys were still a bit toey af-
ter the big seas — it was not a flat sea by any
stretch, but it was definitely fishable.

There were a few boats who headed for a
bottom bounce on Sunday and there were a
few reasonable fish boated.

Gummy shark are still number one, with
fish between 10kg and 15kg caught, along
with a nice mix of other reefies, such as snap-
per, nannygai, terakhi and blue morwong, just
to name a few.

I know a few fishos like to have a look for an
early season tuna after a big blow, so we might
get a few boats out there having a look in the
coming days while the seas are nice.

Surf fishos have copped it the hardest this
week, with just about every beach having
mountains of weed all over it.

The fishing is still good if you can find a
spot out of it all and the big stir will only do
good things for the snapper, shark and whit-
ing.

There have been a few nice ones caught off
the rocks at Blackfellows Caves and some oth-
ers I have heard of near Deep Creek and Fac-
tory Bay — basically anywhere you can get to
with no seaweed is worth a crack.

The whiting have been excellent since the
sea settled down enough to get back out there.

The boaties have found them inside the

There are also a fair few mullet and trev-
ally around at the moment in the same sorts
of spots, so a feed of those is also a possibility.

Garfish numbers have remained good

again this week and with all the weed pushed
up on the beach, they are going to only get
better.

As the weed starts to break down, maggots
and worms and other bugs float out into the
water and it is a smorgasbord for the gar.

The usual spots such as Livingstons Bay,
Pelican Point and Cape Douglas are worth a
crack — just try to find a spot that is nice and
clean and you should be laughing.

The Glenelg River has returned to almost
pre-flood colouring and looks as healthy as
ever.

The big seas pushed a huge amount of blue
seawater up the river and some spots saw a
rise in over a metre of depth.

The water went back out as quick as it came
in but left a few big patches of floating kelp in
spots.

The fishing has still been good, with plenty
of bream and perch caught from the flats of
the estuary through to the upper reaches.

Ben Jeffrey and Craig Turner boated some
rippers over the weekend, with the trusty
cranka crab getting the bulk of the bites.

Matt and Alex Bell managed some nice
perch on Sunday morning fishing subsurface
minnows around structure, then switching to
deep divers in the late morning once they had
moved off the banks.

The mulloway news has been a bit light on
after a strong start last week, but the signs are
there that we should see some great fishing in
the coming weeks.

The forecast for the weekend looks like
we could have a bit of breeze, but the sea has
settled down plenty, so it should definitely be
fishable for most anglers.
