“I think we have some products that will sit
well in their market.”

She said in Canada a quality cabernet from
Napa, California could cost up to $100 per
bottle, whereas the same high quality Austra-
lian product would be around $30.

Through the program, Ms Richards said
she had learned the laws around Canadian
wine importation and how they differ to Aus-
tralia and other countries.

“Canada and Australia, we're kindred spir-
its, we work well together,” she said.

Over the next few months Wine Australia
will hold several tastings in Canada, where Ms
Richards hopes they can find a wine agent.

“Hopefully through that we find somebody
who is a good match, and it’s not just about
getting your product there, you need to have
someone that is a good match for your busi-

ness because it is a very long term relation-
ship- you only have one agent,” she said.

The program is one of several in the state
designed to strengthen South Australia wine
exports after China increased their wine tar-
iffs, which Ms Richards said was devastating
for the wine business.

Canada is the fourth largest destination for
South Australian wine exports, with about 73
per cent of Australia’s exports coming from SA
and Minister for Trade and Investment Nick
Champion hoped the program lift this further.

“Growing the state’s brand recognition
helps build ties with existing markets like Can-
ada while opening new markets overseas,” he
said.

Ms Richards said the Australian wine in-
dustry was tough at the moment, but she felt
support from the program and other wineries
in the region.

Op shop volunteers tied up sorting dumped donations

Penola’s only opportunity shop is encour-
aging the community to think before they
donate after a range of unsellable items con-
tinue to be dumped at the store’s front.

St Marys Opportunity Shop remains the
town’s only opportunity shop with 20 volun-
teers taking time out of their day to help with
the running of the store.

Father Lyndon Sulzberger said items
which were torn or stained have been ‘donat-
ed’ alongside sellable items with volunteers
spending their mornings sorting through
and disposing of what cannot be sold.

Fr Sulzberger said the issue had been on-
going for weeks with volunteers spending
precious time away from their community
work to take items to the tip.

“We have this happen every week and we
have to take items to the tip and dispose of
them because they are not able to be resold
or even given away,” Fr Sulzberger said.

“The items have holes in them, they are
dirty which means the things that could be
donated are also dirty.

“There are also broken items in there as
well because people think the parts may be
of use but they aren’t.”

He said the opportunity shop would con-
tinuously receive donations of electronic
items, which the store was not able to take in
due to licencing.

“We cannot take electrical items and peo-
ple are constantly donating electrical items
that we cannot sell because we are not li-
cenced to do so,” Fr Sulzberger said.

As for disposal of unsellable items, Fr Sul-
zberger said the shop received a number of
free tip vouchers yet it remained a waste of
volunteer time and man-power.

“We need to source a trailer for disposal
and it is awkward when we could be doing

other things for the community,” he said.

“I do like to give people the benefit of
the doubt but sometimes people think one
man’s junk is another man’s treasure and I
don't think people are maliciously dumping
their junk because it is among good things
and I don't think it is being done just for the
church to dispose of their rubbish.”

Fr Sulzberger said if people needed to get
rid of rubbish or un-donatable goods they
were able to contact Wattle Range Council
for vouchers to take the items to the tip.

“We have people around the community
and in council who are aware it is an issue,”
he said.

“Although we haven't spoken to anyone
in council this year it may be something to
do but we have also thought about putting
cameras up but cannot afford them.”

He said the opportunity shop remained
busy being the only one available in Penola
and the dumping was difficult on volunteers
who would have to step over rubbish bags
each morning to unlock the door.

“If things are clean and in working order
it would be a great help to us but a majority
of the issue is also people donating outside
opening hours which then means things get
dumped,” Fr Sulzberger said.

Despite the issue of dumping versus do-
nating, the shop currently has an expression
of interest in a federal grant to install a dis-
ability ramp heading into the store.

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Slow uptake for u

Two new council programs introduced last
year have received limited uptake from the
Wattle Range business community.

The Shop Facade Upgrade program, estab-
lished to encourage business owners to invest
in shopfront improvements, has yet to receive
any applications.

Offering up to $4000 the grant need to be
matched by the applicant, unless extenuating
circumstances apply, and exceed $1000 in up-
grades.

It is open to any business with a street
frontage in Wattle Range Council townships.

Lynne Bowman purchased her George
Street property last year which now houses
her daughter’s business, Wattle Range Trading.

Ms Bowman has spent over $20,000 on up-
grades both inside the store and to the front
and rear facades.

The outside of the building has had main-
tenance repairs and a fresh coat of paint and
now sports vibrant lime green window trim
and verandah hoarding.

Although Ms Bowman picked up the Shop
Facade Upgrade paperwork months ago she
has not applied for the grant due to time con-
straints and finding some of the conditions
challenging.

“I think this is a great thing to offer but it
needs to be targeted to the building owners
direct, maybe by letters or through the real es-
tate agents” she said.

“It would be lovely if someone at council
could help fill it out and let us know it’s not as
hard as you think.

“When I read about it, it seemed quite
complicated.

“One of the things that was detrimental
was the contractor had to hold $20 million in
public liability, my painter doesn't hold that.”

Despite her concerns Ms Bowman is still
considering applying for the grant to finish off
the store front which includes the two smaller
stores either side of Wattle Range Trading.

“The front isn't finished, we've decided to
do underneath (the verandah) lime green to
make it pop and I want to do something where
the verandah drops at the end of the barber
shop.

“I would like to have things painted up
there so it gets a bit of an uplift and makes it
look appealing for the whole town.

“Pop a couple of animals up there, a fish,
bird or a dog and a cat.

“It would be good for the presentation of
the town so it looks like the place is alive.”

Ms Bowman is also interested in enlivening
the rear of the building which includes a car
park regularly used by patrons of the Somerset
Hotel.

“The carpark is half full every single day
and buses pull up there all the time,” she said.

“Definitely interested in a mural, I couldn’t

think of anything nicer than that big blank
carpark having a big wall of animals.

“I love the murals around town and I wish
there were more, everyone comments about
them.

“When you drive through places it’s those
kind of things that catch your eye and you
think what a lovely little town.”

Council’s Director Development Services,
Emma Clay said they had some interest, but
no applications.

“We've had a few enquiries and people
have taken application forms and the guide-
lines but we haven’t had any applications as
yet,” she said.

“For those renting shops they need to get

-

the approval of their landlord which I think
has been challenging for a few.

“There is a pool of $20,000 for both of the
funding streams and we would really like to
see some uptake of this opportunity.”

The second program available is the Public
Art on Private Assets grant which has resulted
in two successful applicants with funding still
available.

Beachport Brewing Co was the first busi-
ness to take advantage of the new grant with a
shipping container receiving a beach themed
mural which is near completion.

The ocean front business received $2,550
toward the $5,100 project and employed local
artist Ivy Sutherland to undertake the work.

Ignition Fitness owners Adam Wiese and
Roxanne Wallis were successful in their appli-
cation and have received $5,000 toward a large
mural planned for their outdoor gym area fac-
ing Davenport Street.

This project is being managed by Imag-
ine Millicent Arts Group and the artists, Mike
Makatron and Conrad Bizjak, are due to begin
work on the project Saturday, April 1st.

Recipients of the Public Art on Private As-
sets grant are obligated to match the funding
provided by WRC and fit the wind and water
theme promoted by council.

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The Limestone Coast Landscape Board has
warned landholders to think ahead this lamb-
ing season and protect their properties from
fox attacks to improve lamb survival rates.

It is estimated that foxes cost the Australian
economy up to $227 million a year, and fox
predation in the region can result in up to 30
per cent of lamb loss.

Limestone Coast Landscape Board team
leader for northern landscape operations Josh
Rosser said landholders should work together
to ensure their flocks were safe.

“There is no stand-alone method to con-
trol foxes and the most effective fox control
programs are achieved through landholders
coordinating their baiting efforts and utilising
avariety of methods such as ground shooting,
baiting and den fumigation,” he said.

“This season we are encouraging coordi-
nated neighbourhood baiting programs where
baiting discounts are provided when three or
more neighbouring landholders participate in
a baiting operation at the same time.”

To assist landholders, the LCLB is now of-
fering canid pest ejectors (CPEs) a mechani-
cal device with an attractant ‘lure head’ which
ejects capsules of 1080 solution directly into a
fox’s mouth.

Native animals do not have the jaw ca-
pacity to release the mechanism and small
animals like birds cannot move or release the
baits.

CPEs provide more flexibility for landhold-
ers in semi- urban areas as they can be places
up to 150 meters away from residential dwell-
ings.

Look Up: Bird Life South East SA convener Bob Green kept his eyes on

the trees to spot the birds that were singing.

Members of Bird Life South East SA caught up
recently for a morning of social birding at Mil-
licent’s Lake McIntyre.

Sunday’s early fog did little to deter the
group, with over a dozen bird watchers whip-
ping out the binoculars to see what species
were about.

Bird Life SE SA convener Bob Green said
the group spotted over 50 different species,
which was well above the average number
they normally found in the area.

“They were saying the average number of
species here is around 44, so 55 species is ex-
ceptional,” Mr Green said.

“If you get 50-plus species at any outing
in a morning, it’s a good day - and there were
some pretty good birds in there, too.”

Mr Green said one of the highlights of the
day was being able to spot birds that were usu-
ally pretty secretive, like a pair of Australian
spotted crakes and a couple of snipes.

“The snipe, I think this year in the moni-
toring they were saying they’ve only seen the
one here, so to see two was really good,” he
said.

“And spotted crakes, they're always around,
but they're usually pretty secretive and when
you get an opportunity where they come out
in the open a bit, it’s pretty special.

“They’re a cool bird to watch and most
people don't get a chance to view them very
much - this wetland habitat is pretty thick and
unless you get those edges where they come
out and feed on the mud, you don’t normally
see them.”

Aside from the excitement of spotting dif-
ferent species, Mr Green said it was just good
to be out and about with a friendly group with
shared interests.

“I just enjoy the social atmosphere and
there are so many people with varied interests
learning different things off different people
on any given day,” he said.

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Forester has deep

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The Subaru Forester came to life in 1997 as a
bare-bones, no-nonsense cross-over vehicle

ready to take on the likes of the Toyota RAV4
and Suzuki Grand Vitara.

Using the Impreza platform, but built in the
style of a station wagon, with a taller stance,
higher hip-point seating and all-wheel drive,
over the years it has gained in size, sophistica-
tion and popularity, becoming a top seller.

Indeed, Subaru recently celebrated 300,000
Forester sales in Australia.

A late addition to the small SUV segment
a quarter of a century ago, the Forester, along
the way, has boasted some of the Japanese au-
tomobile manufacturer’s most advanced driv-
ing aids and safety systems.

It still does.

For example, in Australia, EyeSight Driver
Assist, which scans the road ahead for danger,
first introduced on the range-topping Liberty
and Outback models in 2012, was ahead of its
time.

By 2021, 92 per cent of Subaru vehicles sold
in Australia were equipped with it.

The subject of some minor design upgrades
in 2022, the MY23 range opens at $37,890, plus
on-road costs for the 2.5i petrol and peaks
with the Hybrid S at $49,340.

Price increases range from $1900 to $2150,
which Subaru Australia claims are due to pro-
duction and logistic costs.

The MY23 model stays much the same ex-
cept for minor specification changes, with the
high-spec Forester 2.5i Sport, 2.5i-S (the test
vehicle) and Hybrid S all getting an auto-dim-
ming rear-view mirror as standard. The outgo-
ing Dark Blue Pearl exterior paint option has
been replaced by Sapphire Blue Pearl.

All Forester variants now include Lane
Centring Function, Lane Departure Preven-
tion and Autonomous Emergency Steering,
designed to avoid frontal collisions, lane drift-
ing and low speed impacts.

It can ‘lock on’ to vehicles directly in front
and, when used together with Adaptive Cruise
Control, can slow, stop and accelerate to
maintain a safe driving distance.

It also recognises pedestrians, motorcycles
and cyclists within its field of vision.

Depending on conditions, the Pre-Colli-
sion Braking System can help to minimise im-
pact and damage.

If the speed is less than 30 km/h, the car
can be brought to a complete stop before im-
pact.

Then there’s the Driver Monitoring System
that uses a camera to monitor the driver for
signs of fatigue or distraction and warns them
if it detects that the driver is not focused or
keeping eyes on the road ahead.

It also features advanced temperature ad-
justment, allowing the driver to have com-
plete control of the temperature through sim-
ple hand gestures.

The 2023 Subaru Forester has a five-year,
unlimited kilometre warranty with three or
five-year servicing schemes, costing $1277.90
and $2422.38, respectively.

The more things change, the more they
stay the same.

Unlike many of its younger rivals, the latest
Forester has eschewed modern design trends
with a somewhat staid station wagon-like ap-
pearance.

With misty-eyed memories and massive
sales, that is how the fans, and maker, like it.

The Forester is a spacious five-seater with
the 2.5i-S perches clad in quality leather up-
holstery.

Seating height and a good expanse of glass
all round make for good visibility.

Twin cup holders are centred between driv-
er and front seat passenger.

A large comfortable armrest is home to a
storage area with USB ports.

Door pockets are generous.

Rear passengers are treated to spacious
surroundings thanks to the Forester’s tradi-
tional station wagon styling.

Also on hand are two USB ports and air
vents.

Boot space also takes advantage of the ve-
hicle’s square old-world character.

There is 498 litres with all seats up and 1704
litres with rear two seat backs folded.

There is room under the floor for a full-size
spare wheel — an off-road bonus.

The MY23 model has maintained a full
house of information displaying fixtures and
fittings of former Foresters.

With three sets of screens, it does veer on
the side of overcapitalisation.

Main centre of infotainment focuses on
a centre-dash mounted 8-inch screen with
wired Apple CarPlay and Android Auto con-
nectivity, integrated satellite navigation, and
AM/FM/DAB+ radio, the last from an eight-
speaker harman/kardon sound system.

The MY23 non-hybrid models are powered
by the same naturally aspirated 2.5-litre hori-
zontally opposed four-cylinder engine putting

out 136 kW peak power and 239 Nm of torque.

Mated with a continuously variable auto-
matic transmission, power is distributed per-
manently through all four wheels.

ANCAP awarded the Subaru Forester a five-
star safety score in 2019, with the latest list of
standard safety equipment on all models in-
cluding autonomous emergency braking and
steering, blind-spot monitoring, rear cross-
traffic alert, lane-departure warning, lane-
keep assist, lane centring and adaptive cruise
control.

As mentioned above, all but the base 2.5i
come standard with a facial recognition cam-
era to detect driver drowsiness or distraction,
as well as rear autonomous emergency brak-
ing.

Fire up the engine and the cabin is filled
with the signature sound of the 2.5 Subaru
horizontally opposed unit — some might find
it intrusive — Boxer fans not so.

There’s no mistaking the note through the
whole rev range, with responsive action to the
accelerator pedal.

All Foresters run on 91RON regular unlead-
ed fuel, with non-hybrid combined consump-
tion of 7.4 litres per 100 kilometres.

The test car recorded 11.9 litres per 100
kilometres in the daily city commute and 6.1
litres per 100 kilometres when cut free on the
open road.

All-wheel drive has the Forester steady and
reliable on bitumen business, while ventilated
discs all round maintain a high level of effi-
ciency when called on in spirited driving.

Off road going can be tamed by X-Mode, a
system that has two modes — Snow / Dirt and
Deep Snow / Mud - each yielding improved
grip and traction in low-speed and slippery
conditions, and gear selection to suit the ter-
rain.

The 220 mm of ground clearance puts the
Forester up with more hardened 4x4s, tack-
ling low-range off-roading without worries for
driver or passengers.

Braked towing is rated at 1800 kg.

Subaru Australia claims 97 per cent of For-
esters sold in the past 10 years are still on the
road today, so that says a lot about the pedi-
gree of the vehicle.

The addition of hybrid technology, plus the
promise of turbo power, are bound to keep
Forester to the forefront of responsible driv-
ing.

The long weekend bought with it some fabu-
lous weather and those who managed to hit
the water found some great fish.

Finally the big tuna have arrived.

Over the long weekend between Port Mac-
Donnell, Cape Bridgewater and Portland we
have heard of at least a dozen or more big tuna
caught.

They have been caught from 40 through to
80 metres, eating a variety of offerings from
the trusty Bonze Exocet, Samaki Pacemaker
deep diving minnows, along with a selection
of the other lures.

The fish have been of varying sizes so far,
some in that 70-80kg range, while some of the
bigger models have been up over that 130kg
mark and that is a serious lump of a fish.

It is not all barrels though, with a run of
bigger-than-average school fish this week.

A few boaties found tuna to 35 kilos, which
is becoming more and more common for our
earlier run of fish.

Skirts and divers are again the go-to for
those fish, so get out there and have a go.

Bottom fishing has been red-hot again over
the weekend.

I have spoken to a few crews who fished
hard over the weekend and they have all said
the same thing — the shark fishing off Port
MacDonnell is unreal and probably the best
they have seen.

It is not uncommon for fishos to land mul-
tiple sharks in a session out there and if you
mix that with all the other tasty reef fish also
on offer, you really are in for a cracking day.

The surf fishos over the weekend made the
most of the great weather and hit the beaches
far and wide.

The South East Amateur Surf Fishing Club
held its annual March long weekend Coorong
fishing comp over the weekend and there were
some great fish caught.

The overall winner was Sawmill with a nice
6.28kg mulloway, ahead of Graeme Ploenges
with a 5.86kg gummy shark and third went to
Brent Deland with a 4.66kg bronzie.

I have seen a few of the pics and it looks like
the boys all had a good weekend away and the
beers were nice and cold.

Locally things have been pretty good on the
beach too.

Hayden Sneath has the snapper off the
beach worked out, managing to catch and
release some rippers over 60cm at the week-
end, taking one of the bigger fish home for a
feed.

There have also been a few nice gummy
shark from the Jones Bay area over the last
week and a couple from Piccininni too, so they
are nice and spread out at the moment.

There have been more whiting reports
again this week and they seem to be just as big
and just as spread out as ever.

Coorong fishing competition on the weekend.

The ever-reliable Port MacDonnell Break-
water has been another hot spot for fishos
this week.

We have seen some good catches from the
land based anglers and the boaties alike, so if
you do not have a boat, do not let that put you
off, you are still right in with a chance.

The size has been all over the place, some
guys have caught whiting so small they didn’t
even realise they came that little, through to a
couple of absolute horses at near 50cm, which
are a beast in anyone’s books.

The other land based areas worth trying are
still Nene Valley, Cape Douglas and Blackfel-
lows Caves, but definitely not limited to those
spots.

If you can find an area with some nice sand
holes within casting distance, throw a bait in
and you could be surprised.

Garfishing has been great again this week,
with plenty of anglers making the most of the
good weather.

The fish have continued to impress, in both
size and numbers.

Our usual haunts such as Cape Douglas,
Livingstons Bay and Pelican Point have been
productive for boaties and waders, but I have
also heard of some good fish from the Petrified
Forrest at Port MacDonnell and Racecourse
Bay too.

Much like the whiting, if the conditions are
right and you stumble upon an area that you
think they could be, throw a bait out, give it

a crack and you might just find your new fa-
vourite spot.

There were a few crews who headed inland
over the weekend to Rocklands for a fish and a
crack at a few murray cod or yellowbelly and
from what I have heard, there were a few of
each caught.

Trolling lures accounted for a fair whack of
them, while flicking spinners in and around
the snags has also been productive.

The soft plastic guys have been doing pret-
ty well again while using their livescope, find-
ing the schools of bait with fish holding them
up, working the plastic to the fish and watch-
ing the whole thing unfold live on the screen
in front of you.

Some will say it is cheating, but I think it is
unreal and can not wait to try it myself.

The Glenelg River was abuzz with fishos
over the weekend.

I managed to get down there a bit myself
over the weekend and it was good to see so
many people out enjoying the beautiful river.

First up we saw the Bream Master SA tour-
nament held in Nelson over the Saturday
and Sunday which attracted some of the best
bream fishos in southern Australia.

Entrants were only allowed to fish from
their kayaks and the goal was to weigh in their
three heaviest fish from each day for a com-
bined weight before releasing them all.

The fishing was pretty tough for most, but
between the 50+ anglers, over 100 legal bream

The forecast for this weekend looks very
fishable.

I have no doubt Portland and Port Mac-
Donnell boat ramps will be teaming with peo-
ple, so just remember to be patient — we are all
going fishing.
