Wattle Range Council will apply for a
Coastal Protection Board Grant pro-
gram in order to assist a range of urgent
coastal issues, agreeing to apply for up
to $300,000 in total.

Elected members agreed to apply for
$80,000 to help combat “urgent” ero-
sion in Southend with a budget varia-
tion of $5000 required to meet council’s
contribution in the 2023/2024 financial
year.

They also agreed to apply to the
board for a further $240,000 contribu-
tion to repair groynes north of the jetty
in Beachport with a further council
contribution of $60,000.

At a report tabled to council, staff-
ers stated they met with the operators
of the Southend Caravan Park with dis-
cussions including the erosion along
the front of the caravan park which was
“significant”.

The report stated there were several
storms over the winter which resulted
in major erosion with the beach now
closed due to public risk.

Following a meeting in Beachport,
staff also recommended elected mem-
bers write to the Department of Infra-
structure and Transport advising of the
information accumulated on groyne
and seek a further meeting to discuss a
formal commitment to the project and
funding.

The report also recommended
elected members proceed to undertake
modelling at Southend of T-structures
to assess the viability of the solutions
found in capturing the sand and identi-
fying any impact and likely costs before
bringing back a report to council.

Judging is expected to wind up early
Wednesday with the winners announced on
October 19 during a sell-out trophy dinner at
Padthaway Estate. The trophy dinner will also
feature a special presentation from 2022 Ar-
thur Hoffman Trophy winner Ben Briggs who
recently travelled to the United States as part
of his prize for being the viticulturalist be-
hind last year’s Best Wine of Show - the 2019
St George Cabernet Sauvignon.

“I was fortunate to tour Paso Robles and
the Napa Valley, looking at premium luxury
cabernet and getting an insight into what
America is doing with autonomous equip-
ment,” Mr Briggs said.

“Some of the sites were just incredible
with vineyards planted on mountains with
2000-foot elevation - there was a lot to learn
and it was a really fascinating trip.”

All wine show entries will be available
for public tasting on Friday morning at the
Coonawarra Soldiers Memorial Hall.

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Need for better reception

Kingston District Council has put forward a
motion at the recent Limestone Coast Local
Government Association (LCLGA) meeting
requesting support in advocating for the State
and Federal Governments to fund telecom-
munication projects.

The call comes following a Limestone
Coast Telstra communication project with six
of seven councils committing to funding five
per cent of their area’s funding.

Each council area has been allocated a
number of Telstra towers under the project
with all but Naracoorte Lucindale Council
committing to providing the funding needed.

The future of the project is subject to ap-
proval of Federal Government funding under
the Regional Connectivity Program with the
federal government expected to provide 50
per cent of the funds, state Government pro-
viding 20 per cent and Telstra providing 25 per
cent.

Members from all seven councils met last
week to discuss a range of topics with Kings-
ton District Council’s motion being received
and noted.

Speaking with The South Eastern Times,
Kingston’s chief executive officer Nat Traeger
said the council believed state and federal
governments “should be responsible for state
infrastructure” especially when partnership

was with a private company such as Telstra.

“Anytime council funds infrastructure
which is not council owned, essentially it is
spending ratepayer money which we could
otherwise be putting on other council owned
infrastructure,” Ms Traeger said.

“For those tourism reasons we also have a
lot of our own ratepayers who do not live here
all the time but travel here and we have quite a
high non-residents ratepayers rate so we know
they have to travel through those black spots.”

She said council wanted to “support prima-
ry producers” and that telecommunications
were important for fire, medical emergencies
and more.

“We want our community to have the best
telecommunications and we do get a lot of
complaints about our current communication
in the area,” Ms Traeger said.

“We know there are a lot of issues around
Cape Jaffa and the community is excited to see
a tower being built there outside this project
which has been a long term issue.

“If we are successful, the community will
be excited, especially those in the blackspots
as it is very frustrating.”

She said despite the motion, council was
looking forward to working with the stake-
holders with six councils having made the
commitment.

Member for MacKillop Nick McBride said
he supported Kingston’s motion stating he be-

lieved it was a “stretch” for local governments
to be responsible to facilitate infrastructure
around communication.

“I'am hopeful of the support of all three lev-
els of government in regards to the telecom-
munication towers for the mobile blackspot
coverage in the Limestone Coast in the near
future,” Mr McBride said.

“Over the months and years people have
come to me about this and it is a hot topic
because it comes to front of mind near bush-
fire season and just hearing about the copper
landline failing and not being kept up to speed
I think mobile networks needs to be kept up to
better speed with the retractions of the land-
line system and its upkeep.”

He said mobile blackspot funding was
something he would continue to advocate for
with a large number of hotspots in his elector-
ate.

Mr McBride also stated he agreed with Ms
Traeger’s comments stating whatever funding
councils were spending on telecommunica-
tions infrastructure meant it did not have the
funds to spend on other council infrastruc-
ture.

“It is not a good outcome in that regard,
specifically with local roads and the rising
costs of everything,” he said.

“Hopefully there is going to be a major an-
nouncement in the near future regarding tele-
communications with all three levels of gov-

ernment combining to build new towers for
the region.”

Telstra South Australia regional general
manager Michael Patterson said the company
knew how mobile coverage was becoming in-
creasingly important to regional Australia.

“We know that in the South East there are a
number of areas that have minimal coverage
or are blackspots,” Mr Patterson said.

“Over the past eight months Telstra has
been having conversations and working with
all the South East council LGA’s, industry bod-
ies and other levels of government about ways
to improve mobile coverage across the region.

“We feel we have submitted a strong pro-
posal to the Commonwealth Government for
consideration as part of round three of the Re-
gional Connectivity Program.”

Mr Patterson said if successful, once com-
pleted the program would “significantly im-
prove” the amount of mobile coverage across
the region and provide better connectivity for
local residents, businesses and visitors in the
area.

“At this stage we don’t have any details on
announcement timeframes or if we will be
successful but we hope to hear something ei-
ther way before the end of the year,” he said.

“We are planning to be back in the south
east again in late October and hopefully there
may be more details that we can announce at
that time.”

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Scoop poop, dog owners

Dog owners are being reminded to use desig-
nated off-leash areas to walk their dogs rather
than local sporting ovals.

An online plea from the Millicent Cricket
Club asking people to stop taking their dogs
onto the Norm Facey Oval has been released.

The statement posted to social media said
the club need a collective effort to stop dogs
going onto our cricket oval.

“It’s becoming a real issue with people not
picking up dog droppings,’ it said.

“Kids have been known to slide and run
through it and it’s not acceptable.”

Directly next to the Norm Facey Oval is
a dog off-leash area with dog poo bags sup-
plied by council. Wattle Range Council senior
general inspector Tim Wilson said local foot-
ball and cricket clubs approached the council
about two years ago about the problem.

“When the clubs were playing junior sports
in the morning people were going out and
picking up dog poo before even letting the ju-
niors play” he said.

“So we made off-leash areas around town
and put signs up at each gateway.”

Mr Wilson encouraged members of the
public to remind dog owners to use the dog
off-leash areas instead of sporting ovals to

exercise their pets.

Millicent currently has four dedicated dog
off-leash areas and Penola has two.

These are signposted and can be found at
Park Terrace, Belt Road and the rear corner of
Bolton Oval in Millicent.

In Penola there are dog off-leash areas near
Greenrise Lake and near McCorquindale Park.

Millicent also has an enclosed off leash
area behind the Millicent Visitor Information
Centre. A $210 fine can be issued by council to
dog owners for not cleaning up after their pets
in public areas.

Members of the public can report inci-
dences to council.

More than 450 students from around the
Limestone Coast will come together to per-
form in the South East Primary Schools Mu-
sic Festival next week.

South East Primary Schools Music Fes-
tival musical director Shylie Harrison said
each night of the three day festival would
see around 150 participating students on
the Sir Robert Helpmann Theatre stage ac-
companied by a 40 piece orchestra, about
half of which will be students.

She said the performances formed a sat-
ellite event branching off from the main
Festival of Music in Adelaide.

“The Festival of Music in Adelaide is ba-
sically a music program that’s rolled out to
all public schools and it effectively is a cur-
riculum based music program,” she said.

“So if primary schools don’t have quali-
fied music teachers on staff, they can basi-
cally pick the book up and go.”

The theme of the festival this year is
Away From the Screens and Ms Harrison
said it centred around how people were be-
coming addicted to technology.

“It’s basically just challenging the norms
and facilitating conversations with these
kids, that there can be a better way that cy-
ber safety and relationships are still critical
as part of their development,” she said.

“The other songs that they provide are
really just fun and topical.”

Ms Harrison said it was great to see all
the children progress from learning the
songs to performing on stage.

“When you say you're going to be onstage
at the Sir Robert Helpmann theatre and
you're going to be on stage with 150 other
singers and they’ll be like, ‘Oh my God,” and
then underneath the stage, there’s going to
be a 40 piece orchestra that’s actually going
to be providing the music for you they’re

like ‘Oh my God that’s so much,” she said.

“It’s really nice just to have that kind of
realisation that this is something really big
and important and and I really feel like they
bring everything they have when we get to
the actual concerts itself.”

With 24 schools participating, Ms Har-
rison said they had a massive reach across
the region.

“Keith is the highest we go up and then
it pretty much blankets its way down,” she
said. Some schools involved in the festival
include Millicent, Kangaroo Inn, St Antho-
ny’s Catholic and Kingston Primary Schools.

With so many students under her guid-
ance, Ms Harrison said it was not too diffi-
cult to work out who performed with who.

“From a vocal perspective their voices
are pretty similar in their tone and their
quality and the pieces have written specifi-
cally for that,” she said.

“I know 150 voices is a lot, but when you
pair that up with a very strong brass section
and a drum kit, and saxophones and some
of those louder, brighter instruments, the
biggest challenge is just trying to get the
kids to sing louder and put more effort in.”

She encouraged everyone to head along
and see the talent of students in the region.

“It’s the biggest choir festival in the re-
gion and just seeing the pure joy of these
kids participating and sharing the language
of music together. is so powerful,” she said.

The South East Primary Schools Music
Festival will run from Wednesday, Novem-
ber 25, to Friday, November 27, at the Sir
Robert Helpmann Theatre, Mount Gambier.

Prep time: 25 minutes = Tomato relish or tomato sauce, to serve

Cook time: 65 minutes

Filling
Makes: 6 = 500g beef sausage mince
Difficulty: Easy = 1 small onion, finely chopped

= 6 small (50g) eggs
= 2 sheets puff pastry, thawed

Soft Boiled Eggs 4. Preheat air-fryer to 180°C, place 2 rolls

1. Place eggs in a saucepan and cover with
water. Bring to the boil then cook for 3
minutes. Eggs should be soft boiled, so
they don't overcook in rolls. Drain and
immerse in cold water. Peel.

Meat Filling

1. To make filling, place mince, onion,
carrot, garlic, parsley and mustard in a
large bowl. Season with salt and pepper.
Mix well.

2. Divide mixture into six and roll an egg
into a portion of sausage mince to
enclose.

To assemble

1. Place pastry sheets on a flat surface and
cut each sheet into three even strips.

2. Place sausage covered eggs at the end of
each length of pastry. Press down gently
to flatten slightly and shape mixture into
a rectangle to fit pastry.

3. Roll up to enclose filling, brush end of
pastry with egg wash to seal. Brush egg

wash over each roll. Place rolls seam-side

down.

in the basket and cook for 20 minutes or
until cooked. Remove and repeat with
remaining rolls. Serve warm with relish
or sauce.

Oven Method

1. Preheat oven to 200°C/180°C (fan-
forced) and line a large baking tray with
baking paper. Place parcels onto tray
leaving a 2cm space between them.

= 250g middle bacon rashers, finely
chopped

= 1 leek, thinly sliced

= 2 garlic cloves, crushed

= 3 teaspoons fresh thyme leaves, plus
extra sprigs, to serve

= 1% sheets shortcrust pastry, just thawed

= 1% sheets puff pastry, just thawed

= 10 eggs

= 200g grape tomatoes, halved

Method:
1. Preheat the oven to 200°C/180°C fan
forced.

2. Heat the oil in a large non-stick
frying pan over medium-high heat.
Cook pumpkin for 6-8 minutes or
until just tender. Add bacon, leek,
garlic, thyme and cook, stirring, for
5-7 minutes or until leeks are tender.
Set aside to cool slightly.

3. Grease a 17cm x 22m (base measure-
ment) rectangular baking dish. Line
base and sides with the shortcrust
pastry.

4.  Cut puff pastry into 2.5cm wide
strips. Cut half the strips in half
lengthways to make thinner strips.
Using the picture as a guide, arrange

pastry strips to create a lattice
pattern.

5. Add pumpkin mixture to pastry
case. Make slight indentations in the
mixture and crack in 9 of the eggs,
being careful not to break yolks. Add
tomatoes.

6. Beatremaining egg. Brush a little
egg around edge of pie. Top with
the lattice pastry and trim pastry to
fit. Brush pastry with egg. Bake for
30 minutes or until pastry is golden
and filling is set. Sprinkle with extra
thyme sprigs.

Right now, this is your cheapest ticket into
the glamorous, alluring world of the Italian
marque Alfa Romeo.

The Tonale is a small SUV that is available
at the moment only as a fuel-saving hybrid,
which could be a real bonus depending on
your perspective.

Some drivers may hunger for something a
bit spicier, say the larger more powerful 2.0-1i-
treturbo from Stelvio.

Named after a mountain pass in Northern
Italy, Tonale sits on the same platform as the

Jeep Compass and is a little brother to the
mid-sized Stelvio, but still seats five like Stel-
vio.

It’s also available as a more expensive plug-
in hybrid, while a re-badged, re-styled ver-
sion is sold as the Dodge Hornet in the United
States.

Tonale is available in three grades: Ti, Ve-
loce and Plug-In Hybrid Q4.

Prices start from $49,900 for Ti, $56,400 for
Veloce and $77,500 for Plug-In Hybrid Q4 -- all
prices before on-road costs.

Metallic paint is $1600 and our test vehicle,
the entry Ti, was fitted with the $4500 Lusso
options pack includes perforated leather trim,
a heated steering wheel, heated and cooled
front seats, power adjust driver and passenger
front seats with driver memory and 14-speak-
er Harman Kardon audjio.

Standard kit includes 18-inch alloys, key-
less entry and go, anodised brake calipers,
auto high beam, electric park brake, auto dim-
ming mirror, auto lights and wipers and front
and rear park sensors.

You also get a body-coloured rear spoiler
and door handles, gloss black painted body kit
with satin chrome inserts, black painted pow-
er-fold heated exterior mirrors with Italian
flag and automatic full LED matrix headlights
with adaptive driving beam and dynamic turn
indicator.

Inside there is dual zone climate air with
rear air vents, carbon cloth and leatherette
seats with ‘Electro’ welded Alfa logo and Biscot-
to stitching, manual adjust front seats with
power lumbar for driver, leather steering wheel
with start button, soft-touch dashboard finish-
er with beige stitching and 3D insert, 60:40 split
rear seats with ski-pass, black headliner, front
and rear floor mats and aluminium pedals.

Colours available in Alfa White, Alfa Red,
Alfa Black, Vesuvio Grey Metallic, Misano Blue

Metallic and Montreal Green Tri-Coat (Ve-
loce only).

An all-new infotainment system, with a
12.3-inch instrument cluster and 10.25-inch
touchscreen navigation system, with AM/FM/
DAB-+ digital radio, wireless Apple CarPlay and
Android Auto, and six-speaker audio.

There’s also wireless phone charging and
front and rear USB A/C ports and 12-volt out-
lets in the front and cargo area.

With the My Alfa Connect app users can re-
motely access their vehicle using their mobile
phone using services such as vehicle finder
and remote operations.

A 1.5-litre four -cylinder, petrol engine
coupled with a 15kW electric motor produces
118kW of power at 5750 rpm and 240Nm of
torque at 1500 rpm.

Power is transmitted to the front wheels
through a 7-speed dual clutch transmission.

Five-star safety includes six airbags, a rear-
view camera and autonomous emergency
braking (AEB) with vulnerable road users.

There’s also adaptive cruise control with
stop and go, forward collision warning, lane
support system (lane departure warning +

lane keep assist), driver drowsy detection,
traffic sign recognition with intelligent speed
assist and tyre pressure monitoring.

Tonale sits 4528mm long and weighs
1491kg, with a braked towing capacity of
1500kg.

The dash from 0-100km/h takes 8.8 sec-
onds and it has a top speed of 212km/h.

With a 55-litre tank, it takes premium 95
unleaded with fuel consumption a claimed
5.6L/100km.

Energy is recovered during periods of de-
celerating and braking, which is stored in the
0.8kWh battery for later use.

It can operate on electric power alone at
speeds of up to 15km/h, which means silent
starts and happy neighbours.

The fully independent suspension features
McPherson struts and ‘unique’ sway bars at

either end, while the 18-inch wheels are
shod with chunky Continental 235/50 series
rubber.

Koni supplies frequency selective damp-
ers that adjust the level of hydraulic damping
based on the road surface, improving han-
dling but retaining a comfortable ride.

A space saver spare is provided.

Matrix LED headlights are able to shut
down individual LEDs, keeping high beam ac-
tive but preventing on-coming traffic from be-
ing dazzled, in a kind of halo effect.

Unique brake-by-wire technology delivers
strong, aggressive braking.

The 48-volt mild hybrid delivers respect-
able performance and fuel economy, but we
expected a little more excitement.

It is after all an Alfa and that’'s why people
buy them the last time we checked.

The hybrid is happy to comply, with a rasp
when you punch the throttle, but ultimately
lacks torque when it comes to firing out of
corners.

Then there’s an all too familiar ‘jerky’ twin
clutch tranny and surprising lack of gear
change paddles, which is not exactly encour-
aging.

It smacks of cost cutting and together with
the price, suggests the premium brand is look-
ing to pick up a bit of mainstream action.

The more expensive Veloce gets paddles,
while the plug-in scores a conventional six-
speed auto.

Switching to dynamic mode is transfor-
mative and the engine tries hard with a little

help from its electric friend, but it really needs
some more get up and go.

On a more positive note, ride and handling
are excellent, especially the ride quality which
sets a new benchmark for the brand.

The car corners flat with plenty of grip from
the Continentals, on well-formed bitumen at
least.

Dirt is another story.

The brake-by-wire stoppers are similarly
impressive, biting hard and fast.

But the steering is odd.

It’s sharp and responsive and provides good
feedback, but is very light and doesn't seem to
weight-up even in Dynamic mode.

Of note our test vehicle had a rattle from
the instrument cluster which is sure to drive
someone crazy trying to figure out where it is
coming from.

Sometime later the dash began flashing a
warning.

Lane Assist was not available -- clean wind-
screen!

Is that all it takes?

The instrument cluster itself is fully digi-
tised, but offers just the one theme that is de-
signed around analogue-style gauges, with a
central information area that can be scrolled,
but working out how to do this is a challenge.

Physical buttons are provided for the air-
con and a roller-style volume control for audio
in the centre console.

While Android Auto is conveniently wire-

less, actually connecting to it with our phone
was also problematic.

The phone told us to follow prompts from
the car touchscreen, but there were none and
it took a couple of minutes to find Android
Auto buried in the menu system.

When it did finally hook up, it worked fine.

We were getting 6.8L/100km after 360km of
mixed driving.

The Alfa Tonale Ti is a likeable car offered at
an attractive price.

While there’s no mistaking it for an Alfa,
close your eyes and it doesn'’t feel like an Alfa.

The drive experience is not engaging and
we wonder how many corners Alfa cut to get
the car down to the price.

More power, paddle shifts and the Lusso
pack should all be part of the deal — or you
could spend $6500 more for the Veloce.

Effectively, however, adding the Lusso pack
is the only way to get power-adjust seats with
either grade.

A cool and breezy weekend across the South
East kept all but the keenest anglers home, but
those who did brave the weather found some
very nice fish.

The offshore fishing from Port MacDonnell
has been excellent when the weather has al-
lowed.

The bottom fishing at the moment is very
productive and we are seeing some really nice
fish.

Gummy and school shark are high up the
priority list for most anglers out there and very
few have been disappointed.

Any depth out there is producing fish,
whether you like the shallower inner reef sys-
tems of that 10-20m depth, the big bommies
and ledges we find in 60-100m, or the deeper
fishing out in 150m and beyond, most anglers
have found their fish.

The size has been very good for the last few
weeks and this week is no different.

The sharks are averaging that 14-17kg
range, which are excellent table size, but the
odd whopper of up to 30kg have still been
caught too.

It is not just shark keeping anglers busy out
there.

We are seeing some more nice red snapper,
terahki, knife jaw, flatties and snapper mixed
in, which are all welcome on the dinner table.

The tuna news has been a bit quiet for us
here off Port MacDonnell, but to the east at
Portland and Port Fairy they are still in great
shape and we hope to see them swim back
along the coast to us for another crack.

The surf fishing has been tricky with the
weather how it is, but anglers who are happy
to fish through the wind and weed are still
finding some nice fish.

Salmon seem to have slowed down a little
bit over the last week or two, but that is pretty
normal.

However, you should still find plenty in the
usual haunts such as Cape Banks and Canun-
da NP if you put the time in.

The beach shark fishing has been pretty
consistent over the last month or so, and we
are still regularly hearing of good fish from the
sand.

Piccininni, Paradise/Browns, Jones’ Bay
and Canunda NP are all areas that have been
fishing well the past week, but if the weed is
too heavy in one particular area, keep on the

move and hopefully you will find a clear space.

Whiting fishos have enjoyed the stirred up
seas we have had these past couple of weeks
and it is great to see people getting out there
for a crack nice and early.

The Port MacDonnell breakwater is always
a pretty reliable place to chase your whiting
and the beauty is it can be fished in almost
any weather.

It is a great place to have a crack if you are
land based too.

The refurbished jetty is a great platform to
fish from, it is safe if you are taking the little
ones and does fish quite well.

Boaties have been finding some reasonable
whiting around Nene Valley and Blackfellows
Cave this week also and the size has been a
little bigger than those from the Breakwater,
but the numbers are not there yet.

Squid fishos have had a tricky time of late.

The water needs to be nice and clear for the
squid and this swell just will not let up.

There have still been a few caught around
the place in certain areas, but it has been tough.

Protected areas such as the Port MacDon-
