Museum closure ire
FOR the first time Wattle Range Council made 
the decision to close all three of its visitor in-
formation centres (VIC) on Boxing Day and 
New Year’s Day.

Traditionally the centres in Penola, Beach-
port and Millicent are closed annually on 
Christmas Day and Good Friday.

This year the extra two public holiday dates 

were added.

Impacted by the closure was the Millicent 
Museum whose entrance is through the Milli-
cent VIC with president of the museum, Barry 
Long, saying it was a disappointing decision.

“We are disappointed we weren’t informed 
earlier of the decision and that it’s the first time 
since the place was built that it’s been closed 
on those days.

“It’s disappointing for the community, the 
museum and tourism.”

WRC chief executive officer Ben Gower said 
the decision was made around October but 
only announced in the lead up to Christmas.

“We did have a few challenges early on get-
ting staff to man those public holidays because 
a lot are casual. 

“In the end we had enough to man them, 
but I think the decision had already been 
made to close. 

“They are public holidays, I’m sure the 
community will understand.”

IN November 2023 the Commissioner of 
Police announced the temporary closure 
of the Lucindale Police Station following 
the tragic death of Brevet Sergeant Jason 
Doig.

Commencing Monday, January 8, 
partial front station services will resume 
at the Lucindale Police Station with the 
front counter open from 1pm to 4pm 
every Monday for community members 
offering regular front station services.

“We have got an amazing heritage here with 
our wines with the black label cabernet form 
the heart of the terra rossa soil” Ms Hodder 
said.

“We have got a lovely sense of the place 
but the wine is still a quiet achiever and that is 
why we are always really pleased because one 
of the great things about being here at Wynns 
is the stories people tell us about drinking the 
wine.” 

She said Wynn’s wines were a medium-bod-
ied wine which was not a “big, rch wine” with a 
number of versions in peoples cellars.

“Ours are medium-bodies with moderate 
alcohol,” Ms Hodder said.

“Usually around 13 per cent, not heavier 
and because of the style it is a wine that can be 
drunk with any different types of food.

“It does not need a big leg of beef or any-
thing to go with it, it can be because people 
want to have a glass of wine.” 

She said medium-bodied wines were “spe-
cial yet unpretentious” wines which people 

typically did put in the cellar.

“We are able to make that because of the 
lovely vineyards that we have here,” Ms Hod-
der said.

“We are also doing our best to embrace cli-
mate change but we are a cooler region than 
many and we have lovely natural resources, 

good soil and good water if we protect it.” 

She said if people were careful and contin-
ued to “do things in a better way” the Coon-
awarra region would have a “very rosy” future.

Coming into summer, Ms Hodder said the 
region has had great rain which would set up 
the soil and prevent it from being too dry.

“We have had a good set on the vines so it is 

looking good and we follow weather forecasts 

very closely,” she said.

“So long as we do not take anything for 

granted with how it is looking now, next year is 

going to be a good one.”

Bordertown park takes lead
A potential dog park is one step closer to being 
built in Bordertown, with the Tatiara District 
Council voting to undertake community con-
sultation on the matter. 

Rotary Club of Bordertown president Jeff 
Wiese approached council in June 2023 call-
ing for a dog park in the region and suggesting 
Gateway Park as a preferred location. 

Speaking with SA Today at the time, Mr Wi-
ese said the concept of a dog park for Border-
town was not new and he was keen to see the 
project established. 

“A high percentage of travellers take their 
dogs with them, and they tend to work out 
where they are going to stop by dog parks, and 
I think that if we had one, a lot of people would 
pull in while on the road,” he said.

“It was proposed to council four years ago, 
but it didn’t go anywhere, so I thought I’d look 
at a difference space in town that is still close 
to the main shops and cafes.”

The Rotary club has since formed a Dog 
Park Committee and developed a proposal for 
the site.

At the December 2023 council meeting 
councillors voted to begin community consul-
tation for the proposal. 

The proposal said Gateway Park was “rela-
tively under-utilised” and was accessible with 
good amenities, making it the preferred loca-
tion. 

Council’s director infrastructure and op-
erations Aaron Hillier agreed the Gateway Park 
site was well located and would help draw 
people into Bordertown. 

“It is very close to the highway so people 

will drive in and use it and there are some eco-
nomic benefits there for local businesses,” he 
said.

There are two sections in the proposed 
park- one for large dogs and the other for 
small- both with perimeter fencing, water 
fountains, and seating as well as already estab-
lished picnic area at the site. 

The committee outlined an estimated cost 
of $52,288, with the Rotary club planning to 
fund majority of the project. 

However, the proposal did outline that Ro-
tary hoped the council would take on ongoing 
maintenance for new infrastructure like fenc-
ing, plumbing, dog bags, seating and rubbish 
bins, which Mr Hillier estimated would be 
around $1500 a year. 

It is expected consultation will begin early 
2024.

Wild storms hit the region 
LIMESTONE Coast community members 
are encouraged to remain vigilant for further 
thunderstorms after the State Emergency Ser-
vice (SES) attended 22 call outs across the re-
gion.

Of those calls, eight were in Mount Gam-
bier/Berrin, four each in Millicent, Border-
town and Naracoorte and two in Keith. 

As rain continued throughout the Lime-
stone Coast over the weekend, SES and Coun-
try Fire Service (CFS) volunteers attended re-
ports of fallen trees and flooding.

According to the Bureau of Meteorology, 
the highest rainfall recorded for Mount Gam-
bier/Berrin over the weekend was 36.2mm re-
corded on Sunday. 

Coonawarra recorded 14.6mm on the same 
day while  Keith recorded 23mm and Keith 
West recorded 16.6mm.

Naracoorte reached 12.8mm on Sunday 
with Padthaway reaching 32.4mm while Robe 
and Cape Jaffa recorded less than 3mm. 

SES District Officer Brad Flew said volun-
teers were on the road for a number of hours 
over the weekend with support from the CFS.

“Over the weekend we saw a number of 
thunderstorms roll across the whole South 
East district,” Mr Flew said.

“It was all the way from the Riverland down 
to Mount Gambier which saw some heavier 
downpours and some localised flooding and 
water backing up from the rain.

“Luckily the water went very quickly but we 
did see some impact across the entire region 
including the airport.” 

He said there were a number of fallen trees 
in Bordertown associated with a thunderstorm 
which also travelled to Mount Gambier/Ber-
rin. 

Mr Flew said while the response from the 
community was great, so was the response 

from volunteers with callouts “well spread”.

“Callouts were reasonably well spread, it 
was a widespread event with no major reports 
of significant impacts or large scale clean ups 
required,” he said.

“We had sandbags available for the pub-
lic outside the scouts hall for members of the 
public to collect as required.

“It was great to see some people taking 
initiative and being prepared and the sand-
bags were placed there for the community to 

be able to access if needed and use it for pre-
paredness activities.” 

He said if there was rain coming in and 
community members knew there would be 
issues, having the sandbags readily available 
was a “good opportunity”.

Mr Flew said the forecasting was difficult to 
predict but volunteers were encouraging resi-
dents to be prepared for more storms.

“We are asking the community not to be 
complacent at this stage and keep alert and 

their properties maintained ready for any po-
tential thunderstorms or rain events which 
may come through,” Mr Flew said.

“People should have a good look around 
their property and drains and people may not 
realise there are ground drains around their 
property which may help with water whether 
it is in the front yard or backyard.”

He also encouraged residents to check their 
gutters and reminded them not to park under 
trees during storms.

Creating spaces for all kinds
ESSENTIAL building maintenance at the Mil-
licent Library and Gallery will close the site to 
the public for a week from next Tuesday, Janu-
ary 16.

Work undertaken during the closure in-
cludes the replacement of the 30 year old air-
conditioning units and some of the roofing.

For over 12 months the previous children’s 
library space has been closed due to ongoing 
leaks in the room and the adjacent history 
room and gallery have been without air-con-
ditioning.

Wattle Range council manager libraries 
and cultural services Janice Nitschke said 
once the longstanding project is complete a 
revamp of the library floor space will be un-
derway. 

There are plans to eventually enclose the 
former children’s library, between the history 
room and the gallery, with glass sliding doors 
creating a multifaceted space.

This room would be open to a variety of 
uses and could be closed or open depending 
on need.

Ms Nitschke said the library is a commu-
nity hub and at times can get noisy for some 
users making this a room ideal for younger 
members who regularly join together for 
Switch gaming competitions.

“You’re forever saying quiet and it’s be-
cause they are excited. 

“Then we’ve got some of the elderly or 
people who just want to come in and borrow 
some books, have a sit and read or just have a 
space, and they’ve got this noise happening.

“But the Switch competition is impor-
tant because that group of kids that love the 
Switch and IT are integrating and intermin-
gling with other kids, they are not just staying 
on their own. 

“We’ve also got Dungeons and Dragons 
who come here every Saturday morning and 
they need some space, rather than being in the 
council chambers.

“We’ve got a great gallery program for the 
next 18 months and lots of our artists have free 
workshops.

“This would afford us the opportunity to 
have a space where we could have a workshop 

and we might be able to have a two day work-
shop. 

“Even if the doors are closed you will still 
see people in there doing things.

“When people come into a library they 
want to know they can do what they know a 
library does, but they want to know what else 
you do.

“Libraries are about communities, they are 

not just about books. 

During the closure returns can still be made 

via the overnight chute located at the front of 

the building.

Once re-opened the office, gallery, old chil-

dren’s library and history room will remain 

closed for further maintenance including 

painting.

Christmas appeal aids many
MORE than 400 individuals received assis-
tance from this year’s Christmas Hamper Ap-
peal organised by the Millicent Combined 
Churches.

By the end of December, more than 250 
hampers had been distributed with more than 
200 children among those benefitting.

Around 40 hampers remain which are be-
ing handed out to families and individuals in 
need throughout January.

Community pastor and president of the 
Millicent Combined Churches, Shaun Mulick, 
said they were distributed to mostly families 
but also a lot of individuals like the disabled or 
elderly.

“Also, this year we tried to address the work-
ing poor, these are families where both mum 
and dad work,” he said. 

“With inflation, rates, mortgage, electricity 
and everything else they struggle to do more 
than just the basics. 

“The appeal was able to make sure that they 
had presents for underneath the Christmas 
tree and free up some valuable resources for 
the family budget.

“By taking some of the pressure off they can 
afford petrol to travel and maybe take the kids 
to the beach.”

Mr Mulick said ongoing discussions with 
support agencies, community members and 
other churches has recognised the need to 
continue the support throughout the year.

“With the breakfast programs in the schools 
and the free meals that have come through 
Millicent Shares a Plate and IGA Millicent, 
we’re kind of filling gaps together.

“But I think the next stage is creating a wid-
er net because there’s probably enough need 
in Millicent for at least 30 to 40 families a week 
to get assistance.”

Mr Mulick’s goal is to create a community 
pantry by the middle of the year as he believes 
less than 20 per cent of those who meet the 
criteria for Foodbank support in Millicent are 
able to access it in Mount Gambier.

Lack of transport and rising fuel costs are  
adding to the difficulty in accessing the re-
source.

Mr Mulick said between the local churches 
they would have enough volunteers to man a 
community pantry and an effectively run pan-
try would cover the costs. 

Some items would be offered free and other 
items would be low cost and affordable for 
those who need assistance.

A community pantry would coordinate 
with Foodbank to have regular donations of 
fruit and vegetables.

“It’s not competition for local supermar-
kets,” Mr Mulick said.

“By taking the pressure off on some of the 
staples it frees up the family budget to get 
things like ice creams or the big tray of lasagna.

“People then spend money that they 
wouldn’t have otherwise been able to spend. 

“Over a long period of time, it can com-
pletely change the entire social and economic 
stability of an area as well.

“There are studies done that show com-
munity pantries can create more of a thriving 
economy that isn’t just a closed loop as small 
towns tend to get.”

Mr Mulick said finding a suitable location 
for a community pantry is proving a challenge 
but one that is being explored.

AFTER receiving a few hefty community 
donations the Bordertown High School 
Equipment Fund grew to $381,258 in 2023. 

Fund chairman Trevor Butler said the 
Wolseley Community and Recreation Club 
and Brandt Bordertown had both donated 
$5000 through the year. 

In his chairman’s report Mr Butler the 
entity of the fund was changed to a Pty Ltd 
Company, with the creation of BHSEF Pty 
Ltd.

“A huge thank you to Kirstie and Nick for 
the massive amount of work they have done 

to bring this to fruition,” he said. 

“I also extend my thanks to all other 
members of the Fund for their time and in-
put throughout the year.”

Through the year the fund contributed 
$6,350 to Bordertown High School to pur-
chase a new couch and assist with refitting 
a class room with new desks. 

Mr Butler said this brought total con-
tributions since establishment in 1989 to 
$167,136.

WATTLE Range Council chief executive will 
keep his electric car after discussions around 
the vehicle late last year. 

At the November council meeting, Council-
lor Dale Price raised concerns about the elec-
tric vehicle, which was purchased in Novem-
ber 2022 and arrived in August 2023. 

At the time, he described the car as a ”lem-
on” and councillors voted that the CEO investi-
gate the viability and financial cost of disposal 
of his current Electric Vehicle for a more suit-
able Hybrid Vehicle and report back to Council 
with those figures. 

A report by Mr Gower at the November 
meeting said that the car’s range between 
charges was limited, and that he had experi-
enced “range anxiety” but he also said he was 

overall happy with the car and its performance. 
At the December meeting, Mr Gower said 

he intended to keep the vehicle, saying the 
reasons behind purchasing the vehicle were 
sound, and that the council made the con-
scious decision to buy the electric vehicle to 
push the envelope.” 

Äll the purposes behind buying that car hit 
the sweet spot,” he said, 

“I don’t think I could live with myself having 
been part of the decision to buy the car, having 
to hand back the car and purchase a new one.

“I don’t think it sends the right message to 
our ratepayers.” 

Councillor Price agreed, but suggested the 
car could be utilised by someone else who 
travels less than Mr Gower.

Steps towards better future
BRODIE was 4-years-old when a conversation 
in Murray Bridge changed his perspective of 
the world around him. 

On a family holiday, Brodie said this was the 
first time meeting a homeless person, and they 
gave him food and water. 

“It was such a small thing for us, but for him 
it was a very big thing and he started to cry,” 
Brodie said. 

Now, at 8-years-old, the interaction has 
stayed with him and has now prompted Bro-
die to raise money for homelessness services 
in Mount Gambier/Berrin. 

After a conversation between his parents in 
the car, Brodie told his mum, Tammie, that he 
wanted to do something to help.

She said Brodie will often ask if there is 
something they can do to help someone if 
he sees them struggling and had no idea the 
compassion had stemmed from their Murray 
Bridge experience. 

“I actually didn’t realise how much of an 
impact that conversation had made on him,” 
Tammie said.

“We did not know where it had stemmed 
from until he had said something.”

“We have never shied him away from 
homelessness, it’s something that is unfortu-
nately a crisis, and it is getting worse, so we’ve 
never shied that topic away from him.”

Brodie was certain he wanted to raise mon-
ey and Tammie said he had the full support of 
his parents. 

Brodie said that everyone deserves “warm 
places, safe places to live, and food” and hoped 
the money raised can help.

Not knowing where to start, they ap-
proached the ac.care Community Centre and 
told them what Brodie’s plans were.

The organisation has an initiative where 
people can commit to an acTIVE.care chal-
lenge to help raise funds for the organisation 
to support those experiencing homelessness. 

The challenge can be walking, running, go-
ing to the gym, anything active and challeng-
ing. 

With the help of ac.care, Tammie and Bro-
die were able to set up an acTIVE.care chal-
lenge link for Brodie’s walking challenge. 

Tammie said the process to sign Brodie up 
for his running challenge was a simple regis-
tration and had amazing support from the 
team at ac.care. 

“They were fantastic, they jumped on board 
straight away,” she said. 

For the month of January, Brodie will aim 
to run two to three kilometres a day around a 
block close to their house, and wants to com-
plete at least 60 kms over the whole month. 

Tammie said while this is the starting run-
ning goal, she believes he can push himself 
further and they may increase the distance 
total. 

“I think he can go a little bit further, we 
think he can do it,” she said.

The initial monetary goal was $200, and it 
was soon increased to $2000, after there was a 

massive amount of community support with 
the goal already exceeding triple the amount 
overnight. 

Now, Brodie’s target has since increased 
again to $4000 and with more than $3000 now 
raised, it is looking like a promising achieve-
ment. 

Brodie has already shown resilience 
throughout his challenge, and has proved his 
commitment to the cause.

“He fell over on day three, and grazed his 
hips,” Tammie said.

“He was incredible, he got straight back up 
and he pushed through it.”

Brodie’s inspiration comes from Nedd 
Brockmann, a 24 year old electrician from 
Forbes that was confronted with homeless-
ness after moving to Sydney and seeing how 
prevalent it was.

His goal was to run across Australia to raise 
money to support people living rough, and he 
wanted to do it faster than any Australian ever 
has.

Brockmann managed to achieve this after 
running almost 100km a day for 46 and a half 
days and raised more than 2 million dollars for 
the cause. 

The family were surprised to receive a video 
message of support from Brockmann, after 
hearing of Brodie’s achievements in raising his 
funds.  

The video message features Brockmann on 
a walk, commending Brodie for his massive 
achievements. 

“You inspire me, thank you,” Brockmann 
said.  

“Keep showing up. There are going to be 
some days that are going to be very hard, but 
you have to remember why you started.”

Tammie said Brodie took a little bit to 
process that he had received the message, 
but once he did he was very excited jumping 
around the house.

Brodie said he felt “very excited and happy” 
and is now even more motivated to continue 
to work to reach his target.

Tammie said Brodie does not realise how 
much of a big impact he is making, and has 
explained what the funds can do to support 
people experiencing homelessness to him, for 
perspective. 

Donations of $50 can feed a family for a few 
days, $100 can provide a tent and $200 can 
cover the cost of a swag. 

Tammie said she is incredibly proud of Bro-
die, and amazed by the community support he 
has received. 

“I am so proud of him. I am proud of his 
achievements but also seeing him push him-
self to limits I did not even think he had,” she 
said. 

Along with countless donations, he has re-
ceived kind words of encouragement and even 
t-shirts with inspirational sayings for him to 
wear while running. 

“The generosity of Mount Gambier has re-
ally pushed it, it has just been amazing,” she 
said.

“Brodie has to do the hard work, but it’s big-
ger than just him.”

Brodie is happy about the money raised so 
far, and wanted to thank the community for 
their kindness and donations.

“Thank you for the support, and thank you 
for all the kindness,” he said.

MAJOR capital works has been completed at 
the Cape Northumberland Lighthouse near 
Port MacDonnell.

The Australian Maritime Safety Authority 
(AMSA) completed the $2m injection into the 
lighthouse in response to unique circumstanc-
es. According to the AMSA, local birds - which 
were attracted by the high salt content of the 
stone work - excavated and consumed parts of 
the historic structure leading to the refurbish-
ment. The works included a refurbishment of 
the stone structure and replacement of the de-
cayed limestone, a repaint of all internal and 

external surfaces of the lighthouse and ancil-
lary building as well as a refurbishment of the 
balcony, lantern room and an electrical system 
upgrade.

McElligotts VIC was the primary contractor 
for the restoration works with AMSA executive 
director of the response division Mark Morrow 
highlighting the significance of the lighthouse 
to the local community.

“At South Australia’s southern-most point, 
Cape Northumberland Lighthouse forms an 
iconic part of the Port MacDonnell coastline,” 
Mr Morrow said. “This stunning piece of South 

Australian history is now bird-proof and ready 
to be enjoyed by future generations. AMSA 
would like to thank McElligotts VIC Pty Ltd for 
their hard work restoring Cape Northumber-
land Lighthouse, in time for Christmas.”

Mr Morrow also expressed confidence in 
the effectiveness of the newly applied paint 
coatings to deter future bird-related damage, 
ensuring the longevity of the historical land-
mark. He also emphasised the AMSA’s commit-
ment to maintaining the safety of Australia’s 
aids to navigation network through in-house 
technical expertise and specialist contractors.

“Australia’s aids to navigation network has 
stood for over a century, evolving and expand-
ing with the economic development of Austra-
lia and in response to advances in technologi-
cal innovation, and growth in maritime trade 
and activity,” he said. 

“AMSA has been the custodian of this net-
work for the last 33 years, safeguarding the 
lives of seafarers and our precious seas and 
coastlines.’’ 

Works on Cape Northumberland Light-
house began in February 2023 and were com-
pleted before the end of the year.

BORDERTOWN’S Recreation Lake could be 
used as a water source for Black Hawk helicop-
ters in the event of a bushfire this season. 

The November 2023 Tatiara District Council 
meeting saw councillor Miles Hannemann ask 
if the lake would be suitable for a helicopter to 
collect water from in the event of a bushfire. 

Since then, council chief executive Anne 
Champness has confirmed the lake meets re-
quirements and has made contact with the CFS 
ensuring they are aware of the lake. 

“While the lake will be recorded as a wa-
ter source which is accessible, the response of 
aerial resources to rural fires is the decision of 
the Air Attack Supervisor and a risk assessment 
will be taken on the day as to its suitability,” she 
said. 

“As stated before, the Black Hawk is primar-
ily for response within the Primary Response 

Zone, but may be requested by the Air Attack 
Supervisor, if conditions are suitable for its re-
lease.”

Smoke clears on vape ban
NEW smoking and vaping bans will soon come 
into effect in South Australia under the South 
Australian Tobacco and E-Cigarette Products 
Act 1997. 

Near beach jetties and patrol flags, schools, 
kids’ sporting events and shopping centre en-
trances will be amongst the locations it will no 
longer be permitted. 

The aim of the additional bans are to better 
protect the community from the harms of pas-
sive smoke and vape inhalation.

These laws coincide with national reforms 
to limit vaping, which started with a ban on 
the importation of disposable vapes, regard-
less of nicotine content, that came into effect 
from January 1. 

Penalties will apply for those caught smok-
ing or vaping in a range of new prohibited out-
door public spaces with the new laws that will 
come into effect from March 1. 

There will be on-the-spot fines applicable 
for those in breach of the new laws of $105 and  
prosecution penalties of $750.

The newly banned spaces are: 

 · On beaches between and within 50 metres of 
patrol flags and within five metres of jetties

 · At and within 10 metres of schools and child-
care settings

 · At and within 10 metres of non-residential 
building entrances, such as entrances to 
shopping centres, government and commer-
cial buildings

 · At public hospitals and health facilities, pri-
vate hospitals and within 10 metres of their 
boundaries

 · Within outdoor public swimming facilities

 · At major event venues declared under the 
Major Events Act 2013 and

 · At and within 10 metres of playing and view-
ing areas during organised under-18 years 
sporting events

Currently, while some individual site poli-
cies might restrict smoking at some of these 
areas, they are not bound by law and might not 
cover vaping. 

Legislating the bans will allow fines to be 
applied for non-compliance. 

There have been additional proposals dis-
cussed including outlawing cigarette vending 

machines and to increase penalties for selling 
tobacco and vapes to minors, with legislation 
now to be drafted.

The proposition from the SA Government 
to double penalties for the sale or supply of 
tobacco and vape products to children has 
been put forward for the future, which would 
increase fines from $1200 to $2400.

The maximum prosecution penalty for 
a first offence would rise from $20,000 to 
$40,000 for a business and $5000 to $10,000 for 
an individual.

Minister for Health and Wellbeing Chris 
Picton encouraged people to consider quitting 
smoking and vaping following the new restric-
tions.

 “Smoking is our biggest preventable killer 
and cause of disease and the rise of vaping 
among young people is really concerning,” he 
said. 

“We need to do more to stop the devastat-
ing effects, particularly on children.

“Our public spaces should be safe for every-
one, including families, to enjoy.”

Chief public health officer Nicola Spurrier 
said community consultation and feedback 
showed growing concern about the health im-
pacts of smoking, including passive smoking. 

“These new measures support a smoke-free 
South Australia and role model best behaviour 
for the next generation,” she said.

MILLICENT’S large scale mushroom mural 
recently underwent a transformation with 
the addition of ultraviolet lights.

It is hoped a cocktail party style event, 
similar to the fundraiser held at the site in 
2022, will take place within the next few 
months

The ultraviolet lights were installed by 
Lonergan and Muhovics and switch on on 
automatically when the sun goes down.

At this stage the lights remain on all 
night.

Decreased violence in 
high schools positive
THE ban on mobile phone use in public high 
schools has had a positive impact and has re-
cently showed it has helped reduce violent in-
cidents in schools.

In South Australia, the ban requires stu-
dents to switch any personal devices with the 
capability to connect to the internet off or onto 
flight mode and put them away for the dura-
tion of the school day, including break times in 
pouches or lockers.

The policy does not apply to school-owned 
technologies or learning devices brought un-
der Bring Your Own Device programs. 

The latest data showed there has been an 
average of a 29 per cent decrease in Terms 3 
and 4 of 2023 compared to a similar period in 
2022. 

In terms 3 and 4 of the 2022 school year 
before the ban came into effect, data showed 
there were 319 incidents, compared to 228 for 
the same timeframe in 2023, after the ban. 

The data was based on 131 schools and 
included onsite violence involving punching 
and kicking between secondary students.

The ban was implemented to improve 
learning environments for children and to re-
duce distraction in the classroom and the bul-
lying that occurs through social media. 

It has since made a positive impact, with 
anecdotal evidence that has shown students 
are more active and involved in physical activ-
ity and extracurricular clubs.

A shift in the schoolyard culture has oc-
curred, and students are now seen playing 
together and chatting, rather than with their 
heads down looking at their phones.

Minister for education, training and skills 
Blair Boyer said this was the right policy to 

implement to tackle distraction and cyber bul-
lying in schools. 

“Bullying can be 24/7 for young people to-
day, and there is no doubt in my mind that it 
plays an enormous part in the deteriorating 
mental health of students,” he said. 

He felt positive the government is on the 
right track following their ban, due to the re-
cent data available. 

“Incidents of violence and students using 
mobile phones to engage in bullying behav-
iour have significantly reduced, which is in-
credibly heartening because I want students 
to feel engaged and connected at school,” he 
said.

“It’s so important to their future success. 

“This ban is about better academic out-
comes for students free from distraction, im-
proved social skills development, and reduced 
cyber bullying.”

A university study hub could be on the cards 
for Bordertown, with the Tatiara District Coun-
cil (TDC) partnering with a nearby council to 
lodge a federal government grant application. 

Working with the Rural City of Murray 
Bridge (RCMB), TDC hopes to create a Ta-
tiara Regional Study Hub under the already 
established Murray River Regional Study Hub 
(MRRSH) framework.

TDC chief executive Anne Champness said 
the project had been a little while in the mak-
ing.

“Working with the Rural City of Murray 
Bridge I think will really help us in the funding 
application, because we are not re-inventing 
the wheel, we are actually tucking into an or-
ganisation that is already established,” she said.

Any student at any university could take ad-
vantage of the study hub, which if established 

would include study spaces, break-out areas, 
computer facilities and internet access, as well 
as study and student support. 

The Bordertown Community Centre was 
chosen as the preferred site for the hub and, 
if approved, the grant would allow for any ad-
ditional fit out requirements, signage, and day 
to day operations of the hub like electricity, 
cleaning and internet. 

It is expected the capital works for the proj-
ect would cost $143,256, with TDC required to 
contribute $50,000. 

TDC would also deliver in-kind support of 
around $130,000 to cover some staffing, rent 
and insurance. 

Ms Champness said this would fit in with the 
overall grant budget the program considered. 

The existing MRRSH program manager 
would oversee the activation of the new Tatiara 
site, supported by a team leader, site coordina-
tor and student advisor who will be based at 
the Tatiara site and employed by TDC.

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Stepping up to the elite level
TWO Mount Gambier dancers have been ac-
cepted by an elite dancing and performing arts 
school in Queensland.

Josh Shepherd and Mia Bellinger, both 18, 
are currently students at the local MJ Dance 
Studio in Percy Street.

They’ll soon be moving to the Gold Coast to 
learn at the prestigious Dynamite Studio.

This year, the two will study full time for 
Certificate 1V in dance, with the option of the 
diploma of professional dance, elite perfor-
mance next year.

It will enable them to continue their train-
ing and undertake professional studies to 
qualify them for their future careers.

Mr Shepherd has been with MJ Dance Stu-
dio for four years, but has been honing his 
craft for 12 years.

He has competed in national champion-
ships and placed highly with other dance 
troupes and is currently developing his Hip 
hop style.

He appreciates other dance styles, such 
as ballet , jazz and Broadway, and has passed 
exams in contemporary level eight, but has a 
clear favourite.

“Still Hip hop, I love it,” he said.

Mr Shepherd welcomes the chance to train 
with Dynamite Studio this year.

“You get training in every aspect, including 
singing and dancing and ending up with a cer-
tificate or diploma,” he said. 

“Hopefully I’ll get more jobs and build my 
career up through it.”

Mia Bellinger, from Glencoe, has been 
dancing at the local studio for 15 years, start-
ing as a three-year-old.

She is now one of the teachers among a 
small team of instructors in the main genres. 

“I love contemporary dance but also like 
doing jazz and my ballet,” Ms Bellinger said.

“It’s so important that we become well 
rounded dancers That’s what will get me em-
ployed at the end of the day,” she said.

After their training, both want to audition 
for cruise ship contracts.

Former MJ students have worked on cruise 
ships and the local studio collaborates with 
Dynamite studio, which is renowned for facili-
tating those particular jobs.

Mr Shepherd said he’ll definitely explore 
that possibility. 

“There are so many jobs in the dancing 
world and I’m wanting to do everything,” he 
said.

Ms Bellinger said getting a cruise ship gig 
would be amazing.

“You get to travel and dance and get paid 
for it. I can’t think of anything much better 
than that,” she said. 

“You just have to keep auditioning and 
hopefully one day it happens.”

MJ Dance Studio was established 35 years 
ago by founder and director, Maria Slape, and 
since then many hundreds of students have 
passed through the doors, and there have been 
some career success stories.

For example, Cristina D’ Agostino is in 
Greece and has the role of Cha Cha in Grease 

and Ewen Doig played Joseph in Joseph and 
the Technicolor Dream Coat.

Others have worked on cruise ships and 
some run their own dance studios.

“The list just goes on. I’ve been very blessed 
to have had so many kids with successful ca-
reers,“ Ms Slape said.

Ms Slape starts young dancers’ journeys 
early, around age four or five and nurtures 
them for future development and direction at 
seven or eight.

It’s a good track record for a dance studio in 
Mount Gambier, comparatively isolated from 
the major cities.

“Coming from the country is harder. The 
ones who leave Mount Gambier have to be re-

ally hungry for the dance,” she said. 

“I believe we have a beautiful culture at the 
studio.”

She said technique comes first, followed by 
work ethic, resilience and a certain amount of 
talent.

In taking on her dance students, Ms Slape 
looks for what she calls that special “it” quality.

“You can’t describe it - its just that special 
quality that sets you apart from anyone else,” 
she said.

Mr Shepherd and Ms Bellinger are grate-
ful for the experience, training and support 
they’ve received from MJ Dance Studio and Ms 
Slape likes what she sees. 

They both have “it”.

“Josh has a lovely Hip hop style. He wanted 
to progress and be good at other styles. He’s got 
lots of lovely qualities to make a career.”

“Mia is an extremely hard working young 
lady with a beautiful technique. 

“Her work ethic is incredible and she has 
everything she needs to be successful,” Ms 
Slape said.

Ms Slape said they’ll do well in the course at 
Dynamite studio and cruise shipping is where 
the jobs are at the moment.

“They’re really good kids. Now they just 
have to have a bit of luck,” she said. 

“With Josh leaving, we desperately need 
more boys at the studio.”

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Be mindful of cyclists
WITH South Australia’s premier bike race 
about to begin, everyone is urged to be safe 
around cyclists. 

RAA is calling for respect and patience from 
all road users, as the Tour Down Under sees 
thousands of cyclists take to roads around 
South Australia from 12–21 January.

Last year eight cyclists died on South Aus-
tralian roads, making 2023 the worst year for 
cyclist fatalities since 1995 according to the 
Department for Infrastructure and Transport, 
prompting the plea for drivers and riders alike 
to look after each other on the road.

Of the eight fatalities in 2023, at least four 
involved single cyclists coming off their bike, 
highlighting the need for cyclists to also take 
care and ride to the conditions.

RAA senior manager safety and infrastruc-
ture Charles Mountain said cyclists were some 
of our most vulnerable road users.

“Last year was a horrific year for cyclist 
death on SA roads – with more losing their lives 
than in any other year since 1995,” he said.

“With the Tour Down Under starting this 
week, all road users should be mindful and ex-
pect to see more cyclists out and about, espe-
cially in popular cycling areas like the Adelaide 
Hills.

“South Australia will be on show over the 
next 10 days so this will be an opportunity for 
us to show how well we can share our roads 
safely.”

Recent RAA research also shows safety is 
a real concern for SA cyclists – 94 per cent of 
riders reported having had a near miss with a 
vehicle, and 76 per cent have been victims of 
road rage.

The biggest cycling race in the southern 
hemisphere returns from this weekend and 
will see thousands of cyclists on their bikes for 
both the competition, as well as several group 
recreational rides and events.

Mr Mountain urged cyclists and drivers to 

familiarise themselves with the relevant road 
rules to ensure they have respectful and safe 
interactions on the road.

“For drivers, remember the minimum pass-
ing distance of one metre when passing cy-
clists on roads where the speed limit is 60km/h 

or less,” Mr Mountain said.

“If you need to pass a cyclist or group of cy-
clists on higher speed roads then you need to 
allow at least 1.5 metres when passing.

“While it is permissible to cross both single 
and double white lines when passing, you can 

only do so if there is no oncoming traffic – oth-
erwise wait until the road is clear.

“Cyclists are permitted to ride two abreast 
on roads where no bicycle lane is provided, 
and where a bicycle lane is available, they 
should ensure they use it.”

Motoring

HONDA CR-V VTI LX AWD 

IT’S been a little over 12 months since we 
drove the previous Honda CR-V.

Introduced to Australia in 1997, CR-V has 
grown to become Honda’s most successful 
model globally.

Released in July last year the sixth-gener-
ation of the five- and seven-seat SUV, like its 
predecessors, is targeted at families.

This time around the styling is more so-
phisticated and some might say sporty, with 
particular attention to the interior.

As Japanese car makers fight to stave off the 
onslaught of increasingly better Chinese com-
petitors, Honda was one of the first companies 
to take the high ground.

It cut costs, discarded dealers and moved 
to a fixed price, ‘haggle-free’ sales system that 
saw product lines rationalised and the emer-
gence of a more premium line up, but with a 
price tag to match.

What else could it do?

Sales are down eight per cent year on year, but 
this figure does not reflect the higher profit 
margins that the new structure must be gen-
erating.

CR-V is the company’s best-seller here, with 
8123 sales last year, but this year’s sales are 
down more than three per cent - despite the 
introduction of an all-new model.

Time will tell.

STYLING

Repositioning of the front roof pillars and re-
location of the side mirrors to the doors, have 
achieved a sportier, raked look and better for-
ward visibility.

There’s six colours and seven variants from 
which to choose: VTi X, VTi X7, VTi L, VTi L7, 
VTI L AWD, VTi LX AWD and e:HEV RS. 

The latter is a petrol-electric, self-charging 
hybrid.

Prices start from $44,500 driveaway for the 
five-seat 1.5-litre VTi X with an auto. 

The VTi X7 (same model with seven seats) is 
priced from $46,800.

Our test vehicle the VTi LX AWD is priced 
from $57,000 driveaway. 

Sitting one step above and at the top-of-
the-line hybrid e:HEV RS is $59,900 – or an-
other $2900.

At 4694mm, it’s 59mm longer than before, 
with a 40mm longer wheelbase that provides 
15mm more rear legroom.

Entry-level VTi X comes with 17-inch 
wheels, premium fabric seats, two-zone cli-
mate control with rear air vents, powered driv-
er seat, smart keyless entry with push button 
start and walk-away automatic door locking.

There’s also a power-operated tailgate, 
adaptive LED headlights, auto lights (but not 
wipers), front and rear park sensors, 9.0-inch 
touchscreen infotainment, eight-speaker au-
dio and wireless phone charging.

VTi-L adds 18-inch alloys, leather trim, ‘i-
two zone climate control’, heated front seats, 
driver-seat memory, powered front passenger 
seat, leather-wrapped steering wheel and gear 
shifter, auto dimming rear view mirror, and 
auto rain-sensing wipers.

LX jumps to 19-inch alloys, a panoramic 
sunroof and 12-speaker Bose audio.

CR-V comes with a 5-year unlimited kilo-
metre warranty, plus 5-year roadside assis-
tance.

Uber drivers take note however because 
the warranty reverts to 5 years and 140,000km 
if the car is used for a commercial purpose 
(which includes rideshare).

Service intervals are 12 months or 10,000km, 
with the first five visits capped at $199.

Variants with satellite navigation receive 
five years of complimentary over the air map 
updates.

INFOTAINMENT

Infotainment consists of a 9.0-inch colour 

touchscreen, eight-speaker audio, active noise 
control, Bluetooth, AM/FM/DAB+ digital ra-
dio, wireless Apple CarPlay and wired Android 
Auto, wireless smartphone charging pad plus 
connection to the Honda Connect app.

VTi-L adds satellite navigation and a Smart 
KeyCard.

There’s USB-A and -C ports in front, along 
with a 12 volt/180W outlet, with another two 
USB-C ports in the back and a 12-volt outlet in 
the luggage area.

ENGINES / TRANSMISSIONS

The 1.5-litre turbocharged four carries over. 

While it produces exactly the same amount 
of power and torque, we’re told it has been sig-
nificantly revised.

Full power of 140kW arrives at 6000 rpm, 
500 rpm later in the rev range, while maximum 
torque of 240Nm is generated 300rpm earlier – 
between 1700 and 5000rpm.

In comparison the hybrid with two electric 
motors delivers 135kW and 335Nm, the latter 
figure the more significant as it is produced 
from get-go - between 0 and 2000rpm.

Transmission is via a CVT continuously 
variable unit with seven steps or gears that are 
controlled by change paddles.

In the hybrid these paddles have been re-
purposed to control the level of regenerative 
braking.

SAFETY

CR-V is yet to be rated by ANCAP for safety.

An improved Honda Sensing safety system 
features a total of 11 airbags, with a new front 
camera and radar system.

Honda’s Advanced Compatibility Engineer-
ing (ACE) body structure has been updated to 
distribute crash energy more evenly through-
out the front, side, and rear of the vehicle. 

There’s also forward collision warning, au-
tonomous emergency braking (AEB), lane de-
parture and lane keep assist, traffic jam assist, 
road departure mitigation, adaptive cruise 
control, low-speed braking control, traffic sign 
recognition and high beam support.

VTi-L and above add blind spot monitoring 
and rear cross traffic alert with e:HEV RS also 
getting LED active cornering lights and adap-
tive driving beam.

However, there’s no head-up display or 
360-degree camera.

DRIVING

Most of the improvements appear to be in the 
styling area, both inside and out.

Honda interiors have always been func-
tional but cheap and the CR-V is a definite step 
forward in this regard, although it still falls 

short of premium.

The previous model looked pretty good. 

This one looks slicker and more main-
stream, with its black honeycomb grille and 
slitted LED headlights.

The tail lights remain recognisably the 
same.

Inside, the instrument binnacle is the same 
general shape as before, but the rest of the 
dash has been redesigned with a freestanding 
touchscreen and long thin air vent that spans 
the breadth of the cabin - a la Civic.

In this grade, the instrument panel is fully 
digital, but retains the look and feel of an ana-
logue unit, with twin circular dials for tacho 
and speed.

You can’t change the appearance, at least 
not easily.

Our LX AWD uses a claimed 7.7L/100km 
of standard unleaded, while they reckon the 
top-of-the-line hybrid e:HEV RS is good for 
5.5L/100km (not exactly a game changer).

The turbo produces 176g/100km of CO2, 
while the hybrid is rated at 125g/100km (worth 
consideration).

VTEC variable valve timing and lift control 
have been added to the exhaust side of the 
twin-cam head to improve fuel efficiency.

That said it still uses more fuel and produc-
es more carbon than the equivalent model that 
we tested 12 months ago which was good for 
7.4L/100km.

Improving acceleration is a high-efficiency, 
high-response turbocharger and low pressure 
loss turbocharger piping.

Engine noise has also been significantly re-
duced with a new high-rigidity crankshaft, oil 
pan, and a new intake cover.

Further noise reduction comes from noise-
absorbing engine mounts and a new muffler 
shape.

In order to reduce belt noise, the thickness 
of the transmission casing has been increased, 
with added ribs to increase case rigidity and 
suppress vibration.

For the sixth generation the Real Time AWD 
system is quieter and features an improved 
control module with increased processor 
speed, improving handling performance as 
well as traction management in slippery con-
ditions.

Ride quality is where it should be for the 
target buyer of this car and that is middle of 
the road.

You could argue it is a little soft, with too 
much body roll when you punt it - but remem-
ber this is a vehicle designed for comfort rather 

than being driven hard.

The steering is light and reflects this ap-
proach nor do the brakes require much effort.

In keeping with its AWD status, this model 
gets a 10mm lift in ground clearance to a cred-
itable 208mm which means you can safely 
tackle rougher dirt roads.

CR-V features up to three driving modes: 
Normal, Econ which reduces throttle and 
transmission sensitivity as well as air condi-
tioning output to help preserve fuel efficiency, 
and Sport mode that enhances throttle re-
sponse and engine sound.

Alas, the e:HEV is the only grade that gets 
Sport mode. 

Gotta love marketing.

But dropping the transmission into the ‘S’ 
position acts as a de facto sport mode, keeping 
engine revs to around the 3000 mark where the 
car performs best.

Significant improvements to the CR-V’s 
structural stiffness, including a redesigned 
front sub-frame, benefit its ride quality, han-
dling, and collision safety protection.

The interior has been optimised to make 
the  cabin and cargo feel more spacious in 
both five- and seven- seat variants, with the 
second row able to slide, providing more leg-
room if required.

As well as 15mm more legroom, the rear 
seat now offers 16 different recline settings in-
stead of two and is able to recline a further 10.5 
degrees.

Honda claims the third row in seven-seat 
variants can comfortably accommodate 
170cm tall occupants, with access via a single 
action lever on top of the second-row seat.

In terms of fuel consumption, we were get-
ting 8.7L/100km after more than 440km of 
mixed driving.

SUMMING UP

Despite its immense practicality, new CR-V 
lacks the fun factor.

As soon as you start pushing hard, the wag-
on starts to feel underdone, revving for not 
much result.

The CVT also becomes noisy and starts to 
slur, and on one occasion failed to drop back 
after rapid deceleration – a little like throttle 
overrun.

For an extra three grand the hybrid could 
stack up.

On the other hand, it’s quiet and reasonably 
comfortable and an excellent fit for families 
looking for a traditional wagon with value in 
mind.

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Help grow new generation of farm workers
SOUTH-WEST Victorian farmers are being 
asked to open their gates to help train a new 
generation of farm workers.

South West TAFE Agriculture Teaching 
Education Manager Bec Toleman said stu-
dents need access to animals and different 
types of farms to get the most out of their 
agricultural courses.

“We want to provide our students with 
the opportunity to observe, learn and par-
ticipate in activities on farms to expand 
their knowledge,” Ms Toleman said.

However, a dearth of options has led to 
an appeal to the industry for greater input.

“For the past few years, I’ve been using 
my own network of friends and contacts but 

we need to access animals and more farms 
for all of our ag courses,” Mr Toleman said.

Ms Toleman said it was important that 
students see different types of farms, from 
family to corporate operations, organic, 
beef, sheep, dairy or produce.

Students need practical work and can 
help with on-farm jobs.

“We want our students to gain a wide va-
riety of skills and an understanding of the 
different farming enterprises in the south-
west region. 

If anyone has animals coming up to 
drenching, vaccination, if any sheep, beef 
or dairy farms are doing anything new 
and innovative that can benefit students,” 

she said.

“It could be doing multispecies pastures, 
installing new equipment or helping with 
some fencing, we can come out and use 
their property to teach the students and also 
help get the jobs done on the farm.”

Last year students helped to drench more 
than 450 sheep on one property and also 
watched vets pregnancy testing animals.

“The more input we have from industry, 
the better it will be for trainees,” Ms Tole-
man said. 

“If we open our doors to the farms, the 
farms are going to see the benefits and start 
signing up trainees.

“We want practical activities, not just 
coming out and watching but being able 
to do things that will help students gain 
knowledge and experience. We’re not asking 
farmers to do the training; our teachers will 
be there; we just need properties and jobs 
where our students can get experience.”

Access to farms would be once or twice a 
year and our students would be fully super-
vised by our experienced trainers.

South West TAFE is seeking host farms 
anywhere in the south-west, particularly the 
Hamilton, Colac and Glenormiston areas.

Proper shelter is essential
LIVESTOCK owners are reminded to ensure 
they provide adequate shelter for their live-
stock if there are severe weather events fore-
cast over the remainder of summer.

Agriculture Victoria principal veterinary of-
ficer Dr Dianne Phillips said recent localised 
severe weather has seen a higher number of 
deaths in vulnerable livestock in some areas of 
Victoria.

‘Severe weather can include high winds, 
concentrated rainfall and/or hail and sudden 
temperature changes, which can impact live-
stock even in the warmer months of summer.’

Dr Phillips said vulnerable groups of livestock 

are those which are more prone to the effects 
of exposure and can include:

 · recently shorn sheep

 · livestock with newborns or recently weaned 
animals

 · livestock with parasitism or other underlying 
diseases associated with weight loss, anae-
mia, or low protein levels.

“Farmers are encouraged to also ensure 
livestock are up to date with routine stock 
health management requirements, such as 
drenching and vaccination programs, and to 
conduct regular inspections, monitoring for 
and treatment of diseases,” she said.

“This will help your animals stay healthy 
and be able to better adapt to changing condi-
tions.”

‘Cold weather increases an animal’s energy 
requirement to keep warm. 

As a result, when storms are forecast, ad-
ditional supplementary feed before the event 
should be considered.

“Adequate shelter can include paddock 
shelter belts (often retained vegetation and 
tree plantings), sheds or other buildings where 
stock can shelter on the side out of the wind, 
and undercover yards like those at a shearing 
shed. 

“Isolated paddock trees can provide some 

shelter for livestock but can also act as a con-

ductor for lightning strikes in a thunderstorm, 

which, in some circumstances, can lead to 

sudden death of livestock sheltering under-

neath the tree,” said Dr Phillips.

Australian fisheries and aquaculture thrives
AQUACULTURE has had another success-
ful year within the Australian seafood in-
dustry, according to the latest edition of 
ABARES Australian Fisheries and Aquacul-
ture Statistics.

Acting ABARES executive director Da-
vid Galeano said the gross value of fish-
ery and aquaculture production (GVP) in 
2021-22 increased by 8 per cent to $3.42 
billion, with aquaculture exceeding the 
value of wild-catch.

“Over the last two decades we’ve seen 
aquaculture continue to grow, helping to 
boost overall fisheries production,” Mr Ga-
leano said.

“The share of aquaculture in total Aus-
tralian fisheries and aquaculture GVP in 
2021-22 was 56 per cent, driven largely by 
an increased value of salmonids.

“The total value of fishery and aquacul-
ture products exports increased by 2 per 
cent to $1.28 billion in 2021-22, largely re-
flecting the increased export values of sal-
monids and abalone.

“In 2021-22, Australians consumed 
around 350,000 tonnes of seafood in 2021-
22, equivalent to 13.8 kilograms per per-
son.

“While consumption of seafood was 
less than chicken, pork and beef, it was 
above lamb and sheep meat consumption 
for the year.

“The value of fishery and aquaculture 
products imports increased by 2 per cent 
to $2.19 billion in 2021-22, driven mostly 
by an increase in the value of prawns.”

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Youth Cattle 
Camp success
THE Western District Youth Camp has been 
revived for 2024 to introduce a new genera-
tion of young people to the world of dairy 
cattle.

Ms Collins said there was strong demand 
for the camp. “Unfortunately, we had to turn 
some people away, which is indicative of the 
appetite for learning about cattle and to have 
this type of experience with other young peo-

ple,” she said.

Most of the participants have some farm-
ing background but some are being intro-
duced to agriculture for the first time.

“It’s about connecting kids to other kids to 
share similar experiences and interests and 
also expose young people who haven’t had 
the opportunity to experience the agricultur-
al lifestyle,” Ms Collins said.

The local organising committee included 
former participants in the camp. 

“They have benefited from the camps in 
the past and have now volunteered to share 
their experiences as group leaders.”

Ms Collins said the organising committee 
was grateful for the contribution from major 
sponsors Demo DAIRY Foundation.

South Australian police believe they have 
made a major breakthrough in the “bicycle 
bandit” bank robberies that spanned a de-
cade from 2004 to 2014, with the arrest of a 
73-year-old O’Sullivan Beach man on Friday.

Former SA police officer and metropoli-
tan firefighter Kym Parsons faced the Ad-
elaide Magistrates court on Friday (October 
13), where he was accused of 10 aggravated 
robberies and one attempted aggravated 
robbery, all using a firearm.

Mr Parson’s lawyers told the court their 
client denied any involvement in the rob-
beries, and should be released to undertake 
stage four throat and eye cancer treatment, 
as his condition was “palliative’.

Police allege significant evidence had al-
ready been found in his home, including a 
semiautomatic Chinese rifle that detectives 
believe was of similar make to the weapon 
shown in CCTV footage provided by several 
banks targeted during the decade long crime 

spree.

Throughout that period, 11 banks from 
Mannum to Willunga were all robbed by a 
lone gunman who, on five occasions, made 
his escape on bicycle, earning him the afore-
mentioned nickname.

The Balaklava ANZ branch was the third 
to last establishment targeted by the “ban-
dit” on June 27, 2008, an incident former 
teller of 25 years Brendan Read remembers 
“very clearly”.

“I’d just finished talking to one of the two 
customers in the branch, and as I looked up 
there was someone by the doorway hold-
ing a gun and pulling a balaclava over their 
head,” he said.

“My initial reaction was ‘this isn’t real’, 
because it was like a scene out of a movie, it 
didn’t feel like reality at all, but I shook out 
of that quickly once he started shouting in-
structions at us all.”

Despite the employees and staff alike all 

becoming understandably compliant while 
the dangerous criminal brandished his fire-
arm, Mr Read summoned the courage to 
question him.

“I asked something like ‘what’s going on 
here?’, he then threw a green weave duffle 
bag onto the counter and said ‘fill it up with 
your notes’, so we basically emptied the cash 
draws into it.”

After the agitated intruder then had a 
failed crack at the safe, he instructed the 
employees to get face down on the ground, 
before threatening a police officer who had 
responded to the alarm.

He then escaped - on foot this time, con-
trary to his nickname - toward his getaway 
car parked at the town hall, but not before 
cutting himself on a fence and leaving some 
crucial DNA behind.

Mr Read said the incident - which 
plunged local businesses and schools into 
lockdown and caused each road into town to 

be temporarily blocked off - affected him in 
the short term.

The State Government has invested $593 
million for Whyalla to be the home of the Hy-
drogen Jobs Plan and build the world’s biggest 
electrolyser and hydrogen power station.

Premier Peter Malinauskas gave a passion-
ate speech, on Tuesday, about the power the 
government has to assist the private sector in 
creating nation changing projects.

“We can contribute to an effort that sees 
this region, again, become the industrial 
heartland, not just of the state, not just of the 
country, but potentially the world when it 
comes to green metal fabrication and produc-
tion,” the Premier said.

“It’s home of one of the world’s, and cer-
tainly the nation’s, best magnetite resources 
which also happens to be right next door to 
one of the best resources of coincident wind 
and solar that the world knows today.”

Mayor Phill Stone welcomed the invest-
ment and said it was a positive step towards 
Whyalla’s future.

“It also gives our community confidence 
that GFG Alliance is well advanced in transi-
tioning away from the operations of the past, 
and moving towards a far cleaner, greener fu-
ture, while still focusing on increased employ-
ment for our community,” Mayor Stone said.

The Premier said there was a demand for 
labour of skilled and unskilled workers that 
was almost impossible to comprehend in the 
Spencer Gulf.

The government will be sharing funding 
between Whyalla and Port Augusta to assist 
with the growth in the region.

Port Augusta will receive a large sum of 
money for a new technical college to help cre-
ate the skilled workers.

“We’ve got to start as a government fulfill-
ing our responsibility to try to address that 
skills gap and invest in young people,” the Pre-
mier said.

Liberty Steel, part of the GFG Alliance, an-
nounced it would be phasing out coal-based 
steelmaking in Whyalla, which will result in a 
major increase in production and jobs.

Executive Chairman, Sanjeev Gupta, said 
the workforce would increase from 3000 to 
4000 and the future of the steelworks would be 
secured, taking employment and prosperity in 
Whyalla to new heights.

“Today marks the beginning of a new era 
placing Whyalla at the heart of a global revolu-
tion in the steel industry, moving it from being 
the most polluting of all industries to among 
the cleanest and greenest,” Mr Gupta said.

Mypolonga, a small township away from 
the hustle and bustle of larger towns, is fac-
ing a once-in-a-generation flood event, with 
most of the township and neighbouring areas 
becoming inundated by flood waters as old 
agricultural levees breakdown across the re-
gion.

The new levee protecting the town from 
the river is an outstanding work of engineer-
ing and earthworks,  and incorporates crown 
land located at the top of the hill, by the old 
water tower.

The Rural City of Murray Bridge acquired 
local, Ash Martin, to help build the almost 
two-metre high levee that snakes around My-
polonga.

“I was more than happy to help,” Mr Mar-
tin said.

“As a local, we’ve been watching the river 
for a while.

We weren’t confident that the agricultural 
levees closer to the river were going to hold, 
and if they breached, then there wasn’t any-
thing between the river and part of the town.

“To help with the build, and the reason we 
got it up so quickly, was because of a really 
good bunch of blokes to help get it done.”

Ensuring stormwater pipes were plugged, 
and the rocky outer side of the levee would 
hold, Mr Martin said he was confident the le-
vee would hold to protect the nearby houses 
and the school.

“I come here almost every day to check it,” 
he said.

Another levee builder, Reece McArdle 
from Schwarz Excavations, quickly befriend-
ed Mr Martin, and has been sharing incred-
ible photos of his own in social media groups 
as flood waters begin to rip open low lying 
agricultural levees.

“With myself operating the grader for 
them, a few truck companies jumped on 
board as well,” Mr McArdle said.

“It took us eight days to complete it from 
box out to a finished height, at 530 metres or 
so long and another day to tidy up the bat-
ters.

“Ash is a bloody good local fella that helps 
out everyone he can.

“He’s done an unreal job getting this done.

“Fate brought me and Ash to work to-
gether because I was helping build the levee 
to protect the power transformer out by the 
boat ramp and he was doing the water pump 
one and we just crossed paths.”

The photos going viral on social media 
was due to Mr McArdle’s talent for drone pho-
tography and his genuine compassion for the 
people of Mypolonga.

“I know a lot of the people from the town 
so it just felt like a good thing to be helping 
out such a good bunch of people in a small 
community,” he said.

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 Looking Back Across South Australia

The tide of opinion is not turning in 
Mark Taplin’s favour, as the developer’s 
controversial plan to build a marina at the 
iconic Bluff garners further public scrutiny. 

More than 200 people, including state 
and local government representatives, 
gathered in opposition at the proposed site 
of the development at Encounter Bay on 
November 5.

The group, initiated by part time En-
counter Bay resident Lynne Socha in July 
2023, followed Mr Taplin’s successful bid to 
City of Victor Harbor to fund a $30,000 pub-
lic consultation on his proposal. 

“We were shocked that public money 
was being splashed on further consulta-
tion on The Bluff, following 18 months of 
consultation on the Bluff Masterplan,” Ms 
Socha said.

While the motion for further consulta-
tion was later reversed, Ms Socha revealed 
on November 7 that The Bluff marina pro-
posal has also since failed to receive bipar-
tisan support from State Government.

“The council don’t want it, Mr Basham 
has confirmed that the state Liberal and 
Labor parties don’t want it - so why is Mark 
Taplin flogging a dead horse?” Ms Socha 
asked.

“It really shows a lack of willingness to 
accept no for an answer.”

Ms Socha and the Save the Bluff Face-
book group are united on a common factor 
- that The Bluff is not the right location for
a marina, nor for any future development. 

They will also submit a petition to State 
Government in two weeks time, which in-
cludes 5000 signatures in opposition to The 
Bluff marina. 

“There have been marine surveys done 
that show the Bluff houses a leafy sea drag-
on colony, a fish nursery, kelp important 
for reef fish and marine scientists have said 
that partially closing a section of Rosetta 
Head would cause irreparable damage to 
the region’s ecosystem,” Ms Socha said. 

“These are scientists’ facts, not opin-
ions.”

Ms Socha does however want the public 
to know that the group is not opposed to 
development of a marina in general.

“We know that the council are investi-
gating alternative sites for a marina, such 
as east beach and near the yacht and bowl-
ing clubs,” she said.

“We support them in this and we are not 
anti-development, we just want to make 

sure this is planned and considered prop-
erly.

“If we want something for our town, let’s 
focus on it in the right way.”

Member for Finniss David Basham said 
he would be honoured to present the peti-
tion in parliament when the community 
had finished collecting signatures.

“The Mayor (City of Victor Harbor’s 
Moira Jenkins) and I may have said that 
we would lie in front of the bulldozer, but I 
don’t expect it to come to this,“ Mr Basham 
said.  

“Good planning, logical reason and re-
spect for heritage should prevail to keep 
this impractical project from gaining a 
foothold.”

“I am against the Taplin proposed Bluff 
development on environmental grounds 
due to filling in the bay and excavating 
from the Bluff.

“I have sought support from the Min-
ister for Environment and Water for my 
opposition to the project, which I believe 
would have significant negative impacts on 
the environment and the local community, 
including Fist Nations peoples.

“The Marina proposal relies on exten-
sive and unrealistic financial input (esti-
mated $380 million) from local, state and 
federal governments”.

Mr Taplin said he was “frustrated“ and 
“disappointed“ with the way the proposal 
has been managed.

“The response is not unexpected and I 
am unsure where to go from here,“ Mr Ta-
plin said.

“I am angry to be cut out of the Bluff 
Masterplan and this proposal should at 
least go to the people.

“Any tourism development will not 
progress unless council releases control of 
the Crown Land.

“It is up to the community, as the pro-
posal will still sit here. The community has 
not been consulted and for all those who 
protested against the project, there are 
many more who support it.

“All I ever wanted to do from day one 
was go to the people. If they don’t want it, 
fair enough.

“Ratepayers have been stymied and it 
is not fair on them. It is not going to be a 
casino. There is so much mis-information 
out there.“

DON’T TOUCH THE BLUFF

Fires rock Port Lincoln

Faulty electricity infrastructure was blamed 
for sparking bushfires in Port Lincoln, which 
burned more than 142 hectares, wrecked 
properties and businesses and destroyed at 
least one home. 

The fire began in a paddock at Stam-
ford Drive exactly 40 years on from the Ash 
Wednesday bushfires, which killed 75 people 
across South Australia and Victoria. 

A CFS warning was released soon after, 
warning residents of Port Lincoln and the sur-
rounding area to take shelter as they were in 
immediate danger. 

Port Lincoln’s Annette Harder was working 
in her fruit shop on Western Approach Road 
near the paddock when she smelt smoke.

She said the fire took off almost instantly, 
as she fought to save her business and home 
across the road. 

“I walked out and saw it had just started 
- the transformer was smashing on the elec-
trical pole at the paddock and you could see
sparks forming on the ground,” she said. 

“It just took off so quickly - I went home to 
get the firefighting unit. By the time I had got 
back to the shop it had jumped the fence and 
was coming across the paddock.

“I managed to move my four horses in the 
paddock to higher ground and they were ok, 
but I lost two paddocks which will probably 
cost about $10,000. I was lucky I was able to 
defend my house.“

Schools were evacuated, including Lincoln 
Gardens Primary School, which relocated to 
Kirton Point Primary School. 

While some residents who were at home 
were able to fight the fires, those who were 
away from their properties in the danger zone 
were told to stay away as it was too late to re-
turn. They were instructed to stay put at the 
foreshore.

More than 100 emergency crews from the 
EP and the state - including a state firefighting 
fleet of water bombers - worked to contain the 
fire in difficult conditions, with temperatures 
above 40 degrees and winds at 80km/h.

By Thursday evening, the CFS had down-

graded the status of the fire to an advice mes-
sage to town residents, who were told to moni-
tor local conditions.

CFS chief officer Brett Loughlin said the fire 
had directly impacted 23 properties. 

“The fire started within 80-100m of the first 
property that was impacted - that is the truest 
definition of an impact fire - one that starts 
and rapidly impacts assets,” he said. 

He praised emergency crews for their cou-
rageous work. 

“The life-saving work of firefighters can’t be 
underestimated. There are dozens of proper-
ties that stand today and lives continue today 
thanks to the heroics of the men and women 
on the front line,” he said. 

“I am extremely proud of the work done by 
the CFS, MFS and the Department of Environ-
ment and Water under very trying conditions.”

Emergency Services Minister Joe Szakacs 
confirmed the fire was started by a faulty piece 
of power infrastructure. 

“My information is that power infrastruc-
ture has been the ignition point of this [bush-
fire],” he said.

It’s the second time in recent years a fire in 
Port Lincoln has started due to this issue. 

A faulty transformer started a fire in 2009 
which destroyed two tuna processing facilities, 
a winery, and homes. 

While Ms Harder said SA Power Networks 
should be held responsible for the damage, Mr 
Szakacs said it was too early to make any deci-
sions regarding the matter. 

“I haven’t been briefed on the cause and it’s 
too early to talk about compensation,” he said. 

SA Power Networks’ head of corporate af-
fairs Paul Roberts confirmed there was an out-
age at the same time the fire had started.

“We have launched our own investigation 
and will cooperate with the Office of the Tech-
nical Regulator (a government body),” he said. 

With the blaze at Stamford Drive contained 
to hotspots by Friday morning, firefighters 
focused their attention on the waste manage-
ment facility, which was burning toxic fumes 
near Western Approach Road.

A normal police call out in Senior has ended 
in tragedy as one officer was fatally shot and 
another suffered non-life threatening gunshot 
wounds.

Officer in Charge of the Lucindale Police 
Station, 53-year-old Brevet Sergeant Jason 
Doig died on Thursday, November 16, after 
he was allegedly shot by a 26-year-old Senior 
man, who was shot by police and suffered seri-
ous life-threatening injuries.

Police Commissioner Grant Stevens said 
three officers were investigating a report of use 
of a gun involving an animal, and a commis-
sioners enquiry would be conducted to gather 
the full circumstances of the incident.

“This is an investigation into the death of a 
police officer, and obviously an incident where 
police officers have discharged their firearms 

and critically injured a member of the com-
munity,” he said.

“Regardless of the circumstances that re-
quires a thorough and detailed investigation, 
it will be undertaken by Major Crime and 
forms part of our commissioners inquiry.

Forensic Response attended the scene, 
which Mr Stevens said would form part of a 
full investigation.

Mr Stevens said when they arrived officers 
Doig, Michael Hutchinson and Rebekah Cass 
were confronted by the suspect and he alleg-
edly shot Sgt Doig, who died at the scene.

“The occupant also shot Sergeant Michael 
Hutchinson who received non-life threatening 
injuries, and Michael Hutchinson has been 
conveyed to hospital in Adelaide,” he said.

“The third officer, Rebekah Cass was not in-

Officer dies in the line of duty
jured during the incident.

“The 26-year-old man was shot by police 
and he has also been conveyed to Adelaide 
and he is under police guard at this time.”

The man has since been charged with mur-
der and attempt murder.

Sgt Doig has been a loved and respected 
member of the South East community for 
around 15 years and Mr Stevens offered his 
condolences to the family.

“He is highly respected by his peers in the 
South East and right across SAPOL, this is a 
devastating day for South Australian Police,” 
he said.

Officers Hutchinson and Cass assisted 
both Sgt Doig and the suspect while waiting 
for backup, which Mr Stevens said spoke vol-
umes for their courage and dedication.

“An injured officer stepping in to provide 
potentially life saving assistance to a col-
league and also to the person who is suspect-
ed of committing the offence, I think goes to 
their credit,” he said.

This is the first time in more than 20 years a 
SAPOL officer has died in the line of duty.

A state funeral for Sgt Doig was held on De-
cember 4.

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International all out in 2023 
FOR those following the Limestone Coast soc-
cer scene in 2023, it was difficult to escape the 
colours black and blue.

International Soccer Club claimed the 
top honours in both the men’s and women’s 
A Grade competitions in what was a historic 
conclusion to the season.

For the men it had been a couple of years

Another record year for Price
COMPTON trainer Tracie Price’s record-break-
ing 2023 kicked off with a treble on New Year’s 
Day at Tara Raceway with Jayville Zoe, Ebby 
Tock and Donny Rocks.

His year ended with four winners on New 
Year’s Eve – Wilder, Starvin’ Marvin, Compton 
Charlie and Minh Ellie.

It had been a busy year for Price and 
throughout the 12 months he had also led in 
32 doubles, 21 trebles, four winners on nine 
occasions as well as three bags of five winners 
on June 18, August 27 and September 3.

Price, who turned 60 last month, was 
Mount Gambier’s leading trainer in 2015, 2016 
and again in 2018 when the award assumed 
the name of the late Ian Badger – the club’s in-
augural leading trainer in 1978-1979.

Price, who in partnership with wife Karen 
also sponsors the weekly Trackside Pet Meats 
Pick 6 Jackpot, was leading trainer again in 
2022 with a record-breaking 181 winners prior 
to his 2023 tally of 194.

Among his 194 winners were Honey Rocks 
(Summer Classic), Bad Move (Cadillac Racing

Memorial Maiden) and Mister Banjo (Christ-
mas Cup).

The 115-start veteran chaser Nero Valen-
tino’s consistency throughout last year paid 
off when the son of Fernando Bale and Sweet 
Barbados accumulated 75 points and de-
feated Redshift Uniform by 13 points in the 
2023 Mount Gambier Greyhound of the Year 
(GOTY).

Nero Valentino is owned and trained at 
Edenhope by Cadillac Racing’s Kerry Hawker 
who purchased the black dog in June 2022 for 
$2000.

With GOTY scoring conducted only on Cat-
egory 2 (Sunday) meetings, the seven wins 
from Hawker’s pride and joy were enough to 
get him over the line given he had also run 21 
seconds and nine thirds.

The year prior had Nero Valentino finish 
fourth in the GOTY award behind Departure 
Gate, Giant’s Flash and Rhonda Lily.

On that occasion he had won nine races but 
recorded considerably less minor placings.

Meanwhile, it was good to see Coleraine 
owner-trainer Bob Wombwell - after a year of 
health issues - back at Tara Raceway for the 
final meeting of the year with a few of his Sen-
nachie x Serene Rose litter which he also bred.

Eskimo Sugar never looked like being beat-
en when leading all the way for a 4¼ length 
win over Lynette Ann in 23.35 seconds.

Wombwell said Serene Rose had won two 
races at Mount Gambier over 400 metres and 
512 metres prior to injuring a hock.

“So far this is her only litter but I am keen 
to breed again given that there are a couple 
of pretty handy ones in the litter now be-
ing trained for me in Victoria by Steve White, 
who also had great success with the sire Sen-
nachie,” he said.

“Eskimo Roger has won nine races and 
$41,000 in prize money while Eskimo Larry is 
an 11-race winner and has collected $28,000 in 
prizemoney.”

Wombwell said White was now consider-
ing this month’s Traralgon Cup with the litter 
brothers.
