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More sustainable wine push

“That is in lighter bottles, more sustain-
able packaging and it is a very important part
of the industry moving forward with the en-
vironment, social and governance principles
around there.”

He said more environmentally friendly
packaging was becoming more popular in

the research into more sustainable wine bottle options.

Europe and in Scandinavia with the flat wine
bottles being there for a while.

“I think the younger demographic would
look at alternative packaging much more read-
ily than someone who has traditionally looked

at wine in a glass bottle and I think the other
point is about the fact that different wine gives
a different wine experience at different times.”

Mr Koch said wineries around the region
had already begun introducing lighter wine

bottles which provided a number of benefits.

“That is all being worked through so they
are probably going to weigh up on the differ-
ence between that cost versus the freight costs
but we are in the very early stages of that as-
sessment at the moment,” he said.

“I think the lighter wine bottles have got
a greater penetration than what casks or flat
bottles do and I think that is mainly because
it is still providing that traditional product, a
proven product which can work and is still per-
ceived to be a conventional glass wine bottle.”

Lead researcher Jakob Mesidis said they
knew consumers were not buying alternatively
packaged wine at the same rate they were buy-
ing it bottled.

“We wanted to know what we should
change to motivate them to choose more sus-
tainable options,” Mr Mesidis said.

“There are some underlying prejudices in
relation to alternative wine packages as they
are seen as the cheaper, low-quality option
when compared to glass bottles, which come
with a sense of heritage and luxury.

“Canned wine has seen a rise in popularity
but is still a small portion of the market and
flat bottles have only recently been introduced
to Australia but have grown in popularity over-
seas.”

He said if a smaller winery’s mission was
to grow its brand as much as possible, relying
solely on alternatively packaged wines was not
the way to go.

“Most Australians—for the time being—
are still going to reach for a glass bottle when
they’re at the shops,” Mr Mesidis said.

“Larger, more prestigious brands are likely
to see more success with alternatively pack-
aged wine.

“Ultimately, this research provides wine
marketers with a foundation for their low-
carbon wine packaging strategies, rather than
blindly navigating this relatively new field.”

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Seal euthanised on heach

A SEAL had to be euthanised about 500m from
a popular beach campsite on the outskirts of
Port MacDonnell last week.

The seal was reported to the Department
of Primary Industries Regions South Australia
(PIRSA) with National Parks Wildlife rangers
attending the location.

Beach goers and researchers attending the
recent fish mortality claim it was reported to
the department early in the morning with the
seal being euthanised late in the afternoon.

The two incidents are not reportedly re-
lated.

It was one of two seals reported to be
washed ashore in the same week a large num-
ber of marine life were beached deceased.

A search was conducted to locate the sec-
ond seal with no success.

National Parks and Wildlife Service (NPWS)
Limestone Coast District ranger Ross Ander-
son said beaches were part of a seal’s habitat
with the three species which live along the
Limestone Coast often resting on beaches af-
ter long periods of fishing out to sea.

The three species included the Australian
fur seal, long-nosed fur seal and the Australian
sea lion.

Mr Anderson said NPWS often received nu-
merous calls each year about seals along the
coast.

“More often the animals are just resting on
the shore and quickly return to sea, however
occasionally they require assistance,” Mr An-
derson said.

“Rangers on Friday assessed a seal at Eight
Mile Creek and determined it was very old and
in poor condition.

“This was evidenced by the fact its teeth
were completely worn out, meaning it could
no longer catch prey.”

He said the decision was made to euthanise
the seal as if it were left on the beach it would
have likely died due to overheating or starva-
tion.

“Calls generally come in via the NPWS
after-hours number and if available, a ranger

will assess the animal and determine the best
course of action,” Mr Anderson said.

“No action is generally the best approach
unless it is clear the animal requires assis-
tance.”

The report was initially made to NPWS
through PIRSA with the seal being euthanised
on the beach before being removed by rangers.

Those wishing to report seals in the future

are encouraged to do so by phoning FISH-
WATCH 0on1800 065 522.

Boandik Elder Aunty Michelle Jaquelin-
Furr also noticed the seal whilst observing the
devastation of dead marine wildlife.

Aunty Michelle said the seals being washed
ashore was “drastic stuff” which had never
been seen along that area before.

“We have never seen seals along this part of

the coast, they have been further down in Port
MacDonnell,” Aunty Michelle said.

While Aunty Michelle was scouring the
beach following the devastating loss of marine
life washed ashore, she soon found the seal
along the sealine.

“This one was still alive and normally seals
are quite vicious and will attack you but this
one was very placid and just tired,” she said.

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Marine life washes ash

A LARGE number of marine life was washed
ashore deceased last week with primary indus-
try leaders investigating the incident.

Reports were made last Wednesday to the
Department of Primary Industries and Regions
South Australia (PIRSA) when a significant
number of wobbegong, crayfish, Port Jackson
sharks and more washed ashore.

It is currently unknown what the reason be-
hind the sudden fish mortality is with low sa-
linity levels announced as an early preliminary
report.

According to PIRSA, a similar event oc-
curred in February 2023 with FISHWATCH
receiving reports of fish mortality near Pelican
Point.

The 2023 event involved a range of species
which were mainly snapper but also included
wobbegong sharks, leather jackets, eels and
dusky morwongs.

PIRSA investigated the event with results
from water sampling indicating the most likely
cause was low dissolved oxygen levels.

Riddoch Bay resident and experienced fish-
erman Roger Cutting said he was concerned
about the incident after living along the shore-
line since the 1950s.

Mr Cutting has lived along the shore line
since the 1950s and said he had never experi-
enced something like this before.

The marine animals washed ashore in front
of his home and along an estimated one kilo-
metre stretch of the popular swimming beach.

“I just thought there was something wrong
in the sea and it is not to do with fresh water
but it could be warming,” Mr Cutting said.

He said he believed government officials
claiming an increase in fresh water takes to the
ocean were wrong due to less freshwater go-
ing into the sea from what there was 20 or 30
years ago.

“I have lived here all my life and there was
much more water because we had drains,
they had machines to clear the growth in both
creeks at Eight Mile and Deep Creek and a
dozer each side and they dragged a big iron
bar into the creek to clear it because there was
that much build up on the ground the farmers
were farming.”

Mr Cutting said since he had lived in the
region, he had never seen an incident like this
before stating the last time something similar
happened to his knowledge was in the 1930s or
1940s towards Greenpoint.

Moving forward, he said government offi-
cials should look to the water to see what the
cause was due to its irregular occurrence.

“I think they need to look and see the water
more and see what may be the cause of it,” he
said.

“It seems to only be in close to about two
miles out and then it seems to be clear but I
am not a scientist but there is something that
has upset it and it is once in a blue moon that
this happens.”

Mr Cutting said the general public re-
mained concerned about the incident despite

having ups and downs within the climate.

“There are things we might be able to fix but
at this stage I think it is just the weather,” he
said.

“We have the Bonney upwelling which has
apparently happened but hopefully the scien-
tists can sort it out.”

Boandik Elder Aunty Michelle Jacquelin-
Furr explored the Eight Mile Creek area a num-
ber of days following the marine life washing
ashore, stating she had never seen such a sight.

She said as an Indigenous elder, it was im-
portant the incident was investigated urgently.

“Aboriginal Torres Strait Islander people are
protectors of the land and the waterways and
we focus on caring for Country,” Aunty Mi-
chelle said.

“To come here and see this horrific inci-
dent, it is something Aboriginal people would
want investigated whether it is global warming
or too much fresh water.”

Aunty Michelle said since living in Port
MacDonnell she had never seen “anything like
this”.

“Something is really wrong here so it has
got to be investigated by the scientists who

have already been down and taken samples,”
she said.

“It is great PIRSA has already been down
but something is out of balance and being
close to Country you know that, you can feel
it down here.”

Aunty Michelle said moving forward she
hoped it would be investigated which she
believed it was, after Flinders University re-
searchers also took samples.

“They are going to do research and see
what’s happening but it just breaks your heart,
whether or not it is by factors such as climate
change or whether there has been a droppage
of something in the ocean,” she said.

Aunty Michelle said traditional First Nation
owners typically had their own ways of fish-
ing prior to colonisation such as rock pools or
spear fishing.

“I am sure our ancestors, had they come
down here and seen this, they would have
known something was wrong and take it as an
omen not to fish here,” Aunty Michelle said.

“If a whale had washed up they would have
feasted, but because this is not like that, they
would have known something was wrong and
not fish here.”

PIRSA stated it received reports of fish mor-
tality at Eight Mile Beach involving a range of
species.

A spokesperson said it was mainly wob-
begong shark which washed ashore alongside
snapper, wrasse, octopus, Port Jackson shark,
stingrays, Australian salmon and ling fish.

“The Department is investigating the inci-
dent with the cause not yet being confirmed,”
the spokesperson said.

“Early indications based on water testing
are that low salinity caused by recent high
rainfall is the most likely reason for the fish
mortality event.

“PIRSA have collected tissue samples to rule
out aquatic diseases and testing is underway.”

The spokesperson said in general, fish
kill events could be brought on by variety of
causes including environmental factors such
as temperature, rainfall or lack of and water
quality including salinity or oxygen levels.

Other causes could be by disease or pollut-
ants.

“PIRSA would like to remind people that if
they notice something unusual involving dead
or dying fish along any waterways to the coast
to call FISHWATCH on 1800 065 522.

She spoke of the strength of the family, and
said it is especially prevalent in Bek’s twin sis-
ter, Rachel.

“The strength in that girl is incredible, and
it seems like Bek is holding her hand.”

After being touched with grief with first the
loss of baby brother, Joseph and then the loss
of their father 13 years ago, Ms John said the
family is more than deserving to be able to lay
their daughter and sister to rest with her Dad.

“They are so close to me, they are my fam-
ily,” she said.

“Being in their presence, the spiritual beau-
ty of their connections is just palpable.

“Ijust kept thinking about how difficult that
was for them. Now she will be with her dad.”

Bek’s sister Lydia said from a young age, Bek
always loved the outdoors and had a strong
connection to nature.

“I believe that that really flowed through to
her adulthood,” she said.

“It was never really material things, she al-
ways just saw the beauty in what was around
her.”

Lydia said one of her most special memo-
ries about her sister is the care and effort that
she would put into choosing out a gift or card
for any occasion.

“It was not about the expense but it was
more about ensuring that the gift was priceless
in meaning for the person,” she said.

In 2022 when Bek’s twin sister Rachel had
graduated from her university degree, Lydia
had given her a Pandora keyring with an infin-
ity charm and planned to give Bek the same
gift upon completion of her degree.

“I feel so sad that now, I won't be able to cel-
ebrate this milestone with her,” she said.

After being undecided about what to do
with the gift, Lydia was offered the opportunity
to attend Taylor Swift’s concert, one of Bek’s fa-
vourite singers.

“In knowing how much Rebekah loved her,
I have decided that I will keep the key ring and
I'will carry it with me wherever I go,” she said.

“She was private with her pain and did
not put it on other people and always tried to
make our lives better,” she said.

She was close to completing her nursing
degree, and had plans to move to Adelaide

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Fire season still poses risks

THE Country Fire Service (CFS) leaders have
urged Limestone Coast residents to remain
vigilant against bushfires in the region, de-
spite the high amounts of recent rainfall.

CFS Region 5 Commander Jason Druwitt
said while there was more green in the south
east from the recent months of rainfall, it
would not take long for conditions to change
into a potentially dangerous situation.

“Whilst we are seeing a bit more green in
the south east, if the rains don’t continue like
we are seeing at the moment then we start
seeing more traditional summer patterns so
those hot dry winds and no rain,” Mr Druwitt
said.

“Those grasses will dry out and will be-
come more vegetation or fuel available for
fires.

“We still have a risk of fires and as our
landscape starts to dry out, we will have those
fuels available to burn.”

Mr Druwitt said the CFS and the Bureau
of Meteorology originally created a seasonal
outlook for the summer of 2024, with predic-
tions claiming there would be reduced rain-
fall events and drier conditions.

“While people are saying this hasn't hap-
pened, we need to remember we are not at the
end of summer yet so there is still a chance as
per predictions where we will see that drying
trend all across our regions,” Mr Druwitt said.

Mr Druwitt said the recent spot fires near
Bangham, Avenue Range and Mount Benson
were a result of multiple lightning strikes,
which he said could continue if the condi-
tions of grass and rain change.

He added it was difficult to predict wheth-
er these smaller fires would be able to identify
arisk of a bigger fire.

“We certainly haven't had anything to the

“The fires we have had are a result of
lightning events, so if there is a continuation
of those which we have had recently in the

Limestone Coast in the summer period, then
we will have that risk of more landscape fires.

“In terms of other predictability such as
man-made or natural actions, it’s very hard to
predict.”

Mr Druwitt said one of the most important
ways to mitigate risks of fires was to main-
tain properties by weeding and clearing large
amounts of dry grass to avoid creating more
burning fuel.

“When we talk about preparedness, the
best way to consider the mitigation of risks is
through the preparedness of properties,” he
said.

“We are asking everyone to make sure they
have their bushfire action plan and to make
sure they undertake their preparedness ac-
tivities.”

Mr Druwitt said once someone had their
own bushfire action plan in place, it was also
important to educate family and friends on
the dangers of bushfires and the importance
of preparedness.

He also commended the region’s CFS vol-
unteers for their work and sacrifice to keep
their communities informed and safe during
the past and present fire seasons.

“If it wasn't for the amazing volunteers
we have across the Limestone Coast, then
the South Australian Country Fire Service
wouldn’t be able to do what it does in terms of
responding to those in need,” he said.

“These amazing people do it tirelessly,
they take time out of their day whether it be a
significant event, a birthday or Christmas and
they do it entirely for the community’s safety.

“I also want to thank the loved ones of vol-
unteers because it’s their constant support
which enables our members to go out and
help our communities in their times of need.”

TRUDY Taylor has been Penola’s friendly
postie for 20 years, and she has plans to stick
around for awhile.

After residents expressed concern they will
be losing their favourite postie after the recent
sale of the Penola Post Office, Ms Taylor as-
sured them she would be staying on.

Ms Taylor is not employed by the local post
office, but is contracted by Australia Post and
is currently contracted until at least July 2025.

Ms Taylor’s career began when she was ap-
proached by a friend in 2003 to learn to be a
fill-in postie for her, so that she could have a
break.

She sat for her motorbike license and after
two weeks of training, jumped straight into the
role.

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Boost for live music events

SUPPORT for South Australia’s music industry
has come from the state government as they
deliver on another election promise.

Through their See it LIVE program, they will
provide $850,000 for new grants to support
dedicated live music venues.

Eligible venues will be able to apply for
grants of up to $60,000 to host live music, with
a focus on original content to attract patrons
and create employment opportunities for local
musicians, lighting and sound techs.

To be eligible, venues must be a dedicated
live music venue, who regularly host live mu-
sic performances, and have a permanent stage
with live music as a significant part of their op-
erations.

They will also invest $50,000 to bring more
live music across the state during the 2024 Ad-
elaide Fringe, with grants of up to $2500 made
available to venues to host live music perfor-
mances as part of the Fringe’s “Fringe It Live”
program.

In addition, the state government will be
providing successful venues with free access
to business support services through the Of-
fice for Small and Family Business.

As part of our $14 million Small Business
Strategy released last year, they have a num-
ber of resources designed to support busi-
ness owners to successfully run and grow their
businesses.

In recognition of how challenging the past
few years have been for the industry, we will
provide a free workshop on business funda-
mentals, a one-on-one consultation to assess
their businesses needs along with an opportu-
nity to secure a mentor.

Minister for arts Andrea Michaels said the
state government wants to continue to sup-
port local venues and musicians after a chal-
lenging past few years for the industry.

“We are investing nearly $1 million to bring
more live music to the state through new

Saleyards upgrade

THE future plans for the Mount Gambier and
Districts Saleyard are one step closer with the
District Council of Grant submitting a full ap-
plication in the federal government’s Growing
Regions Program.

The Mount Gambier Districts Livestock Ex-
change 2030 Transformation Project is an ap-
plication to further develop the popular site
with soft-floor cladding, cattle yard roofing,
holding pen reconfigurations, sprinkler sys-
tems and rainwater harvesting.

The application is part of a two-stage pro-
cess with council already deemed successful in
the expression of interest stage last year.

Council endorsed the full program ap-
plication to be submitted at a recent special
meeting last week with chief executive Darryl
Whicker stating council has worked diligently
to position a strong advocacy to support the
project.

“Presenting a complete application in the
federal government’s Growing Regions Pro-
gram signifies that this once in a generation
project is shovel ready thanks to the hard work
of staff and stakeholders over the last four
years,” Mr Whicker said.

“The Saleyards are a premium selling cen-
tre and Council is committed to continuing to
support primary producers in an auction envi-
ronment to set the best price.”

Mount Gambier and District Saleyards
strategy committee presiding member Barry
Kuhl said the upgrades would give the agri-
cultural precinct the opportunity for future
growth and development.

“This major project holds significant value
for our community with the estimated eco-
nomic uplift to the region supporting an in-
crease in local jobs,” Mr Kuhl said.

COMMUNITY members gathered at Pangula
Mannamurna Aboriginal Health Organisation
on Monday to learn more about the up-and-
coming First Nations Voice to Parliament elec-
tion.

The South Australian-only election will
have First Nation peoples head to the polls
later this year to vote for a committee to repre-
sent their needs to government officials.

Representatives from the Electoral Com-
mission South Australia (ECSA) visited Mount
Gambier/Berrin on Monday to discuss the
nomination process and how the South Aus-

tralian Voice to Parliament differed to last
year’s referendum. ECSA representative Mac
Bollella said there were about 10 people at-
tending the information forum, all of which
responded positively to the concept.

“People in the room were very positive and
very passionate about their local voice and
wanted to have an inaugural South Australian
First Nations Voice to Parliament,” Ms Bollella
said. “Common questions were in terms of the
nomination process, what they needed to do
in terms of voting, voting locations and also
about campaigning and how they feel about
being out in the community.”

She said many people who attended the in-
formation session were interested in putting

their hands up and self-nominating.

“We are not quite sure of nomination num-
bers but in terms of the community and the
people who were in the room they were all
very keen on having someone from Mount
Gambier nominate themselves for Region
Four,” Ms Bollella said. “All service providers
and community groups in the area now have
nomination forms and there were also packs
to promote nominations too.

“Having these forums allows us to educate
the community about the coming election as
well as if they are interested in nominating and
being a representative for their community.”

She said attending future information ses-

sions was a good way to learn more about the
process with ECSA representatives travelling
around the state. “The response we received
today really coincides with what everyone
else is saying with us and they are all very in-
terested in the selection to see what it means
to them and how they can benefit from it and
contribute,” Ms Bollella said. “If people are in-
terested in becoming a candidate they are able
to get a nomination pack from any Aboriginal
community provider and we will hopefully see
them on election day.”

Nominations for the South Australian First

Monday with voting elections announced on
February 26.

RENOVATIONS for the Penola Town Square
Commemorative Walk pavers have been con-
firmed after a $16,250 funding package from
the state government.

This came as a part of this year’s 2023-24
ANZAC Day Commemoration Fund, which has
been designated to successful applicants each
year by Veterans SA.

The works will include professional repaint-
ing of the pavers to increase durability.

The 207 pavers commemorate 414 local war
veterans of the community as the works aim
to preserve their legacy and the history of the

region. Penola Town Square Working Group
chairperson Anne Johnson said the group had
wanted to have the works done for three years
before finally obtaining funding.

“When we first did the commemorative
walk, we got the pavers engraved or sandblast-
ed by this company in Adelaide,” Ms Johnson
said.

“When they arrived, we couldn't actually
read the details very well so we had a bit of a di-
lemma on what to do.

“It is really exciting we are now able to do it
because it will make them look so much better
once they are done.”

Ms Johnson said before the group received
word of the funding, they had previously paint-

ed the pavers themselves with acrylic paint to
help preserve their details.

“Because we didn't have additional funding
and we wanted to make the details visible, we
started to paint them ourselves which probably
took well over 200 hours of community mem-
bers’ time to paint each of the pavers because
there are 207 of them,” she said.

“Because of our skill levels, we used acrylic
paint tins and because of the time it has taken,
the paint has faded so we needed to look at
how we could renovate the pavers and get them
done professionally with an epoxy paint.

“We got a quote from South East Monuments
and Memorials, so they will be commencing the
painting of the pavers once the funding comes

through.”

Ms Johnson expressed her gratitude for Vet-
erans SAs grant program and highlighted the
importance of preserving history for Penola’s
Returned Services League (RSL).

“We couldn't have done it without the Vet-
erans SA grant, so we are very grateful for the
opportunity to receive the full amount of fund-
ing,” she said.

“It’s a great testament to our community that
we have 414 service men and women who have
served in the armed forces in action since the
Crimean War.

“It has been a big project for the RSL to re-
search the names and service details, so it’s a
big celebration for our community as well.”

TISSUE and liver samples from more than 20
sharks and rays which washed up at Eight Mile
Creek will now help Flinders University stu-
dents with their future studies.

Flinders University students travelled to the
region last week after reports of a large num-
ber of marine wildlife washing ashore.

Lead researcher for the Southern Shark
Ecology Group (SSEG) Charlie Huveneers said
the samples taken were part of a study investi-
gating the predator-prey interactions of South
Australian sharks and rays.

He said the primary sampling was not re-
lated to the fish mortality event but provided
an opportunity for students to collect samples
for their projects.

“The South Australian Environmental Pro-
tection Authority (EPA) also collected bio-
logical samples to test whether contaminants
were present, which might inform assessment
of whether there were potential contributors

neers said.

“The samples will be provided to the EPA
which will lead the sample processing and
analysis.”

He said the samples consisted primarily
of gulf or banded wobbegong, Port Jackson
sharks and fiddler ray.

“The EPA will test for a broad suite of chem-
icals commonly used by different land uses
in the upstream catchments,” Mr Huveneers
said.

“It agrees with the PIRSA conclusion that
the fish kill is likely related to the large rain
events during the past few weeks.

“However, testing some of these animals
provides an opportunity to collect informa-
tion on these species in this region which can
be used for future comparisons and a broad-
scale indicator of whether these animals are
exposed to land-based runoff.”

Mr Huveneers said researchers will consid-
er the findings depending on what was found.

Government is investing more than $5 mil-
lion across five years into the Better Health
Coaching Service.

The evidence-based and confidential
program will link eligible South Australians
with a qualified health professional over the
phone to give tailored advice on the indi-
vidual’s health.

The Better Health Coaching Service is
free to eligible South Australians aged be-
tween 18 and 74 years, with a BMI of 27 or
more who are seeking support to build and
maintain a healthy lifestyle.

Each coaching call is tailored to each in-
dividual’s health and lifestyle goals, which
will include nutrition education, ways to
increase physical activity and how to make
healthier food choices and reduce alcohol
intake.

The service allows callers to receive
up to 10 free coaching calls across a six-
month period and callers have the option
of participating in coaching call either

weekly or fortnightly.

Wellbeing SA interim chief executive
Marina Bowshall encouraged South Austra-
lians to access the service.

“The Better Health Coaching Service is
one way South Australians can access sup-
port to work towards their health goals and
make improvements to their wellbeing,”
she said.

South Australians can self-refer or be re-
ferred to the service by their GP or health
professional by calling 1300 822 953.

“Hopefully by term two we’ll be able to start
doing most days of the week, and eventually
every day of the year like a driver reviver but
for those weary of life and needing a rest from
their loneliness,” he said.

“Having regular social interactions with
people also helps physical health as well.

“Just one hour a week where people can
count on someone to hear their story and just
know they are not alone.

‘We want to use our privilege to help restore
dignity, hope and that sense of self worth.”

The church already has several programs
underway to engage with the community and
those who may need assistance.

On average they support 10-15 families

through different initiatives.

Regular events include the weekly youth
hub where dinner is included, and a monthly
dinner and monthly breakfast.

Each Wednesday morning between 8am
and 9am a free breakfast is available for fami-
lies.

“It’s designed to take a bit of pressure off
and also helps us identify people who might
need grocery help or other assistance,” Mr
Mulick said.

“It also gets some snacks in the lunch box
and things like that.

“The stats are still around one in six Austra-
lian kids are going to school without food.”

More protests for Palestine

A NUMBER of people gathered outside Mem-
ber for Barker Tony Pasin’s office on Saturday
to protest the ongoing conflict in Gaza.

It was one of many protests held across the
globe to call for an immediate ceasefire with
a vigil also held for those who have lost their
lives.

Event organiser Shekinah Horsburgh spoke
to the crowd stating it was almost 100 days
since the current strikes began.

“We are seeing more than 25,000 people
who have been killed and if we were told to
leave and about 10 kilometres down the road
they just bombed us while we were walking,”
Ms Horsburgh said.

“I think about this regularly and it is quite
obviously emotional and I am sure we will find
it very much so but I am thinking of all the little
kids, all the people who have the inability to
sleep.

“I am thinking about all the doctors and
nurses and other health care workers that are
staying to try and save and protect their neigh-
bours and families.”

She said she continued to think of the chil-
dren who should have been attending school

to call for an immediate ceasefire.

yet remained “in such a case of unknown”
where they “do not know when they were go-
ing to die”.

“I think it is incredibly hard to imagine that
these people know they are going to die and
they should not, that should not be the case,”
Ms Horsburgh said.

“We are standing in front of federal mem-
ber for Barker Tony Pasin’s office because we
are angry and disgusted with how our govern-
ment is dealing with the situation.

“We are very scared of the other nations,
particularly the United States and that is why
we are calling for a ceasefire.”

She said she would continue to stand with
the thousands of people to call for the cease-
fire while also trying to remain hopeful it
would happen soon.

“We have to stay strong, I go home after
things like this and I feel defeated looking on-
line but we have to stay strong and use our
privilege, power and voices to keep reminding
people like Tony Pasin that humans matter,”
Ms Horsburgh said.

“These people are real people, they have
hearts, they have feelings and I am hoping that
we can remind people walking down the street
about what is happening.”

Mr Pasin said the Australian Parliament -
in a bipartisan statement - made it clear of its
support for Israel’s “right to self-defence” as
well as the “need for Israel to act” with regard
to international law.

“This remains my position and the position
of the Coalition,” Mr Pasin said.

“Whilst I respect the difference of opinion
of others, the Coalition respectfully disagrees
with any view that Australia should not stand
with Israel in support of the removal of Hamas
as a terrorist force.

“Ultimately, we wish to see a situation in
which Israelis and Palestinian peoples can live
in peace.”

A NEW initiative designed to attract young
people to become para planners has been es-
tablished by the state government.

Aiming to help address the skill shortag-
es in the built environment professions the
Para Planner Cadet Program hopes to attract
young people into the role.

The pilot program is led by the Planning
and Land Use Services (PLUS) in the Depart-
ment for Trade and Investment.

It is a collaborative effort between the
Department for Education, TAFE SA and the
Planning Institute of Australia - SA.

Starting this year the program will run
for two-and-a-half years with cadets gaining
valuable work experience while undertaking
a Diploma in Local Government (Planning)
through TAFE SA.

It is open to all people under the age of 21
including high school leavers regardless of
ATAR results.

Para planners support qualified planners
by contributing to professional projects, par-
ticipating in on-the-job training, answering
customer queries and undertaking assess-
ments as part of development application
processes.

Minister for Planning Nick Champion
said urban and regional planners play an
important role in “actively shaping” the
state to help create “liveable and sustain-
able communities”.

“The Para Planner Cadet program pro-
vides a significant opportunity for agencies,

councils and consulting firms to increase
their resources and improve their services
at a time when the industry is crying out for
more planners,” Mr Champion said.

“This hands-on, practical initiative has
been designed to relieve the current pres-
sures on planning teams and provides a
path for participating employers to support
young talent.

“Addressing the shortage in planners
will help South Australia tackle critical chal-
lenges such as housing affordability, popu-
lation growth, and the transition to a more
sustainable future.”

Local Government Association president
Mayor Dean Johnson said planning shortag-
es were an “ongoing challenge” for councils
in both metropolitan and regional areas.

“We are pleased to see the State Govern-
ment taking proactive steps to address this
skills gap,” Mr Johnson said.

“Our state is experiencing rapid residen-
tial growth, with increased demand for new
housing placing greater strain on councils
when processing development applications
and other associated workloads.

“To ensure sustainable, desirable devel-
opment in our communities our councils
need to be properly staffed and resourced,
and the Para Planner Cadet Program will
provide a much-needed pathway for more
qualified local planners to enter the work-
force.”

Updated essential manuals

THE Grains Research and Development Cor-
poration (GRDC) has released updated edi-
tions of two essential herbicide manuals for
Australian grain growers: ‘Soil behaviour of
pre-emergent herbicide in Australian farming
systems’ and ‘Understanding post-emergent
herbicide weed control in Australian farming
systems’.

These manuals, first published in 2019 and
2020, have undergone a revision that incorpo-
rates the latest in herbicide research and prac-
tice, including the transition to an interna-
tional numbering system for herbicide mode
of action.

This change aligns Australian agricultural
practices with global standards, ensuring that
Australian farmers and agronomists have ac-
cess to the most current and relevant informa-
tion.

According to GRDC manager chemical
regulation Gordon Cumming, key updates in-
clude the incorporation of new herbicides and
modes of action in the pre-emergent herbicide
manual.

“Notable additions are new modes of action
such as Group 13 bixlozone (Overwatch®),
Group 23 carbetamide (Ultro®), Group 30 cin-
methylin (Luximax®), Group 32 aclonifen (in
Mateno® Complete), and Group O naprop-
amide (Devrinol®),” Mr Cumming said.

“These additions highlight the growing
range of pre-emergent herbicide options avail-
able to Australian growers in managing weed
challenges.

“The post-emergent herbicide manual has

seen fewer changes, with minor improvements
in understanding certain herbicide modes
of action, however, new research improv-

ing our understanding of the Group 10 her-
bicide glufosinate has been included, which
is an increasingly important non-selective

knockdown herbicide.”

According to Mark Congreve, senior con-
sultant with Independent Consultants Aus-
tralia Network (ICAN), both manuals aim to
simplify the complex interactions of pesticide
chemistry with environmental conditions.

“They are valuable resources for agrono-
mists, researchers and growers, providing in-
sights into the behaviour of herbicides under
various conditions, the interaction of different
products, application techniques, crop safety,
and environmental dissipation,” Mr Congreve
said. Complementing these manuals and in
collaboration with ICAN, GRDC offers special-
ised workshops to further assist agronomists
in putting this information into context. The
one-and-a-half-day workshops focus on the
principles of herbicide biochemistry and their
practical applications.

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State to host grains update

ADELAIDE will attract hundreds of grains re-
searchers, advisers, consultants and growers
in February to connect scientists with people
working in the grains industry to share knowl-
edge and support innovation adoption.

The 2024 GRDC Grains Research Update —
Adelaide will be held on February 6 and 7 and
is the first Grains Research Update to be held
in 2024 by the Grains Research and Develop-
ment Corporation (GRDC). Registration is now
open.

Grains Research Updates are the flagship
event series of the GRDC and aim to commu-
nicate the knowledge and outputs of research,
development and extension (RD&E) invest-
ments made by the organisation.

Andrew Russell is a Victorian grain grower
and chairs the GRDC Southern Panel, which
provides advice to GRDC on how to invest
grower levies into RD&E to maximise benefits
to grain growers.

“The updates are an opportunity to mix and
learn from industry experts both locally and
from afar, and to talk about the season just ex-
perienced, what worked, what failed, the chal-
lenges and the wins,” said Mr Russell.

“The updates are so important because
they offer us an opportunity to inform and
learn from each other regarding how different
management and decision-making worked or
failed.

“This information arms us with knowledge
for future seasons, pending threats and emerg-
ing issues to deal with on the front foot.

“The opportunity to bring experience, ex-
pertise and the next generation of agrono-
mists, advisers, researchers and growers to-
gether is truly magical.

“It’s so informative to listen to the questions
and debates during update sessions.”

He added that having keynote speakers on
current and relevant topic prompts delegates
to discuss how to plan and adopt or imple-

ment management strategies or remedy chal-
lenges through science and technology.

“Talking with peers on any of these matters
provides the opportunity to make a more in-
formed decision,” Mr Russell said.

This year Canadian agronomist Dr Sheri
Stryhorst will join the Adelaide Update as the
keynote speaker. Coming from a background
in agronomic research, Dr Stryhorst has more
than 20 years’ experience helping to increase
the profitability of Canadian crop producers.

Dr Stryhorst also farms with her husband

near Neerlandia, Alberta, so has lived experi-
ence of the challenges faced by growers. She
will compare and contrast the challenges of
growers in Canada and Australia to shed light
on adopting innovative agronomic practices
and research.

Around 30 speakers will cover a range of
topics at the Adelaide event discussing prac-
tical learnings growers and advisers can put
in place immediately, though to the latest re-
search insights from trials and the lab.

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THE National Farmers’ Federation is calling
on the Federal Government to start 2024 off
strong and get cracking on a review report into
community engagement on renewables proj-
ects.

Energy Infrastructure Commissioner An-
drew Dyer was charged with putting a lens
over community engagement practices for re-
newable energy infrastructure projects, and in
December, he handed his findings to the Fed-
eral Government.

NFF president David Jochinke said the re-
view was a step in the right direction and pre-
sented a real opportunity for the government
to dispel the uncertainty hanging over the
heads of farmers.

“Farmers are often the last to find out about
these projects to be rolled out across their
land.

“This isn’'t a NIMBY situation. Farmers sup-
port the transition to renewable energy, but
they don’'t want to see these projects being pri-
oritised over growing food and fibre.

“Often there are far better solutions, like
taking projects along fencelines or in unpro-
ductive paddocks but the energy companies
rarely stop to listen to these smart solutions.”
Katherine’s farm
There’s 1.5 kilometres of overhead transmis-
sion lines proposed across Victorian farmer
Katherine Myers’ farm.

“The issue of transmission is huge. The
Federal Government is planning 10,000 kms
of new transmission lines in Australia over the
next 10 to 20 years — our farm is just 1.5kms,”
she said.

“That’s thousands of additional farmers
or landholders out there who are going to be
affected by this. It goes right from Northern
Queensland to the southern tips of Tasmania.”

There are really strict regulations on farm-
ing around high voltage electricity and for
Katherine, the overhead transmission lines

will prevent her family from growing potatoes
on that land, the NFF said.

Katherine believes a safer, more efficient
and sustainable solution to the proposed
transmission lines is to install them under-
ground to build a grid “for the next 100 years,
not for the past century”.

“It's marginally more expensive upfront,
but it is enormously more efficient. The min-
ute you put electricity into a high voltage
above ground option, you lose approximately
30 per cent of that generated power.”

Mr Jochinke said Katherine’s story was one
he had heard from countless farmers across
Australia, which was why finding a better way
for energy projects was a key pillar in the NFF’s
Keep Farmers Farming campaign.

“It’s the right thing to do to consult with
landholders in the early stages of these proj-
ects that directly impact their livelihoods and
food and fibre production.

“The government has the review outcomes
in their hands so we urge them to get moving
on it to make things fairer for farmers. We want
to work with government on this important is-
sue and the findings of this report are a good
place to start that collaboration.

“Our message to Canberra is simple. If
you love Aussie grown, help us protect Aussie
farms and keep farmers farming.”

PEUGEOT E-2008 REVIEW

BY ALISTAIR KENNEDY,
MARQUE MOTORING

LAUNCHED here in September 2023, the
e-2008 is Peugeot’s first fully electric passen-
ger.

A compact SUV, it joins the e-Partner com-
pact electric van as well as the Plug-In Hybrid
(PHEV) versions of the 3008 SUV and 508 se-
dan.

Future electrified models will follow in 2024
with the launch of E-208 hatchback, E-3008
mid-sized SUV, e-Expert medium van and 408
PHEV.

The petrol-powered Peugeot 2008 has been
on sale here since 2020.

It comes in two variants, Allure and GT each
with a PureTech 130 engine that generates 96
kilowatts of power and 230 Newton metres of
torque mated to a six-speed automatic trans-
mission.

The previous GT Sport model, with a
more powerful (114 kW/240 Nm) engine was
dropped from the range in 2022 to effectively
make way for the e-2008.

STYLING
Peugeot 2008 is a stunning looking car from
every angle.

The front is large and expansive grille with a
complex chequered louvered-style fill.

The window lines swoop up beautifully as
they pass the centre of the rear doors.

The wheel arches are large and carry black
lips to emphasise that it’s an SUV.

Interestingly, the e-2008 bucks the current
trend in EV design where the front is closed off,
by retaining the grille from the petrol variants.

It’s only there for cosmetic purposes with
the only difference being that the fill matches
the body colour.

There are large scallops in the doors and a
black panel all the way across the rear that car-
ries large lights.

The roof extends beyond the glass top and
sides to give a sort of spoiler look.

The e-2008 comes with 18-inch Evissa black
diamond cut alloy wheels.

INTERIOR

Although it’s classed as a five-seater, like most
cars of similar size the 2008 is more a four-
plus-one.

Those in the front seats might have to give
up some legroom to make better space for tall
rear travellers.

The e-2008 comes with the latest version
of the Peugeot i-Cockpit which combines the
small sport steering wheel with a large head-
up instrument panel and central infotainment
touch screen, blended together and ergonomi-
cally positioned.

The front seats are heated with power ad-
justment for the driver seat, which includes
lumbar and massage.

The e-2008’s boot has a same volume as the
petrol models.

That’s 434 litres with all seats in use, and
1467 litres with the 60:40 rear seats both folded
down, although they don't fold flat.

There’s a slim out-of-sight area below the
floor ideal for storing the charging cables.

The petrol 2008s get a space saver spare
wheel but the e-2008 only has a tyre repair kit.
POWERTRAIN
The e-2008 is based on Peugeot’s Common
Modular Platform and combines a 50 kWh
battery with a 100 kW front-mounted electric
motor driving the front wheels to provide up
to 260 Nm of torque with a driving range of up
to 330 kilometres using the WLTP test regime.

There are three driving modes Sport, Nor-
mal and Eco.

The charging point is located at the rear
passenger’s side and has the usual AC and DC
sockets.

With three-phase power and a 16A Wallbox
the maximum charge rate is 11 kW for a charge

time of around five hours.

Using a 7.4 kW 32A Wallbox that increases
to 7.5 hours and, with a 10A domestic electri-
cal power plug, full charge will take around 24
hours.

Using a commercial DC 100kW quick
charge 0 to 80 percent can be achieved in
about 30 minutes.

SAFETY

The e-2008 hasn’t been ANCAP tested but the
petrol variants were tested in 2019 and re-
ceived the maximum five-star rating.

Safety consists of six airbags, a rear-view
camera, autonomous emergency braking and
advanced grip control with snow, sand and
mud modes.

There’s also driver attention alert, forward
collision warning, blind spot warning, lane de-
parture warning, lane keeping assistance, in-
crash braking, auto hazard light activation and
tyre pressure monitoring.

The e-2008 adds adaptive cruise control,
enhanced autonomous emergency braking,
active lane following assist, and acoustic vehi-
cle alerting system which generates an audible
signal outside the vehicle for pedestrian safety.

Missing is rear cross traffic alert and a
360-degree camera.

Two ISOFIX child seat anchors along with
three top tethers are provided.
INFOTAINMENT
Peugeot e-2008 gets a large 10-inch horizontal
infotainment screen is clear and reasonably
easy to use.

Our preference is always a vertical screen
because you can see much more without the
need to scroll, but the Peugeot does work bet-
ter than most.

There’s Apple CarPlay and Android Auto
smart phone mirroring, as well as DAB+ radio
and satellite navigation.

DRIVING

Entry is quite easy even for larger occupants
and the seats are large, supportive and com-
fortable.

Like all other electrified vehicles, the in-
stant torque provides exhilarating speed

off the mark.

The dash to 100km/h takes fairly modest
9.0 seconds, well below that of most of its com-
petitors.

The car’s regenerative braking can be ac-
cessed through a button on the centre con-
sole rather than the more convenient steering
wheel paddles of most EVs.

It does not have a single-pedal mode.

The battery adds 324kg on to the tare
weight of the e-2008 when compared with the
petrol 2008.

There’s a sedate feel in the cabin during
normal driving that almost feels like you'rein a
larger car, even a prestige car at times.

The French do like their comfort and this
shows up beautifully.

That’s despite the slightly sporty set up in
the suspension.

On the open road with twisty bits, it handles
nicely and give feedback through the steering
wheel.

On motorways its smooth and almost si-

lent, bump-thump is felt through some joints

in other ones it’s fine.

SUMMING UP

Although the e-2008’s combination of price

($60k) and range (330km) compares poorly

against its Chinese rivals that are getting under

the $40k mark and in excess of 400km it will

still appeal to the loyal band of Peugeot fans

looking at moving into an EV for the first time.
As with all Peugeot vehicles, the e-2008

comes with a five-year, unlimited kilometre

warranty and eight-year 160,000 km battery

warranty.

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The life of a crochet legend

B JEFF HUDDLESTONE

TEXTILE artist, crocheter and art gallery col-
lection curator Trevor Smith has spent his en-
tire 35-year career in successful arts adminis-
tration.

Now retired and living back in Penola, the
town of his birth and strong generational fam-
ily history, Mr Smith has reconnected with the
area and its people.

He grew up on the family farm at Johanna,
Victoria, and was educated in Naracoorte.

Mr Smith’s interest in crafts was inspired by
his mother, Jean, who was a talented crafts-
woman, knitter and crocheter.

“Mum had a crack at all the textiles and I
was always interested in what she was doing,”
the 62-year-old said.

“I shadowed her and wanted to do the same
things myself.”

Mr Smith was top of his year 10 home eco-
nomics class at Naracoorte High School.

“My parents bought me a sewing machine
for my 15th birthday, a bit unusual for a farm
boy in the 70s,” he said

Mr Smith learnt to crochet as a child.

He completed a visual arts diploma at the
Warrnambool Institute of Advanced Educa-
tion, now Deacon University, majoring in
sculpture and soft sculpture in 1982.

That year, he held his first exhibition at the
Mount Gambier institute, next door to the now
Riddoch Art and Cultural Centre.

After graduating from arts school, Mr Smith
thought about working in art galleries.

His first job was at Ararat in 1985, followed
by Hamilton for 18 and a half years.

Collection, after which he retired to Penola in
2019.

“I had a career of 35 years working as a cu-
rator of collections in art galleries, It was my
entire working life,” Mr Smith said. .

He said his family connection goes back to
the early days of Penola.

“My mother was a Wilson, her mother was
a Balnaves and her mother, a McAdam, all well
known names.

“There’s Wilson’s cottage in Petticoat lane,
opposite now is the McAdam huts, I have two
great grandfathers’ homes opposite each oth-
er.

“Penola is good place to be - whilst people
still buy wine, the area will thrive.”

After a hiatus from crocheting , Mr Smith
got another chance exhibiting at a site - spe-
cific showing of the Panacur swimming hole.

“This was a curated yarn event for knitters
and crocheters and I made some three - di-
mensional pieces for the first time.

“From there, I just became a bit obsessed by
it and later made a lot of character tea cosies.”
he said.

They featured well known characters of
regions such as Sir Robert Helpmann from
Mount Gambier, AFL footballer John Mossop
of Penola and Malcolm and Tammy Fraser of
Hamilton.

Mr Smith has also exhibited at Coonawarra,

Tarrington, Michael Reid galleries in Sydney
and Berlin and also in Melbourne.

Mr Smith is unsure of the secret to
good crocheting.

“I don’t know what the secret is. All I can say
is I know how to increase, decrease and turn
corners,” he said.

“I work with materials including polyester,
foam rubber, foamcore, backing board and
wire. .

“My three main stitches are double crochet,
treble and chain stitch,” he said.

Mr Smith uses themes such as animals,
household appliances and food to create his
woollen.

He said exhibiting and selling his work is
the icing on the cake after a good living as an
arts administrator.

Mr Smith said there are now different times
in the arts industry, such as the internet, facili-
tating exhibiting and selling purely online.

Mr Smith said he had not considered open-
ing his own art gallery to join the others in the
town.

“I spent 22 years working in art galleries ,
face to face with people and am retired now,”
he said.

“It’s a hard way to make a living from a com-
mercial gallery in a small town like that.”

He said crocheting is “therapeutic”.

“I find it very therapeutic. I like repetitive
things. It’s relaxing and I can lose myself in it
and sit for hours. Things are going well,” Mr
Smith said.

Now more that 40 years on from that first
exhibition, Mr Smith is holding his exhibition,
The Taxidermist , featuring a wide variety of
crocheted animals , until January 28.

“I describe taxidermy as things I stuff and
mount. Fish, birds, creatures, critters, the first
exhibition of animals of this quality,” he said.

It features 45 pieces.

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Spike in callouts a concern

THERE has been a rise in the number of chil-
dren and animals needing to be rescued from
cars in SA.

The RAA has urged drivers to stay vigilant
with their car keys this summer, after RAA pa-
trols attended to 663 children and pets locked
in vehicles in 2023.

Of the total callouts, 308 were children and
355 were pets.

Compared to 2022, there has been a 29 per
cent increase, equating to almost two loved
ones being rescued a day.

RAA senior traffic engineer Matt Vertu-
daches said it does not take long for the heat
in a vehicle to increase to double the outside
temperature.

“You should not be tempted under any cir-
cumstances to leave children or animals unat-
tended in a parked vehicle, but especially not
in warm weather like we’re experiencing now,”
he said.

“In a lot of these instances it is simply be-
cause someone has accidentally locked their
keys in their car, which can be easy to do now
that many modern cars have keyless entry and
ignition.”

He said especially in warmer weather, it is
even more vital to be careful as the tempera-
ture inside alocked car will climb to dangerous
levels within minutes.

“We are pleading with drivers to make sure
they are aware of where their keys are at all
times, to avoid accidentally leaving them in
the vehicle with a loved one,” he said.

“The consequences of leaving a loved one
in there could be catastrophic.”

Mount Gambier/Berrin was listed amongst
the top locations for lock-outs last year, with a
total of 15 callouts.

Mount Barker, Port Lincoln, Morphett Vale
and Murray Bridge joined Mount Gambier/
Berrin in the top 5 locations for lock-outs.

In a recent experiment by the RAA, they

found in-car cabin temperatures can rise to
more than 80 degrees within 20 minutes when
left in the sun.

The experiment also showed that white cars
still rose to more than 70 degrees in the same
period, despite often being considered to at-
tract less heat than darker vehicles.

“No child or pet should be exposed to

those sorts of temperatures, and parking in
the shade or winding down windows does not
make much difference either,” Mr Vertudaches
said.

“If you do find yourself in a situation with
a child or pet in a locked car, do your best to
remain calm so you do not distress your child
or pet.

“Act quickly and call RAA, or SA Police in an
emergency.”

RAA provides priority service and dispatch-
es two patrol vans to any callout involving a
child or animal locked in a vehicle.

All South Australians can call for help in
this situation and an RAA membership is not
required.

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Thought-provoking exhibition

COUNTRY Arts SAs touring exhibition HAR-
BINGERS: Care or Catastrophe will be on dis-
play at Bordertown’s Walkway Gallery between
February 9 and April 20 as part of the 2024 Ad-
elaide Festival.

The exhibition brings together work by five
artists from across the state living in or with
strong connections to regional South Austra-
lia: Chris De Rosa (Port Elliot), Lara Tilbrook
(Kangaroo Island), Ellen Trevorrow (Menin-
gie/Coorong), Clancy Warner (Sellicks Beach),
Laura Wills (Adelaide).

The exhibition was commissioned by
Country Arts SA in collaboration with Murray
Bridge Regional Gallery where it was first pre-
sented February — April 2022.

The curators, Country Arts SA visual arts
manager Lauren Mustillo and Murray Bridge
Regional Gallery director Fulvia Mantelli
worked with the artists for more than two
years to bring the exhibition to life.

It will now be presented at Walkway Gallery
as part of the 2024 Adelaide Festival.

Comprised of works spanning spatial in-
stallation, printmaking, textiles, sculpture,
weaving and drawing, HARBINGERS draws
attention to our inherent interconnectedness
with the natural world and the complexities of
humankind’s influences on our environments.

Together the works address issues about
systematic (mis)management of natural re-
sources, endemic loss of biodiversity, rising
sea levels, migration policies, catastrophic fire
events and ongoing colonialism.

The exhibition title presents an ul-
timatum: care for our planet or face

environmental collapse.

This proposition, drawn from the artists’
practices and their works, offers both a sense
of urgency and the potential of hope.

Ms Mustillo said the artworks presented in
HARBINGERS were incredibly ambitious, both
technically and conceptually.

“The diversity of materials is impressive,
featuring large-scale sculpture, installation,
weaving, textiles, illustration and assemblage,”
she said.

“The artists have been fearless in their ap-
proach, tackling critical and compelling issues
relating the environment, which highlight

both the need for urgent action and the poten-
tial of hope.”

While Ms Mantelli said the exhibition came
from a shared vision.

“Our organisations have a shared vision
to promote and nurture regional South Aus-
tralian visual art practices, as well as bring
nationally recognised, conceptually and cul-
turally diverse arts experiences to regional
communities,” she said.

“As arts organisations we are well-placed
to play an important part in transforming the
way the arts are engaged with in regional South
Australia. HARBINGERS captured the minds
and hearts of the many who experienced it.”

Working with the curators for over two
years allowed the artists to push the boundar-
ies of their practices and create some of their
most impressive works to date. Audiences can
expect to see: work by master Ngarrindjeri
weaver Ellen Trevorrow; an impressive floor-
to-ceiling installation of an underwater scene
comprised of papier-mache mega-fauna and
flora; a 3 metres tall reimagined road sign
made from a woollen blanket and thousands
of native flora seed pods; a bronze and wood
sculpture of figures in a boat which appears to
be sinking into the gallery floor; and an expan-
sive drawing which explores the life of flowers
through their dreams.

HARBINGERS: Care or Catastrophe is com-
missioned by Country Arts SA and was devel-
oped in collaboration with Murray Bridge Re-
gional Gallery, as part of the SPUR 2022 skills
development and commissioning initiative.

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Fee-free training for carers

ANEW fee-free TAFE SA course will be avail-
able at the beginning of this semester with a
Certificate III in Outside School Hours Care
being delivered.

The qualification aims to strengthen the
skills of those wanting to work in the educa-
tion sector and support children’s wellbeing
and development outside of school hours.

It is the first time this has been introduced
in South Australia with the qualification one of
the many fee-free TAFE initiatives.

It will provide key skills for those working or
aspiring to work with school-aged children in
Outside School Hours Care (OSHC) and vaca-
tion care programs.

The initiative has been developed in re-
sponse to the Gillard Royal Commission into
Early Childhood Education and Care and will
be delivered part-time over 18 months It will
use a combination of online delivery and face-
to-face workshops to enable those currently
working in the industry to participate in the
training. Minister for Education Blair Boyer
said he wanted every South Australian family
to have access to “high quality out of school
care” with the new course meaning the indus-
try would have more carers equipped to sup-
port children’s wellbeing and development
outside of school hours.

“Out of school care is vitally important for
working families and we have acted on the rec-
ommendation made by the Gillard Royal Com-
mission into Early Childhood Education and
Care to modernise OSHC qualifications and
address workforce challenges so more South
Australian families can access out of school
care,” Mr Boyer said.

TAFE SA chief executive David Coltman
said the education precinct worked with the
Department of Education to make the course
available and it was a “great example” of the
way the two worked with the industry.

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Impartlallty under question

OPPONENTS of duck shooting have ques-
tioned the impartiality of the Select Commit-
tee inquiring into the hunting of native birds,
after four of the seven committee members
were seen wining and dining with shooters.

Members included committee chair, Reggie
Martin, as well as Ben Hood, Nicola Centofanti
and Sarah Game.

The annual Wine and Wild Food Dinner
took place on September 23 2023, while the
inquiry was still ongoing.

South Aussies for Animals President Dr Su-
zanne Pope said the group expect decision-
makers to be impartial and fair.

“Judges disqualify themselves when there
could be a perception that they might not
bring an impartial and independent mind to a
case,” she said.

“Surely the same standard should apply to
parliamentary committees.

“I don't think the behaviour of these com-
mittee members passes the pub test. I don’t
think we can have any confidence that this
committee impartially evaluated the evidence
placed before it.”

Dr Pope noted that the extensive evidence
of cruelty presented to the committee was all
butignored in its final report, except in the dis-
senting statements from Tammy Franks and
Ian Hunter.

“It is completely unacceptable that this
small group of people with links to shooters
should determine the future of duck shooting
in SA,” said Dr Pope.

“We know that duck shooters represent only
0.1&percnt; of SA voters, and that a majority of
the public is opposed to duck shooting.

We saw further evidence of this opposition
recently in the review of the Animal Welfare
Act, where the primary theme in the “Other
Feedback” section was support for a ban on
duck shooting.”

“We call on Minister Susan Close to take
into account the clear evidence of commu-
nity expectation, and to reject the report from
a group that cannot be perceived as impartial
and independent,” Dr Pope concluded. “We
can't allow the large section of society that
cares deeply about animal welfare to be effec-
tively disenfranchised.”

A year after the National Carp Control Plan
scientific report was publicly released, high-
lighting the benefits of releasing the carp her-
pes virus, there has been a call out to cull the
pest species.

Following decades of studying Australia’s
freshwater ecosystems, Dr Martin Mallen-
Cooper said the science and research was
strong enough to confidently release the vi-
rus, temporarily reducing carp numbers and
providing a critical window for native fish to
establish a more substantial presence.

While the State and Federal Government
is yet to decide if the virus should be released
into Australian waterways, the current re-
search shows some positive signs, including
that the carp herpes virus could reduce pop-
ulations by between 40 to 80 per cent.

The research also shows the introduction
of the virus would pose no risk to humans or
other mammals, and importantly, there is
considerable evidence it will not infect non-
target species such as native fish to the River
Murray.

Dr Mallen-Cooper said to maximise the
benefits during the critical recovery phase,
habitats must be enhanced, river flows must
be better managed, and fish migrations must
be restored to bolster native fish populations.

“This is a naturally occurring virus in carp
populations overseas and has a long history,
so it’s not a recent mutation,” Dr Mallen-
Cooper said.

“Overseas it only occurs in carp species
and research in Australia shows the virus is
not a concern for natives.”

Shadow Minister for Water Resources and
the River Murray Nicola Centofanti said carp
are considered the worst freshwater aquatic
pestin south-eastern Australia and have con-
tributed to widespread degradation of river
environments.

“We need to do whatever we can to try to
reduce the damage caused by carp,” Dr Cen-
tofanti said.

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Time to hox down harriers

A South Australian Police (SAPOL) run pro-
gram to break down barriers with Indigenous
children in Murray Bridge is gearing up for an-
other successful program in 2024.

The Murray Bridge Kornis and Miminis
Blue Light Boxing Fitness Program first started
as a trial at the end of 2022 for a small group
of children before the program successfully
kicked off in 2023.

Murray Bridge Senior Constable Kim Ide
said the Blue Light Boxing Fitness Program
was an important opportunity for local police
to break down the barriers between officers
and young people in the community, while
also encouraging young people to keep fit and
active.

“It was a pretty successful year for the box-
ing program, and it depended on how much
the kids were willing to put into it, but we're
already throwing around ideas of where to go
from here,” Snr Constable Ide said.

“When we first decided we'd take the pro-
gram into 2023, we wanted to also run a girl’s
fitness program but we couldn’t get the inter-
est to actually get enough to run the program,
so we asked the people that were interested
what they wanted.

“Everyone said ‘we don't just want fitness, we
want boxing’ so we set up the mixed male and
female boxing fitness program and that worked
well with the mix of boys and girls but now mov-
ing into 2024 it's about refining those ideas.”

While Jill Wood may be an administration
worker for the Murray Bridge Police, she has
also owned her own gym for the past five years.

With Ms Wood’s expertise, she too joined
with the program to help the young people in-
volved learn more about how to use their body
properly, how to use fitness equipment prop-
erly, and helping guide young people to feel
comfortable in their own skin.

Ms Wood said her key focus with the pro-
gram was to assist the young people in build-
ing confidence and that moving forward into
2024, she too hopes that everyone involved is
able to learn something new about themselves
and learn to be comfortable with it.

“It is all about feeling comfortable, whether
that is with other people or by themselves,” Ms
Wood said.

“I would like the kids to be able to feel com-
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fortable to be able to go to a gym and know what
they're doing, so what I tried to do is give them
as much technical and posture techniques as
possible, as well as using the equipment, so that
they could understand not just how to use the
equipment but also their bodies.”

Murray Bridge Senior Constable David
Brown said physical health and mental health
go hand-in-hand, and that by exposing chil-
dren to fitness or boxing exercises it could
potentially lead to lower crime rates in young
people.

Murray Bridge Police’s Jill Wood, Greg Smith and David Brown looking forward to another year in the ring.

“It’s not just the fitness with Jill or the box-
ing with the boxing coach, but we also organ-
ise healthy snacks for the kids and have guest
speakers from all the local services to provide
a bit of motivation, support and a bit of direc-
tion,” Snr Constable Brown said.

“We have speakers from Headspace, iReach,
the Station; people who predominantly work
with the youth so that they can talk about their
services and what they can do for the kids as
well.
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“In theory, doing fitness or something like
this program, might prevent crime, because it
affects your mental health which in turn is go-
ing to stop some people committing crime to
get that high, so it really all goes hand in hand.”

The Murray Bridge Kornis and Miminis
Blue Light Boxing Fitness Program will be held
in two free eight week programs in term two
and term four of the 2024 school year.

UP before the sun and tucking into bed long
after midnight, Paul Smith spent a lot of time
capturing the essence of the 2022-23 flood
which drastically affected the Mid Murray
and Murraylands region.

Paul Smith, aka Jubba, used his photo-
graphic skills to keep friends and community
members updated through the peak flood
period.

His collection of photographs is in the
tens of thousands, and his Harley Davidson
clocked up some kilometres, as he managed
to document the devastation and the com-
munity spirit.

Not doing it for monetary value, Mr Smith
took it upon himself to show people via social
media - Jubba Photography - what the water
was doing and how the community was cop-
ing.

“It was partially something to photograph,
I had a feeling it was going to be something
big,” he said.

It is hard to tell now standing on the new
grass on Mary Ann Reserve that there was a
two metre levee straight through it, where
standing on it meant people were higher
than the toilet block.

But Mr Smith remembers when the levees
started to be engaged, and the entire wharf
went under.

“It was crazy when it first started coming
up on the wharf here on Mary Ann Reserve,”
he said.

“I could see it, it was up as high as I'd ever
seen.

Mannum'’s own paparazzi documents floods

Paul (Jubba) Smith has thousands of photographs of the recent flood event which were captured

over the past year.

“Friends, businesses, like Mannum Old
Wares, where Trudy’s a friend of mine, her
shop started getting inundated and then I
knew it was something big.”

Shops like Mannum Old Wares in the old
Butter Factory were flooded, as the levee
placed on Randell Street effectively cut them
off to the rest of the street to prevent the wa-
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ter spreading further.

Old Mannum Wares is to be the last shop
to return, with a new counter and carpets re-
cently being installed.

At the height of the floods, Mr Smith’s so-
cial media became extremely popular as he
often went up and down the street to capture
all the angles of the flood.

“I call myself a Z-grade celebrity,” he said.

“I get recognised everywhere now and
that’s good, I'm proud of it.

“I'm proud of what I've done, it was very
out of my comfort zone as well.

“I was relatively unknown before the
floods.

“I met Peter Malinauskas, the Governor,
that was crazy to meet all these people.

“But then having them recognise me later
on in that awards night that I went to, Nat
Cook recognised me and a few of the report-
ers from Channel 7 did as well, coming con-
gratulated me and said that they were proud
of me.”

Without the support of locals, and organ-
isations, Mr Smith knows he would not have
had the incredible access he had during the
floods.

“I just want to thank especially the guys
from NEO, the council as well for giving me
the access they did during that flood time,”
he said.

“Without that, it wouldn’t be what it was,
they were fantastic with me and without their
support I wouldn’t have got half the shots I
got.”

After flood fatigue that has largely affected
the Mid Murray reason, Mr Smith is now back
on the bike to help raise awareness for men’s
mental health

“My new path now since the floods, six
brothers, social motorcycle club, so I'm sort
of now trying to raise awareness for men’s
mental health, suicide prevention and just
trying to get that stigma away from the bike,”
he said.

Blue hranches of support

JAYDEN Whyte was a Western Australian man
who, in 2018, took his own life.

In early 2019, his close friend, Simon Com-
erford, told the story of Jayden once sneaking
off of the farm in WA to paint a tree blue as a
prank.

Recognising Jayden’s funny, free spirit, Mr
Comerford painted a tree blue in honour and
memory, a memory that has over the years de-
veloped into a world wide recognition of men-
tal health awareness.

Recently, the Mid Murray Suicide Preven-
tion Network (MMSPN) has, in collaboration
with the Mid Murray Council, been discuss-
ing the importance surrounding the now well
named Blue Tree Project, and how the Man-
num community would benefit by having a
blue tree.

MMSPN member Catherine Davies lost her
brother to suicide and said her personal expe-
rience was what drives her to ensure that no
one else should suffer the loss of a loved one,
family member, or friend to suicide.

“If [my brother] had had better information
about his mental health, and how he could
have changed his pathway then maybe we
wouldn’t have lost him,” Ms Davies said.

“He found it difficult to change his mindset,
he found it difficult to reach out for help, but
it doesn’t have to be difficult to reach out for
help, and it doesn’t have to be difficult for peo-
ple to notice that someone is struggling and to
ask the question ‘are you okay?.”

While a commencement date is yet to be
set, the Mid Murray Council is looking to move
forward with community consultation, as was
decided at the December 2023 council meet-
ing.

Mid Murray Council Mayor Simone Bailey
said that although the council did not have a
stance on the project due to it being out for
consultation, she was hopeful that it, along
with the recently implemented contemplation
space at the Mannum Lookout, would be ben-
eficial to improving the region’s mental health
awareness.

“If we can do anything to improve the men-
tal health of our area, it’s great to be a part of
that, so I really do hope that that’s what comes
from that,” Mayor Bailey said.

“Mental health needs to be talked about
more, the more we talk about it the less stigma
there is and the more people can benefit from
discussing their thoughts.”

Mannum man Mike McDowell is not only
a member of the MMSPN, but the person who
is set to do the painting - granted the project
passed community consultation.

Mr McDowell said the Blue Tree Project was
an important opportunity for conversation to
be triggered, and while some people may not
want to have the conversation, it could mean
saving a life.

“We saw that other regions were adopting
a symbol to stand out in the community for a
discussion, that’s what it is, it triggers the op-
portunity for discussion, so we looked at how
we could do it ourselves,” Mr McDowell said.

“Everybody here locally that I've spoken to,
asked the questions, had the discussions, un-
derstands the importance of it.

“Alot of people were really supportive of the

commemorative stone for the contemplation
space being placed last year ... and this just
continues that.”

Ms Davies said that while there was a lot of
positive local discussion surrounding the proj-
ect, there was still the concern that all the posi-
tive voices may not speak up to the council.

“We run the risk that the people that are
positive about this are loud to us but not the
council, while the people who may have a
problem or be unhappy with the project say
very little to us but are loud to the council,” Ms
Davies said.

“The people who support us painting the
tree, and for Mannum to have its own blue tree
to support the ideals of the project, they need
to speak up.

“Speak to the council and tell them how
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important mental health is to the community,
and particularly how this sort of small addi-
tion to the community can be so important
in terms of the huge deficit we have in mental
health services in the Mid Murray.”

The community consultation is set to be
determined towards the end of the week be-
ginning January 8 and will allow for 21 days of
discussion and local input.

The current discussed location is the Man-
num Lookout.

THERE will be a field day event in the region
this month to help Limestone Coast farm-
ers understand how they might add hemp to
their crop rotations.

The Industrial Hemp Variety Trial (IHVT)
field days are the result of three years of study
to determine best performing varieties and
sowing times for the region.

Hosted in Maaoupe, the event would be
one of nine across the country aiming to
provide growers with independent informa-
tion about the performance of dual-purpose
(grain and fibre) industrial hemp varieties
suited to specific geographic locations within
Australia.

AgriFutures Australia emerging industries
program senior manager Olivia Reynolds
said the field days would bring farmers, pro-
cessors, food retailers and commercial inves-
tors together to learn more about industrial
hemp and the diverse opportunities it of-
fered Australian agriculture.

“The global industrial hemp market is
projected to reach $18.6 billion by 2027,” she
said.

“This is a huge opportunity for Australian
agriculture to produce an environmentally
sustainable, multi-purpose crop that can be
used for everything from food to building
materials.”

Bordertown’s Good Country Hemp owner
Mick Andersen said the event would be per-
fect for cereal and grain growers, agrono-
mists and others interested in the industrial

hemp industry to learn about crop require-
ments, yields and varietal selection.

“There is nothing like walking through a
hemp crop as part of a field day and having
a good look at it, smelling it and feeling it be-
cause when you can see it for real, you can
imagine it on your own farm,” he said.

“Now hemp growers have runs on the
board in the industry, other farmers are more
reassured to have a crack at it themselves.”
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As part of the IHVT program, more than
10 different varieties of hemp sourced from
international suppliers including Canada,
France, Poland and local Australian suppliers
are evaluated and Mr Andersen said this was
helpful.

“We look at quite a few attributes of a va-
riety when we assess them for profitability,”
he said.

“The IHVT is very important for us to as-

certain not only which varieties to grow in
our region but also the best regions to source
our seed.”

IHVT national coordinator Mark Skewes
the field days would include a field walk
where participants could view the condition
of the different varieties and a presentation
of results.

“Field day visitors will be able to see how
the trial crop is growing, and the differenc-
es between the varieties and sowing times
ahead of harvest,” he said.

As part of the event there will be an op-
tional agronomy training workshop hosted
by AgriFutures IHVT agronomist John Muir,
which Mr Skewes said would interest agron-
omists and growers who were seeking more
in-depth information about how to grow in-
dustrial hemp.

Following on from the IHVT program, Ag-
riFutures Australia is funding a $2.5 million
Industrial Hemp Program of Research to as-
sist with the growth of the industry.

Industrial hemp can only be grown under
state or territory government permits, and
while it contains very low tetrahydrocannab-
inol content (THC) it is high in protein and
healthy essential fatty acids.

Since 2017 it has been legal to sell indus-
trial hemp seed for human consumption.

The session will be held in Maaoupe on
Wednesday, January 31, 2024.

Mark and Mick Saller and the Saller Mo-
torsport Team, Reutzel believes it will not
take much to break through for their first
win this season.

“I feel like it’s taken us a lot less time to get
on the pace than it did last year,” he said.

“This year we've been quick pretty well
from the get go but we just haven't been able
to finish the job.”

Reutzel, like many Americans who visit
Borderline Speedway; is a big fan of the Mount
Gambier track.

“I'really like the place,” he said.

“Even though it’s a smaller track than a lot
of the places we race back home it’s racy and
it'’s a place you can really build up some mo-
mentum.

“It’s a good track for passing and I really like
the way the place is presented.”

Reutzel is one of at least a dozen potential
winners for the historic 30th running of the
Kings Challenge.

Ironically, he and many others will need
to stop current and back-to-back Kings Chal-
lenge winner James McFadden.

HE was born in Alice Springs Northern Terri-
tory.

Gambier home too.

Professional Sprintcar driver James Mc-
Fadden is married to wife Zoe who is born and
bred in Mount Gambier so together with their
young Son Mav they will always have that
connection to “the Mount”.

The fact Borderline Speedway Mount
Gambier has always been a happy hunting
ground for McFadden racing results wise — he
is now regarded as one of the top 10 Sprintcar
drivers on the planet —is a happy bonus.
