Dead whale washes
ashore in Rivoli Bay

LAST Friday a small whale carcass washed
up on the beach in Rivoli Bay between Sou-
thend and Beachport.

National Parks and Wildlife Service
(NPWS) Limestone Coast District Ranger
Ross Anderson said the carcass is believed
to be a beaked whale.

NPWS Rangers attended the whale car-
cass and collected a sample for further
analysis by marine mammal experts.

“Dead whales and dolphins wash up on
our coast reasonably often after dying at
sea as they are washed ashore by prevailing
westerly winds,” Mr Anderson said.

Closer to the Beachport end of the bay
the carcass was noticed by a group of walk-
ers who checked for signs oflife as the whale
seemed to have washed ashore recently.

A member of the group estimated the
marine mammal was around four metres
in length. It was reported to authorities
shortly after and WRC announced the next
day via social media the carcass had been
removed from the beach.

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Calls for wind farm decision

COMMUNITY members are calling on the
federal government to make a decision as to
whether an offshore wind farm will be built on
the shores of Port MacDonnell.

The proposal is to install turbines between
eight and 20 kilometres off the coast of the
popular fishing town, stretching from Nene
Valley to Nelson.

The power is expected to feed into the na-
tional energy grid via Portland.

Port MacDonnell residents have spent the
past year fighting against the proposal with
more than 3200 submissions made during the
community consultation phase.

Now, residents eagerly await Federal Min-
ister for Climate Change and Energy Chris
Bowen’s response.

Initially, it was understood there would be
some form of feedback prior to Christmas,
however according to a federal Department of
Climate Change, Energy, the Environment and
Water spokesperson Mr Bowen was still con-
sidering feedback and stakeholder submis-
sions before determining a final proposed area
in the Southern Ocean region.

“It’s important that we establish this job-
creating industry while also balancing the
needs of the community and take the time to
do that properly,” the spokesperson said.

Southern Ocean Care committee chairper-
son Chris Carrison said the committee was
“extremely disappointed” they had not heard
back from the Minister.

“We were under the belief there would be a
decision made between eight to 10 weeks after
the consultation closing,” Mr Carrison said.

“We were wrong in our beliefs that a deci-
sion would be made at that time and the com-
mittee is anxious and disappointed.”

He said although they were still eagerly
awaiting a result, he was happy with the num-
ber of submissions recorded.

District Council of Grant Mayor Kylie Bos-
ton - who also travelled to Canberra to meet

yet was also awaiting a result.

“The number of submissions is fabulous; it
shows there is a good community behind it,”
Ms Boston said.

“It was indicated when they were down do-

ing the consultation that they had a lot more
submissions than what they had in other ar-
eas.”

State Minister for Primary Industries Clare
Scriven said in addition to the state govern-
ment’s submission she wrote to Mr Bowen in
November to take the opportunity to “expand
on the role of South Australia’s iconic world-
renowned” fisheries and rock lobster industry.

“The response from Minister Bowen in-
dicates that he received over 3200 submis-
sions about offshore renewable wind projects,
which raised potential impacts on the fishing
industry, environmental factors, potential im-
pacts on marine life as well as the continued
need for power” Ms Scriven said.

“He explained that he is carefully consider-
ing all information that has been provided.

“I am pleased that Minister Bowen is thor-
oughly examining the concerns raised, as such
an important decision needs to be fully con-
sidered.”

Member for Barker Tony Pasin also called
for a decision to be made, stating he hoped Mr
Bowen was “taking the concerns of the com-
munity very seriously”.

“The lack of sufficient information and
meaningful consultation has caused consid-
erable distress for not only the community
of Port MacDonnell but the wider Limestone
Coast,” Mr Pasin said.

“I will be speaking at the major rally
planned for the first sitting day of Parliament
in Canberra.

“People from across the country will gather
on the lawns of Parliament House to protest
against Labor’s reckless renewable policy.”

He said across the country Labor’s plans
to roll out offshore wind and other renewable
projects had been delayed due to its “flawed
consultation process” as well as its “lack of suf-
ficient local community engagement”.

“A pre-requisite for any major piece of in-
frastructure or development is meaningful so-
cial licence and I am certainly not seeing this
from the local community,” Mr Pasin said.

THE head of the Mount Gambier and Districts
Hospital emergency department is calling on
doctors to consider moving to regional parts of
the state.

Doctor Augustus Kigotho has spent the bet-
ter part of the last decade working in regional
areas across the country before settling in the
Blue Lake City.

Dr Kigotho first arrived in Mount Gambier/
Berrin in December 2020 as a senior staff spe-
cialist from Adelaide where he was the director
of emergency medicine.

“I felt my needs in terms of job challenges,
the satisfaction and having worked in rural
and regional Australia for the past 10 years I
felt this area gave me what I really aspired for
as I practiced my emergency medicine,” Dr
Kigotho said.

“Once I was offered that position I was also
helped get permanent residence which was
icing on the cake and I must commend them
and express my gratitude because they posted
my permanent residency in the quickest time
possible.”

Originally from Kenya, Dr Kigotho said he
migrated to Australia in 2003 and has since
worked in various places.

“I did my training largely in Canberra and
finished it in Ipswitch and I have been in the
regions since then,” he said.

“One gold factor for Mount Gambier in at-
tracting and retaining senior staff is that ability
to sponsor permanent residence.

“I have managed to bring a specialist all
the way from South Africa and packages can
be offered in terms of attracting and retaining
senior staff.”

Dr Kigotho said the lifestyle of Mount Gam-
bier/Berrin was also a big advantage.

“One thing is the traffic here, you can reach
the hospital from any part of Mount Gambier
within 10 to 20 minutes which is very attrac-
tive,” he said.

“I come from a family of doctors, my grand-
father was a clinician of the freedom fighters
and he later died during the war for indepen-
dence but that really shook me, learning that
history it made me feel like I had to complete
what he started.”

Dr Kigotho said studying medicine in the
city was different to the region with different
traits and skills, tastes and interests.

“In terms of rural or regional Australia I find
that it offers more diverse challenges for me
as a doctor which are on the front line all the
time,” he said.

“In Africa I was in the surgical field so I have
very advanced surgical skills, I have also done
alot of training in critical care so in the region I
am able to apply those skills firsthand.

“If I were in metropolitan areas we have
trauma cycles but in regional areas you are on
the frontline.”

He said he found it very satisfying and the
cases seen in regional Australia allowed stu-
dents to upskill and progress.

“It is more applicable in the rural areas than

in metropolitan,” Dr Kigotho said.

“It is a mix of younger doctors coming to
the regions but we are trying our best to attract
the young doctors here by offering rotations
for medical students so they experience rural
practice of medicine.

“We also have interns who come here and
our goal is to encourage them, coach them,
mentor them and show them the other part of
medicine.”

According to Dr Kigotho, there were quite a
number of students coming to the region but
not enough.

“That is the challenge of recruitment and
retention of medical personnel which is very
challenging,” he said.

“I use what is called the Three R approach,
it is important to respect your colleagues, rec-
ognise them for their work and reward them
for the work they are doing and ensure there
is room for continuous professional develop-
ment.

“That means easily providing them op-
portunities, taking leave and going for profes-
sional development and the other one is iden-
tifying their individual skills and letting them
be free in application, if they are interested in
research, put them in the research portfolio, if
they are interested in ultrasound, put them in
the ultrasound portfolio.”

Dr Kigotho said consultants were also able
to “follow their passion” while still practicing
emergency medicine.

“That does provide some degree of satisfac-
tion and connection with the young doctors
they lead the young doctors they supervise,”
he said.

“That way they feel recognised and they are
very enthusiastic in whatever portfolio they
have been given with is motivational in its own
right.”

He said above all, the most important thing
was ensuring there was a “psychologically
safe” environment in which they functioned.

“Specialists have experience in emergency
medicine and play a huge part in the overall
organisation or running,” Dr Kigotho said.

“The other thing is in terms of work-life bal-
ance, we do try to have as much of a balanced
roster as possible but sometimes we are chal-
lenged, especially when people have left but
we try our best to follow the quality guidelines
in our rostering which helps to keep people
satisfied with what is being done.”

Looking forward, Dr Kigotho said there
were a few things which came to mind includ-
ing the community living longer resulting in
more patients than before.

“They are becoming sicker and there are
more acute cases presenting to the hospital,”

he said.

“To compound this problem we do not
have enough general practitioners and there
are fewer and fewer general practitioners in
the community and getting appointments is
more and more difficult.

“There are also very few specialists in town
so getting to a specialist in town is impossible
in an area like Mount Gambier.”

He said the community would need to at-
tract more general practitioners to look after
patients with chronic diseases also rising.

“We have more and more people suffering
from chronic diseases like diabetes, hyperten-
sion, heart problems and they are surviving
longer so outside the hospital there needs to
be alot done,” Dr Kigotho said.

“There has been a lot of positive political
input to Mount Gambier with the emergency
department extension unit which will make
the model of care better.

“We are also including recliner chairs in-
stead of the beds because you can have three
or four recliner chairs in the same space where
you have one bed which will increase the pa-
tient flow.”

He said other areas progressing was having
the site moved from a general service care pro-
vider department to an academic emergency
department.

Lightning storm spar

MORE than 10 fires have spread throughout
the region over the week following a lightning
storm.

The storm reported more than 3000 strikes
across the South East, triggering a number of
grass fires.

More recently, a fire was sparked at Willa-
looka and at Worrolong with the causes yet to
be determined.

Country Fire Service (CFS) regional duty
commander Jake Rich said generally when
there was a lightning storm after not much
rain commanders tended to expect fires.

“Once that lightning came through we were
not overly surprised to see fires come up since
then,” Mr Rich said.

“Generally the lightning hits grassland and
they tend to start burning straight away and
when they tend to strike overnight they will
sit and smoulder for a few days depending on
how warm it is and how much rain we get.

“Itis not uncommon that after the lightning
event, if it is mild conditions, you might not
see anything but you can see fires pick up in
about five days time.”

He said CFS staff continued to survey areas
with aircraft for potential blazes.

“We have a look in areas and monitor
any potential jobs that may come into us,” he
said.

“From there, given the mild conditions they
can just sit there and produce smoke so it is
only when you get those temperatures and the
humidity decreases that is when they pick up
and start burning with a bit more intensityand = BE ALERT: CFS Crews have battled more than 10 fires over the week following a lightning storm.

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Workshops leading to China

COONAWARRA wine makers, grape growers
and exporters are taking steps to get back into
the Chinese market.

Many attended a series of workshops in
preparation of the outcomes of the review of
wine tariffs imposed on the South Australian
industry by China.

As part of the state government’s re-engage-
ment strategy, close to 200 businesses from
South Australia’s wine sector will gain deep
insights into the China market at workshops
held in the Barossa, Adelaide Hills, Coonawar-
ra and Riverland this week.

Delivered by a team of experts, the work-
shops provided the latest updates on the lu-
crative China market across topics including
economics, wine market conditions, market
access and entry, legal considerations and cul-
tural awareness.

The workshops were facilitated by the De-
partment for Trade and Investment in partner-
ship with the South Australian Wine Industry
Association (SAWIA) and the Department of
Primary Industries and Regions, South Austra-
lia (PIRSA).

In October 2020, at its peak and one month
prior to the start of tariffs, China was South
Australia’s largest wine export market, with ex-
ports valued at $946.5 million, accounting for
47.2 per cent of South Australia’s wine exports
globally.

For the year ending November 2023, wine
export to China was valued at just $2.7 million
with volume at 752.5 thousand litres.

Primary Industries and Regional Develop-
ment Minister Clare Scriven said the govern-
ment was hopeful that producers will be able
to re-enter the Chinese market.

“South Australians are rightly proud of our
world-class wineries and grape producers, and
we are hopeful of a strategic re-entry into the
China market,” she said.

“I am pleased that the state government

Wine Industry Association Inca Lee said it was
important for growers and producers to know
and understand the Chinese market

“South Australian wine has made a deep
impression on the Chinese consumer who
value quality products, and we know this sen-
timent has not been diminished by the pause
in our trading relationship,” she said.

“Whilst we await the process currently
underway by China to review tariffs imposed
on Australian wine, it is important for our in-
dustry to maintain its knowledge of the China
wine market.

“These workshops will provide a valuable
opportunity to share the latest information to
strengthen the position of South Australian
growers, winemakers and wine exporters now
and into the future.”

Advocacy for the removal of restrictions on
wine continues, with a review of wine tariffs by
China currently underway.

The recent visit to China by Premier Peter
Malinauskas attracted strong interest from
Chinese importers and industry to re-engage
directly with South Australian wine exporters
once there is a resolution to the restrictions in
place, and Prime Minister Anthony Albanese,
Foreign Affairs Minister Penny Wong and Fed-
eral Trade and Tourism Minister Don Farrell
have also been advocating for Australian pro-
ducers on trips to Beijing.

Significant progress has been made at both
state and federal levels to stabilise the relation-
ship with China, who have already removed
trade impediments on a range of Australian
products since May last year, including coal,
cotton, timber, barley, and oaten hay.

The workshops follow a tailored industry
briefing delivered by the Department for Trade
and Investment and Showcase SA in October
last year, where the state’s wine sector heard
first-hand from the sector representatives who
participated in the Premier’s China visit.

THREE weeks after a large number of dead
marine life washed ashore, residents are up in
arms about the lack of clean up.

Earlier this month, a number of deceased
wobbegong and Port Jackson sharks washed
ashore near Eight Mile Creek with Primary
Industries South Australia (PIRSA) claiming
it was due to the freshwater rainfall lowering
oxygen levels.

Residents living along the shoreline are now
calling on the state government and the Dis-
trict Council of Grant to get into gear and clean
up the rotting carcasses.

Living less than 500m from the shore near
Deep Creek, resident Dale Button said the
smell and potential occupational health and
safety issues regarding the carcasses has pre-
vented him from visiting the beach.

Mr Button said he believed the carcasses
should have been taken away while PIRSA was
collecting samples after the incident first oc-
curred, stating his own son has stopped visit-
ing the beach joining onto his property due to
the smell.

“The handing it from one government de-
partment to another and back and forth is just
out of control,” Mr Button said.

“Someone has to take control and PIRSA is
the one in my opinion.

“The stink is horrible, I am not going down
to the beach because I do not know if I am go-
ing to get diseases from the fish and the smell
is putrid.”

Mr Button said he typically sat atop of a
small hill each evening looking out over the
ocean, with a beer in hand yet had not been
there since the marine life washed ashore.

“I cannot go and sit on the beach and have a
beer because of the stink down there,” he said.

“There are 20-odd dead fish close to my

home and they are still there.”

He said his son typically visited him with
his grandchildren yet has since taken them to
a different beach due to concerns around the
rotting carcases.

“You cannot have kids on a beach near that
and I think the people responsible is PIRSA,”
Mr Button said.

“If this happened on the west-side of the
Murray River it would have been cleaned up.

“Tust because we live down here, they do
not class us as part of South Australia and it is
about time they lifted their game in Adelaide.”

Member for Mount Gambier Troy Bell said
he thought it was “extremely disappointing”
the marine life had not been cleaned up.

He said he had received complaints from
a number of local residents and campers re-
garding the smell and the potential for other
diseases.

“If this occurred in a metropolitan area it
would have been cleaned up on the same day
or dealt with in some other way,” Mr Bell said.

“There seems to be some confusion around
whose responsibility it is and this way people
get really sick and tired of departments pass-
ing the blame onto somebody else.”

He said ultimately it did not matter who
was responsible as long as the carcasses were
removed.

“We may have future instances of these so
there needs to be a plan put in place which can
lead to the rectification of the beach line,” Mr
Bell said.

“There are people and dogs who enjoy that
part of the coastline so to just let it sit there and
rot away with the smell is pretty disappoint-
ing.”

Mr Bell said he would also classify the rot-
ting carcasses as an occupational health and
safety issue for beach-goers and questioned
the environmental impact on those who live
close to the area.

“If this had occurred in a built-up area it
would have been dealt with straight away,” he
said.

Clean up on Eight Mile push

“Tust because you live in a regional area or
where there is less population that does not
mean you do not deserve the same service as
somebody in Adelaide, it just needs to be dealt
with.

“There are a lot of people who visit our area
and that is not the impression we want them
to take away.”

District Council of Grant chief executive
Darryl Whicker said council was aware of the
ongoing investigation as to the cause from
PIRSA.

“We have not received any further commu-
nication and it is my understanding that it is
going to take a coordinated state agency effort
to undertake the clean up,” Mr Whicker said.

“Council looks forward to being part of that
conversation.”

A state government spokesperson said
when these types of events occur, PIRSA would
work together with the “relevant council” to
“investigate and where possible, determine
the cause”.

“PIRSA’s primary role is to rule out exotic
disease,” the spokesperson said.

“Normally when a fish kill occurs, there is
no need for the dead fish to be removed or
cleaned up and the carcasses should be left to
provide food for other organisms or to decom-
pose as part of the ecosystem process. In most
cases the carcasses will be gone within a few
days.

“Local councils have the necessary equip-
ment to clean up beaches and waterways fol-
lowing natural fish kills, should there be a need
todoso.”

They said if a member of the public had
concerns about the amenity of the beach fol-
lowing a natural event, they should contact
their local council.

If they see a suspected fish kill, they are able
to report it to Fishwatch on 1800 065 522.

AUSTRALIA'S agriculture workforce reached
new heights in 2023, experiencing an upward
trend in employment across the nation.

The focus has now turned to 2024, with more
improvements expected to roll out across the
next 12 months. The ag sector is a vital source of
employment in rural, regional and remote areas
of Australia employing around 262,000 people.

Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries and For-
estry Murray Watt said since the Jobs and Skills
Summit in 2022, the Federal Government had
been working closely with the agriculture in-
dustry to find solutions that addressed work-
force issues that had been ongoing for years.

“The government has successfully worked
with industry to identify opportunities to sup-
port ag careers through the Agriculture Work-
force Working Group (AWWG), fee-free TAFE
places, improving the Pacific Australia Labour
Mobility (PALM) scheme, and more,” Minister
Watt said.

“The AWWG achieved agreement on prin-
ciples that underpin labour hire licensing and
contributed to key government processes in-
cluding the Employment White Paper and Mi-
gration Review.

“It has also been pivotal in securing agree-
ment to undertake a Food and Supply Chain
Capacity Study that will help inform Australia’s
training, higher education, and migration sys-
tems to best meet industry needs.

“Training Australians is key to building the
agricultural workforce, which is why we have
provided funding for more than 13,000 fee-free
TAFE places for agriculture courses with more
than 11,950 enrolments in 2023.

“Our Cultivating the Next Generation proj-
ect, done in partnership with AgriFutures, has
investigated ways to encourage young people
to consider how agriculture can provide a re-
warding career beyond the classroom.

“Whether it’s at the cutting edge of technol-
ogy or driving sustainability, working on the
land, in a lab or from an office, agriculture has
something for everyone.”

The Australian Government has also worked
to further to expand and improve the PALM
scheme. The PALM scheme is a temporary la-
bour migration program between Australia and
the Pacific and Timor-Leste.

“We are responsibly growing the scheme,
with better support for our Pacific neighbours
and employers to participate in the scheme
and improved conditions for workers. “In 2023,
we reached record numbers of PALM workers
demonstrating the importance of this program
to Australia’s ag industry. “There are more than
38,145 PALM workers in Australia, with the ma-
jority working in agriculture (25,889 workers)
and the meat processing (10,041) sectors.

“Expanding and improving the PALM
scheme continues to help employers across
Australia engage the right workers where and
when they need them.

“A sign of the of the continued success of the
program is that the fact that more and more
employers continue to sign up to participate.

“I am excited about the future of agriculture
and as we go into 2024, Ilook forward to build-
ing on last year’s momentum and seeing what
new ideas the newly established Agricultural
Workforce Forum can uncover.”

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HYBRID SUV SNEAKS IN

HONDA has electrified its most popular
vehicle.

And who would know?

One of the world’s biggest makers of inter-
nal combustion engines has been very quiet
about the coming of the CR-V e:HEV RS.

The Honda CR-V has long been an SUV sta-
ple for families around the world.

Some 13.5 million units have been sold
globally since the nameplate launched back in
1997.

Two decades on, in its sixth generation, it is
still the brand’s top-selling model in Australia.

A late-comer to the petrol/electric genera-
tion in Australia, the five-seater e:HEV RS fea-
tures a 2-litre direct injection engine mated
with a two-motor hybrid system putting out
a combined 152 kW of power and 335 Nm of
torque via an electronic Continuously Variable
Transmission to the front wheels.

Honda says e:HEV RS, elevates the CR-V
with a dynamic edge.

Its sporty appeal is amplified by body-co-
loured lower bumper and wheel arch trims,
while piano black accents on mirror covers
rear spoiler, B and C-pillar trims further en-
hance its sophistication.

Inside, red stitching accents across the cab-
in, coupled with a distinctive black headliner,
creates an ambiance of exclusivity and style.

Surprisingly, with running-cost economy
to the fore - a key step in Honda’s electrifica-
tion strategy to realise carbon neutrality for all
Honda products and corporate activities by
2050 - the hybrid system is limited to the flag-
ship (most expensive) model.

Some compensation comes with the RS
coming well equipped compared to the rest of
the range.

Talking of cost, Honda Australia has ad-
opted an agency sales model with fixed pric-
ing that eliminates purchase-price haggling
and shopping around, something Honda says
it has received positive customer feedback on.

The 2024 Honda CR-V range straddles
$44,500 to $59,900 drive-away.

The latter — the flagship Honda CR-V e:HEV
RS hybrid — was on test.

The SUV comes under Honda’s five-year
unlimited kilometre warranty, with 24/7 road-
side assist.

Service intervals are 12 months or 10,000
kilometres and capped.

STYLING

A more powerful, sporty silhouette is achieved
by pulling the front pillars back, increasing
both the nose length and the wheelbase add-
ing to the overall length.

The ‘nose job’, however, seems a bit over the
top but the maker says it provides functional
contributions including visibility and aerody-
namic performance.

VTi LX and e:HEV RS get Honda hallmark
Berlina Black 19-inch five-circle spoke alloys,
over the standard 17 or 18s, for added sporty
flair.

INTERIOR

Honda says the interior of the all-new CR-V
has more cabin and cargo space with seating
to suit ‘a broader range of customer lifestyles.’

Lateral support is the loss here, together
with flatter and firmer seating.

On the upside, all CR-V models now come
with rear seat sliders, allowing 190 mm of
movement forwards and backwards.

This makes children easier to manoeuvre
into position, or fit longer items in the cargo
area.

Rear seat reclining offers 16 positions with
an additional reclining angle of 10.5 degrees,
helping prevent rear passengers from getting
fatigued on long drives.

Access to the 589 litres of boot space comes
via a power tailgate operated from an external

switch. Fold the 60 / 40 seat backs and 1636 li-
tres becomes available.

INFOTAINMENT

Focus is on a digital instrument display, 9-inch
touchscreen audio system with wireless Apple
CarPlay and wired Android Auto, plus front
and rear illuminated USB charging ports for
the driver and passengers.

ENGINE AND TRANSMISSION

The all-new CR-V features a new more pow-
erful two-motor hybrid system, mated with
Honda’s 2.0-litre direct injection Atkinson cy-
cle 4-cylinder engine.

The motors are now mounted side-by-side
rather than in-line with the engine crankshaft
as in previous generations.

The all-new E-CVT motor spins at 14,500
rpm and produces 135 kW peak power with

. "'.-'ﬂl!f'#.
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335Nm of torque.

The generator motor, which spins at 17,000
rpm, puts out 120 kW, and is dedicated to
charging the battery pack.

The system’s combined output is 152 kW.
SAFETY
The all-new CR-V maintains its position as a
leader in active and passive safety technology,
including improved Honda Sensing driver-as-
sistance technology with a new front camera
and radar system.

An updated Honda Advanced Compatibil-
ity Engineering body structure is designed to
distribute crash energy more evenly through-
out the front, side, and rear of the vehicle.

The CR-V gets 11 airbags all up, including a
centre airbag to prevent front seat occupants’
heads from crashing.

DRIVING

There is no argument with the treatment of
the driver when it comes to getting behind the
wheel of the CR-V e:HEV RS.

The front of the cabin has been designed
with the driver front and centre, by improving
the range of vision and adjusting how objects
are viewed in the driver’s frame.

Bonnet character lines run along the top of
the inner sides of the front tyres, to enable the
driver easily discover the tyre positions.

The A-pillar inner surfaces have been de-
signed to run parallel to the direction of travel
so the driver’s line of sight is drawn to this.

To further improve forward vision when
turning, side mirrors have been moved to cre-
ate a wider gap between the mirror and the
front side corner garnish.

Under way, the car is no ‘bitumen burner’
but is programmed to get the best out of the
petrol / electric hybrid combination.

There is little obvious switch in systems,
which includes the CVT.

Cabin noise is far from intrusive and a
12-speaker Bose sound system makes the best
of cabin architecture.

Honda claims the hybrid CR-V returns 5.5
litres per 100 kilometres of fuel in the com-
bined urban / highway, which turned out to be
spot on for the test car in real time.

A bonus is the requirement of 91RON
petrol.

The e:HEV is equipped with a toggle Drive
Mode selector, which switches between Econ-
omy, through Normal to Sport, the last chip-
ping in with Active Sound Control to match the
sporty characteristics.

SUMMARY

Honda has produced a winner with the CR-V
e:HEV RS, taking out the Car of the year award
of a prominent Australian print and online
media member for 2023, so it has the hand of
experts at its back.

Chocolate Hazelnut Crépe
Cake with Chocolate Sauce

Prep time: 10 mins
Cook time: 20 mins
Serves: 4 or 10-12 crépes ($1.45 per serve)

Ingredients
Crépes:

* 2eggs

* 2 eggyolks

* 125g plain flour
¢ 300ml milk

* 15 tbsp castor sugar

e oil spray

¢ 250g hazelnut spread

¢ 2/3 cup thickened cream, whipped
Chocolate Sauce:

¢ 15 cup thickened cream

e 1 tbsp brown sugar

¢ 100g dark chocolate, roughly chopped
or broken into pieces

Method:

1. Place eggs, yolks, flour and milk in
a bowl and using a whisk, mix to a
smooth batter.

2. Heat a non-stick frying pan,
and spray lightly with oil.

3. Pour in some batter and swirl the
pan around to evenly and thinly
cover the base. Cook until lightly
browned before turning, then cook
other side until lightly browned
and cooked through. Set aside and
repeat the process until all of the
batter is used.

4. For the chocolate sauce, place cream
and sugar into a saucepan and bring
to a simmer.

5. Add chocolate, then remove from
heat and stir until smooth.

6. Place into a jug and set aside to cool.
7.Place one crépe onto a cake stand
or plate, spread with hazelnut
spread and whipped cream. Spread
another crépe with hazelnut spread
and whipped cream, then place on
top of the first crépe and repeat
this process until the last layer of
crépe.
8. Before serving, pour the chocolate
sauce over the crépes.
9. Serve with fresh strawberries,
raspberries or blueberries.
Tips & Hints
¢ Add 1 tbsp of hazelnut or coffee
liquor to the chocolate sauce for that
special indulgence

Thai-Style Panang
Grilled Lamb Cutlets

“There’s something about lamb that just makes an occasion that extra bit special. Here, I'm taking
lamb cutlets and pairing them with a punchy (and ridiculously easy) Thai panang curry sauce and
tart pineapple and herb salad. Ideal for entertaining, it’s quick, simple and standout delicious: all
the makings of a perfect get-together with loved ones.”

Prep time: 10 mins

Cook time: 20 mins

Serves: 4 - 6

Ingredients

= 12 Australian lamb cutlets or loin chops
= 2 tbsp fish sauce

= 1 tbsp vegetable oil, plus extra for grilling
= 400ml (14 fl 0z) coconut milk

= 1% tbsp finely shaved palm sugar

Cheat’s panang paste:
= 2 tbsp roasted peanuts

= 2 makrut lime leaves, destemmed
= 190g (6.5 oz) Thai red curry paste
= 1 tsp shrimp paste (optional)

= 15 tsp ground cumin

= ] tsp ground coriander

Herb & pineapple salad:

= 5 small pineapple, skin and core removed,
cut into small chunks

= 1 long red chilli, finely sliced

= 1 cup fresh Asian herbs (e.g. coriander/
cilantro, spring onion/scallions, Thai basil
and/or mint)

Method:

1. To make the panang paste, use a mortar
and pestle to pound the roasted peanuts
until finely crushed. Then add the
makrut leaves and pound again until
finely crushed. Stir through the curry
paste, shrimp paste (if using), plus the
ground cumin and ground coriander.

2. To marinate the lamb, place the cutlets
in a large bowl. Take 1 tablespoon of the
panang paste and add it to the lamb
cutlets along with %2 tablespoon of fish
sauce. Mix until well combined and
each lamb cutlet is coated in the paste.
Set aside until you're ready to grill (a
few minutes is fine or you could also
marinate overnight).

3. To make the curry sauce, heat the
vegetable oil in a saucepan over medium
heat. Add the remaining panang paste
and cook, stirring, for 2 minutes or until
fragrant. Stir through the coconut milk,
the remaining fish sauce and palm

sugar. Cover and reduce the heat to low.
Gently simmer for 2 minutes to allow
the flavours to infuse. Remove from heat
and set aside until ready to serve (gently
reheat before serving).

4. Heat a grill plate or charcoal barbecue
until hot. Brush the grill plates with oil.
Grill the lamb chops for 3-4 minutes
each side (for medium) or until cooked
to your liking (don't forget to grill the fat
cap, too). Transfer to a tray to rest.

5. For the herb & pineapple salad, add all
the ingredients to a large bowl and toss
together until combined.

6. Place the lamb chops on a serving
platter, sprinkle over the herb &
pineapple salad and serve with the
panang sauce on the side.

Tips:

= If you want to make your spring onion
fancy, finely slice batons of the spring on-
ion and soak in water in the fridge for 10
minutes. It will make them cute and curly!

“It’s one thing learning from a textbook, but
the knowledge gained from networking oppor-
tunities and honest and frank discussions with

peers is often invaluable,” he said.

Mr Conway, from Gunnedah, is the chief
executive officer of Boolah Farms, an inte-
grated farm management, grain-handling and
broadacre contracting business.

He established the collaborative farming
model (known as 'Co-Farming’) in 2020 with
his wife Molly, and Stuart and Lyndall Tighe
from Pallamallawa, and used the EDP as an
opportunity to prepare a business plan and
develop a strategy outlining why the business
needed to grow, and how.

“It was such an impressive network of peo-
ple participating in the course, all from vari-
ous agricultural sectors — including industries
I have very little exposure to,” Mr Conway said.

“The learning environment contributed to
discussions that were honest and open, and we
soon realised many business impacts tended
to be quite universal across all farm businesses

— it was really eye opening and you could see
the discussions adding value immediately.”

While the content of the course was excel-
lent throughout, Mr Conway said the robust
discussions within the group on implementa-
tion, challenges and solutions was where the
real value lay.

The Farm Managers Program, a week-long
course developed for primary producers in the
earlier stages of their career wanting to build
management skills and increase their confi-
dence and ability to influence business deci-
sions, will be run in Victoria’s Yarra Valley in
mid-June, Mr Wiessing said.

“The Farm Managers Program really helps
up-and-coming producers to get out of that
day-to-day thinking and start to look at the
business with a more strategic mindset around
business planning, people management and
financial analysis,” he said.

With numbers on each course limited to
maintain group dynamics, positions on the
programs are set to be highly contested, with
farmers selected to attend from a wide range
of commodities and geographical regions
across Australia and New Zealand.

Applications are open until 22 March 2024
for the Executive Development Program and
Farm Managers Program as follows:

The Farm Managers Program, 16 to 21 June
2024 in Yarra Valley, Victoria.

The Executive Development Program, 25 to
30 August 2024 followed by the second module
from 27 July to 1 August 2025, both in Sydney,
New South Wales.

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NEW data from the RAA has shown that 2023
was the worst year in 25 years for deaths of cy-
clists, pedestrians and motorcyclists.

A total of 117 lives were lost on South Aus-
tralian roads last year, which is the highest
since 2010.

Fifty of those deaths were what is consid-
ered vulnerable road users - cyclists, pedestri-
ans, motorcyclists.

That's the highest combined number of pe-
destrians, cyclists and motorcyclists lost since
1998 (when 52 were killed), and 61 per cent
higher than the five-year average (2018-2022)
of 31.

In metropolitan Adelaide, 33 vulnerable
road users lost their lives in 2023, more than
double the five-year average of 16.

RAA Chief executive Nick Reade said each
life lost on our roads had a profound and trag-
ic impact on the families, friends, emergency
services workers and any survivors left behind.

“Last year it seemed we were hearing of an-
other fatal crash every few days, and this data
shows us just how alarming 2023 was, particu-
larly in terms of our most vulnerable road us-
ers,” he said.

“Each of these fatalities is more than just a
number or a news report, they're a lost loved
one that leaves a hole in a South Australian
family, so we can’t afford to simply put 2023
behind us and put it down to an aberration.

“Each life lost on our roads is avoidable, and
through investment in infrastructure, vehicles,
education and awareness campaigns, we know
we can create improvement and hopefully
reach the National Road Safety Strategy target
of a 50 per cent reduction in lives lost by 2030.

“But right now we are not on track to meet
that target, so we need to make changes for the
better — as road safety advocates, governments
and as individuals.”

Mr Reade said while the introduction of saf-
er roads, speed limits and vehicles had led to a

gradual reduction in serious crashes in the last
20-30 years, this trend had begun to plateau
even before 2023’s alarming spike.

“Since the early 2010s, South Australian
fatal crash numbers have not decreased any-
where near as much as during the period be-
fore 2010, which should not be happening,
given what we now know about road safety,”
Mr Reade said.

“One of the most important factors is the
mindset of South Australians who share the
road each day.

“Typically distraction and inattention are

the leading cause of fatal crashes, highlight-
ing the need for drivers, riders and pedestrians
alike to be fully focused when they’re sharing
the road.”

Mr Reade also said RAA, along with the
Australian Automobile Association and other
motoring clubs across the country, had been
advocating for more detailed crash data to be
made public, to help road safety authorities
analyse crash causes and target campaigns
more effectively.

“We would like to see better availability of
crash data to help us to understand why crash-

es are occurring and assist in focussing strate-
gies and actions,” Mr Reade said.

“For example we often don’t learn the con-
tributing factors of crashes - such as distrac-
tion and excessive speed — and it can take up
to 18 months after the crash to receive detailed
crash data for analysis.

“If this data was made public in a more
timely fashion, we could better analyse driver
behaviour, raise more awareness in the com-
munity and more effectively target campaigns
—in the hope of improving outcomes and sav-
inglives.”

THE State Government has pledged $2 mil-
lion to support fostering future young lead-
ers from regional communities in South Aus-
tralia.

The Regional Leadership Development
Program (RLDP) was established in 2022,
delivered through South Australia’s Regional
Development Australia boards (RDAs), and
designed to empower a broader cohort of
leaders from regional communities.

Minister for Primary Industries and Re-
gional Development Clare Scriven said the
RLDP had demonstrated it could reach a
large and diverse group of emerging leaders
from across regional SA and provide them
with valuable skills.

“Under the management of the RDA net-
work, the popularity of the program in its
first two years has been remarkable,” Minis-
ter Scriven said.

“Designed to reach 420 participants it has
reached more than three times this target
(over 1300), significantly surpassing the de-
mand that was anticipated.

“Particularly impressive was the high rep-
resentation of women in the program.

“At 68 per cent of participants, the Region-
al Leadership Development Program has
demonstrated that place-based and flexible
training delivery can reach a new cohort of
future leaders.”

The State Government indicated the need
for an invigorated leadership pool in regional
SA was evident following the 2022 local gov-
ernment elections where 93 positions were
filled uncontested, and a further 16 vacancies
across 10 councils resulted in supplementary
elections needing to be held.

Manager of Mypolonga Avocados Rebec-
ca Turner said the course helped develop a
greater awareness and understanding of the
motivations behind people and

behaviour, and taught practical ways
about how to start encouraging others to
draw out their bests.

“Inspiring people and drawing out the
best in them is an essential part of being a

good leader, especially in a small rural com-
munity where farmers often face many chal-
lenges that impact their mental health,” Ms
Turner said.

“Our community groups play an impor-
tant role in connecting people, and are often

“Returning to Warrnambool on the Thurs-
day night, punters rallied to send Garpete Park
to the boxes a solid favourite in a 450-metre
grade 5.

“Beginning smartly from the red box, Gar-
pete Park outsped her rivals to lead all the way
and bring up the kennel’s fourth win of the
week.”

Then, of course, there is Finn's wife of 59
years, Lorraine.

Last year at the Sandown Park Women in
Racing night she won the Marg Thomas Award
for the most outstanding female contribution
to the sport.

At the time Warrnambool Greyhound Rac-
ing Club manager Craig Monigatti had said
Lorraine was a special person to him and the
club.

“She’s so reliable and you just know that
what she’s taking care of in the shop is going to
be organised and done,” he said.

“She doesn't seek the limelight, but now it’s
her turn to shine.”
